Cnare of Fruit Troees.
E P. Roo in Christian Union,

The fruit grower needs to be ever
on the alert to guard against the rav.
ages of destructive insects and the at-
tuoks of disease. From the time the
plants leaf out until the close of the
growing soason, close and careful
watch should be maintained in order
to cope effectually with the troubles at
the outset, For the past two or three
years the currant worm has been very
destructive in this seotion, and we
have had considerable trouble in sav-
ing the crop.  The pest is the larva
of the magpie moth and feeds upon
the leaves of both the currant and
gooseberry, often stripping the entire
bush ot folinge. The caterpillar is
of n pale, yellowish green, with black
dots, and forms a loop inwalking. We
have tried many remedies for ita de-
struction, and find nothing so offect-
unl ns syringing the bushes with
white hellebore—a hoaping teaspoon-
full to ugallon of water. This is a
poison, and some persons object to it
for this reason: but I have mnever
known of any injurious effects from
its use. There yet remaing, however
the odious but eertain remedy of re-
moving the worma by hand pieking,
which we emnployed one year very sat-
isfactorily, though it kept a boy
vetty busy throughout the wseason.
f hiellebore is applied promptly on its
first appearance I think the worms
may be oasily overcome,

Another worm  very destructive
to the folinge of fruit
troes s the tent caterpillar,

These appear in May and early in
June in great numbers, and woave a
sort of web or tent to live in. During
the day they spread out over the treo
and devour the leaves, but early in
the morning, when dew is on the foli-
age, and in wet weather, they remain
within their tent, and can then be de-
stroyed either by crushing the web
and all, with the gloved hand, or by
tieing some clothes on the end of a
long pole, and with this removing the
wholo nest of them. It should be
done promptly on their first appear-
ance, or they will defoliate the entire
troo. .
In Ordinary Culture, too littla im-
portance sgems to be given to.the
practics of mulching. Too fow renlize
ita beneficial effects; 1 have found
that, when ‘properly applied, it in-
creases the crop fully one-third, adds
greatly to the size of the fruit and if
the season should prove dry, is an
effectual barrier to the ill effects of
drouth. It should be applied when
the soil is moeist and cool.  Salt hay,
loaves, lawn rakings, tan bark, andall
such materinls should bo] utilized ns
muleh, and a heavy covering must bo
put on, if done at all.  An soon as the
strawberry bed has been cleaned out
and putan order for bearing,it should
Be mulched at once.
to keep the berries clean. The same
applies to currants and gooseberries,
raspberrics and blackberries,  Mulch
koeps down the woeds, keeps tho

mise & fund for a practical dairy
school.

The best advices we can obiain
show good whest in some localitiea
and poor wheat in the majority of dis
tricts. In thia vicinity wheat has
beon greatly benefited by the Iate
raing, The crop hins been doubled in
promiss, and farmers in southern
Ohio may average two-thirds of o
erop, if the weathor is favorable from
this uutil after threshing., Rust has
mnde its appearance sinco the rains,

If left in
its present condition, it will produce
a large crop of noxious \vou:.L, that
will seed thousands of other acres
with these pests of the farm, There
is yot time to putlin millet; Hungar-
inn  grass, buckwheat or furnips.
These crops will pay far better than
to Jet the weeds grow. There arein-
dieations that all kinda of folinge will
command good prices next winter,
snd now is the time to provide o sup-
ply. Plow qu the weeds and put in
some ouo of the erops that will yet
mature, They may pav better than
wheat or corn, and in any event it
will destroy the weeds.

Practical Dairy Schools,
National Lile Stock Journal,

As dairying has become one of tho
Inrgest and most important branchos
of agriculture, and a8 the profit de-
rived from dairying depends almoat
wholly upon the skill with which it is
managed, the question naturall
arises, wfly is not so important a busi-
ness, dependent upon skill, not taught
in practical schools, presided over by
the higher scientific and pra.ctica‘i uxl-
pertal In Europe they have so high
an opinion of thl;n\'u.luu,uf this knowl-
m.lﬁu. that these schools are instituted
an luplpurtad by the governments,
This is the oase in Germany, Bwoden,
France, England, and even in Rusaia,
We know it is not popular in this
country to have too much done by
Tﬂ:mumnu; it smaoks too much of
the paternal to moeet one's views,
Here we are acoustomed to leave
to individual or oco-operative
enterprise  what there requires
the aid of the government.
Now, when we take into secount the
number of dairymen in the
United ftates, who make dairying
the principal part of their business —
these amount to at least 600,000—the
whole number of farmers intercated in
dairying reaches not leas than 1,000,-
000. Is there no femsible way in
which thisjgreat class Interested can co-
operate and ussess itself from 256 to 6O
ounta per capita, to establish such im-
portant training schools! It may be
said that the numbers are too grest to
be reached, for to render co-oporation

ible; but it is also truly said that

¢ dairy interest is better organized
than any other agricultural interest.
This organization must be to
little purpase if it has no  con.
trol or intlgence over the masses eown-
posing it. The factory system is
made wup of small associations,
and these are as definitely located as
the postoflices of the country. Canthe
factory then mot be made the unit  or
center from which uml patron may
be reached! Not all dairymen pat-
ronige factories or creameries, but at
lenst two hundred thousand dairymen
are patrous of factories. The pstrons
