A eapitalist who
was the owner of some {‘unlir:trnti\'ul_\'
uscless land, contracted with this emi-
ginnt for planting and  tending forty
actos of this land in Australian gums
or euealyptus.  The breakine, feneing
planting and labor on the lanud cost
the owner 85,600, At the end of the
tirst yonr he hnd 32,000 thrifty troea,
and the seomd year he set out the
shaded ground in pasture, which re-
tained ita verdure nearly throughout
the entire twelve months, showing a
denser growth from yoar to year, At
the beginning of the third year he
utilized this pusture for dairy cows,
and found it strong cnough to support
two cows to the acre. He estimated ita
value for this use at 84 por month per
nere for eight months out of twelve,
or 833 per year per acre.  The total
yoarly profit from this source was
#1,280, At the end of the eighth year
he was offored in cash by the keepors
of n woodwyard, 30 conts each for
his trees, or £240 per acre, the pur-
chaser to pay all the cost of cuttin
and moving the timber, The tota
value was 20.600; but in the mean-
time the owner of the land had had
five yonra' use of the pasture, which,
by lhis own close estimate, was worth
to him 86,000, + This makes the grand
total of gross earnings in eight years
815,600, From this must be deducted
£3,600 paid out for the nursery plants,
fencing and labor, and an expense of
600 for water for irrigation during
the first two years, leaving o net in-
comeot §11,600. or $287.60 per acre
for the eight years, or 836 peracre for
one year,
