Borse City, Tdaho, July 18, 1881
—Boise City 18 the seat of governmoent
of this territory, and has a popula-
tion of 2,000, It s located on the
north bank of the river of same name
at an altitude of nearly 3,000 feet.
The nearest railway station is Kelton,
Utah, on the Central Pacific railway,
which is 2060 miles  distant, Daily
stages afford communication with the
outside world and Kelton,  An effort
is boing made also to have daily com-
munication established between this
city and Blackfoot, on the Utah and
Northern railway, which is 2256 miles
distant, but so far very few through
mskengers go or como by that route.

t proves a convenienoe, however, to
persons  en route from this point to
the camps on. Wood river, and may
beoome a popular line inanotheryear,
bocause it passes through Bellevue,
the entrepot to that promising region,
Stages run from Boise to nearly or
quite all the mining camnps and sei-
hmumnn of Idaho and eastern Ore-
gon,

Boise is the commercial, as well as
the political, hub of Idaho, and is a
well-built, well-kept young city,  Tts
trade extends throughout western Ida-
ho and eastern Oregon, and with the
growth of ldaho promises to keep
abreast and hold ita position, 1t 1s
wintor hendquarters for hundreds of
stock owners and, miners, prospectors
and trappers, who spend the remain-
ing sensons in the valleys and moun-
taing. The city has been the home of
white men for many years, and has
been beautified by art and nature com-
bined untll it stdnda as the prettiest of
all the inter-mountain  eities.  The
dwellings and business houses are sulb-
stantial and tasty, and the grounds
and shrubbery are simply charming.
I can hardly express the delight T ex-
erienced after my long ride from
kvltnn neross dusty lava deserts in a
coach, when the frint and shade trees
and fresh, garden-like surroundings of
Boise city came into sight. I imagine
the traveler

ON THE AFRICAN DESERT

is no more pleased when he espies the
date orchard of an oasis in that dreary,
sunburnt clime than was the writer at
the time above named. There are
residences here which have cost s
much as 815,000, and business edifices
proportionately expensive, The place
18 especially healthful, the citizens ox-
ceptionally social, and the business
men sre unusually hopeful and pros-
perous,

A more beautiful location for a city
could hardly have been selected. The
town site overlooks the most produe-
tive valley in the territory, which
stretches away wostward for fifty miles;
the Owyhu range of mountains is plain-
ly seen to the south forty miles dis-
tant, and the Boise mountains very
much closer —three miles awny—form
a fitting background to the picture.
Many ranches, farms and orchards are
in sight, and thcusands of acres re-
main and invite the stock, raiser and
farmer to appropriste them. I am
told that one orchard in this valley
productd 40,000 bushels of apples,
and pears last year, and will do nearly
as well the present season. One of
the larve farms in sight from the
United States assay oftice here yields
20,000 bushels of grain'per’ annum,
and another.of GO0 acres veports a yield
of 13,000 bushels.

While Tam on this subject T may
suy that the records show that all the
arains and veretublos of the Atlantic
stales north of the cotton line hove
find

also that Tdaho apples, pears, plume,
peacles, grapes, nectavines, apricots,
and many smaller truits, compare fu.
vorably with those produced in the
older rogions.  Wheat yields an aver-
age of thirty-five bushels per aore,
and the visitor 18 told>of  yields in
some instances of 55, 65, and  even
116 *bushels per acre.” Be that as it
may, the surveyor-general's  report
says, ‘'2Zb to 40 bushels of wheat and
barley, and b0 to 80 bushels of oats
Hur dere isa fuir average yield.” Pro-

uce brings such high prices here that
if the yield is half what is claimed
farmers ought to get rich. I notice,
too, that the older farms are in good
order, and that their ewners seem con-
tented, a fuct which adds a testimo-
nial to the correctness of the state-
ment of the worthy surveyor-general,

The arable portion of the territory
is put down at 12,000,000 neres, and
is confined chiefly to the valleys,
Farms extend along the Boise river
tor sixty miles, or a belt from two to
five miles in width, Tn the Payette
villey the arable sections hiave a total
length of seventy-five miles, Snake
river contuing one compuet body of
agrienltural lund forty miles long and
ten miles wide,  Besides these threo
principal valleys there ar: o dozen
others, all of which are or might be
the homes of farmers,

country was made for the express de-
light of stock, T confess to a partial-
ity for Idaho, but trust it will'not bias
my jadgmoent, and 1 dulihurululy wnd
unguoaliiedly say that wo portion of
the Huluky f\lluulmtina seems th me so
well adapted to ranch life, and rearin
of sthek. 'J'hu?muunrau: (‘!}llu'\'ntiulf
the dry atmosphere—summer and
winter—the nutritious grasses which
cure as they grow, the mfrequency of
snow, or other storms, the warin breego
from the Pacific Ocean, and—but
what need be added? Cattle, sheep
and horses require but little prepar
feed and no shelter on any of thess
broad, pusture ficlds covering about
26,000,000 acres. The business is not
neglocted. Last year 830,000 cattle
weore smarketed from Idaho rances,
Consdtvative wen tell me the common
profit of cattle snd woolgrowing here
18 434 per cent per annum on capital
ill\'uigﬁw It is easy to see what can
be madd at the business when the cost

of raising a full'grown steer worth §30

i8 no more than 83, and an Amorican
horse worth £100 costs hut £6. Ax
yvot there ave no such large herds as in
Montana, Colomdo, Kaneas, Nobraska
or Wyoming, and the ranges are con-
sequently not so fully taken up, If
this faber-pusher ever gota a “‘good
start” he will hie himself to ldalio
without delay and locate a eattle or
Nh('l.'[! ranch.

The profits of both farming and
stock growing are rendered more cor-
tain and satisfactory because of the
rapid development of the quartz mines
in various parts of the territory.
There was a time when Tdaho poured
nearly £5,000,000 into the coflers  of
commerce in & smgle year from  her
placer diggings. These have for the
most part been worked out, and now
the attention of the mining population
is directed to the ledges of the moun
taing, which are the sources of the
golden sands of the river-beds and
bars. The camps where oxtensive
operntions are being  carried on b
sandwiched between these fertile val-

leys, and 80 offer a convenient home
market for produce of all kKind.,
And this 18 & sort of region which

has built up the sprightly ity of
Boise, located near old  Fort Boise,
and one of the old towns of this const,
Hero we find the answer to our in

quiry.  “‘Why such substantial strue-
tures out in this searkely settled  tor-

ritory?"  Boiso  will enjoy a further
progpenty in the coming  year, It ia
confidently expected that teaing  will
be carrying passengers to  this town
over the Oregon  branch of the Union
Pacific by July, 1882, at farthoest,
The preliminary survey has  been
mnde, and T believe the line has been
located to Daker city, At all events
actual work isin progress, and dirt
is flying. The Central Pacific railrond
has run a sarvey northward from
Winnemueoan  to the Wood River
region, but people here are not much
excited over over the matter, and
really are indifferent as to  whether
either line comes.

GEN. PEMBERTON'S CLASS-
MATES,
Reoord of the Soven Who Entered
the Confoderate Service

Now York Timon,

Of the seven oadets who were
graduntod from West Point with Gon,
John C. Pomborton of Philadelphia,
in the class of '87, and who, like him,
jui:m.l the army of the l'lblll'vllt'l'm‘_'.',
but two ever rome to distingnished
rank in the service of the rebellions
states,  Braxton Bragg of North
Caroling, when the war began, was
made brigadier general by the Con-
federate government and  placed in
command at Pensacola. In Febroarvy,
1862, he was made major goneral; and
upon the death of Gen, Johnston at
the battle of Bhiloh he was raised to
the full rank of genoral, succeading
Gen. Beauregard in thecommandof the
department of the Mississippi after
the evacuation of Corinth, He was
decisively defeated by Gen. Grant at
Chattanooga, November 23-25, 1863,
and was then relieved from his com-
mand and called to Richmond, where
he acted for a time as military ad-
viser of Jefferson Davis. He led a
small force from North Curoling to
operate against Sherman during his
invasion of Georgia in 18064, but did
no effective work to rotard the ad-
vanee to the sen. At the conclusion
uf the war he devoted his attention te
engineering, serving as chief oen-
gineer of several southern ralroads,
He died at Galveston, Tex., Septem-
ber 27, 1876, The other classmate of
Pemberton, who distinguished him-
solf in the rebel cause, was Gen, Jubal
A, Eumly, He was o Virginian, and
commanded a brigade at Bull Run,
Oedar Mountain  and  Fredoericks-
burg, In May, 1863, he communded
the division which held the lines at
Fredericksburg while Lee was fight.
ing the buttle of Chancellorsville. 1In
July, 1864, he crossed the Potomac
and threatened Washington for a time,
but was obliged to retreat. In the lat-
ter part of this month his cavalry pen-
ctrated into Pennsylvania and burned
Chambersourg.  Ho was dofeated by
Sheridan on the Obequan, at Fisher's
Hill, and at Cedar Creck, and in
March, 1865, he wus utterly routed at
Wayensborough by Custer. He was
then dismissed from the command by
Lee. In 1867 he published his Me-
moirs of the Last Year of the War.

Since then he has divided his
time between his law  prac-
tice in Richmond and

managing the Louisiana Lottery in
conjunction with Gen. Beauregard.
Wiﬁiam H. T. Walker, of Georgia,
another classmate of Pemberton's,
eulmused the confederate cause, was
killed in a sortie from Atlanta against
Sherman’s troops July 22, 1864, The
remaining classmates of the defender
of Vicksburg who joined him in the
confederate army were:  Wm. W,
Mackall, of Maryland, Arthur M,
Rutledge, of Tennoessee, who died at
Sawance, Tenn,, in 1876; Arthur El-
zoy, of Maryland, who died in  Balti-
more, February 21, 1871, and Robert
H. Chiltsn, of Virginia, who died in
Columbus, Ga,, February 18, 15879,
Mackall and Early are the only two

A Remarkable Pony,
The Orkuey Hermlid,

A well authenticated and « xtraordi-
nary cuse of the sagacity of the
Shetland pony has just come under
our notice.
