It is said that Brockton, Mass.,
manufactures more sewing machine
needles than all Europe combined,
They are turned out by the million
and shipped all over the world, The
needle, made of the best stecl, passes
through thirty different hands in its
manufacture before lenving the fac-
tory.

The Highland  Mechanical works,
comprising n foundry, machine shop,
eto., have recently been put i opera-
tion at Highland, TlL, for the manu.
factnre of portable and stationary en-
gines, boilers and similar mnchinery,

The new car works at Indianapolis
hns a capnaity for turning out 26 cors
n day, The foundry is capable of
making 150 car wheels a day, and has
21 cooling vats, The works are cov-
ered in with 14,000 square yards of
roofing,

A factory for the manufacture of
furniture veneerine from gum wood,
so abundant in almost all sections of
the south and sonthwest, is being
erccted at Poplar Bloft), Mo., on the
line of the 8t, Louis & Iron Moun-
tain railroad. The grain of this
wood is said to be very fine, and when
polished, remarkably beautiful,

The Dwight Manufactnring com-
pany, Chicopee, Mass,, ave running
seven cotton mills, employing 1,450
hands,  The mlls are using 350 bhales
of cotton per week, which is an in-
crense of 20 per cent in two years,

Roamin Yenrning for Her Holy
City.

St Petorshineg Letter to the Londion Tines,
The object of Petor tho Great in

planning this city was to bring  Rus-

sian barbarism into contact with Eu-
ropean refinement.  He crented here

a mongrel community in which the

European element vustly predomina-

Recout evonts have eome rather
suddenly to awaken the rulersof Rus
gin from their ploasant slumbers, A
well-meanimg and not unpopular czar,
repeated  almost  mirculous
escapes, has fallen by a koot of agsas-
sing.  Hia son, the present emperor,
dooms himself to a hife of seclusion,
and is scen out of doors by no man.
In this city of Peter, whero the lite of
an cmperor, however cheap in the
estimntion of his kindred wnd cour-
tiers, was the most sacred thing under
heaven in the eye of hissubjects, such
a life, without infinite undignified
precautions, no longer sacems worth a
day’s purchase. Has it come to that?
This is, then, no longer the ¢ity where
Petor's successors were to be met on
foot, on lorseback or in & small
plain drosky, at any hour in any
quarter of the town. This s no
longer the population among whom,
in the great cholera riots of 1832,
when the mob were storming the hos-
pitals and murdering the doctors, sus-
pected of spreading the infection by
puison, the Emperor Nicholus ven-
tured out unarmed, and, unattended,
entered the church of the hay-murket,
where the moters had their crowded
headqguarters, and bade them *‘kneel
and cross themselves as he did, and
pray the Almighty for forgiveness, '
And  they all knelt round him,
abashed, repentant, submissive, *‘al-
lowing the police to make their way
through their ranks and quietly take
away the ringleaders to prison,”

1t scems hardly hikely that the nihil-
ists, reckless and desperate howoever
they might be, would have resorted
to regicide, that last argument of
revolutionists, liad they not perceived
that s revolulion in this country,
whatever may be ita charncter, is in-
evitable and imminent.  The matorial
progress of Russia sinee her victones
of 1812 has been uninterrupted, and
with it the influence of public opinion
and the impulse of national flculing
hiave been slowly but  unremittingly
at work, Wao are here in the nidst
of a ersis, aud whatover phases it
may have to go through, the ultimate
result must be a new order of things,
the turning of a now leaf in the book
of Russian history. Russin will have
to be re-Russinnized; and sueh o pro-
cess cannot be easily applicdd to  this
upstart and mongrel eapital,

St. Petersburg, as men now find
out, wis a mistake, Nota mistake in
its founder's days, and as it was meant
by him to be; ﬂ.u— Peter destined it,
not for an idle metropolis, but for a

rt und trading place, ata time when

Lussinn commerece was in its infanoey,

and could have no other ehannel.
But trade in our days has found new
inlets and outlets; rmlways have
opened, or are opening, new lines of
communieation between the cities of
the Baltio, Revel, Rign, Libau, ete,,
all of them tending to the centre of
Russian life and activity of real wealth
and productiveness, and such a centre
there no longer s, if it ever wus, St,
Petersburg, but Moscow. The or
