In a
number of other states such rackless
donations of bonds by towns and
counties is prohibited by law because
experience has shown that the prac-
tice is ruinous to financial stability
and that the promises are broken
just as soon as the managers of
competing roads can agree upon n
pooling contract. Lincoln’s business
men have not seen fit to invest one
million dollars in & railroad—or even
one-tenth or one twentieth of that
sum, A few lawyers, bankers and
contractors have formed a corporation
and subscribed for a million of stuck
—aon paper, which stock is to be paid
for by the proceeds of bonds, which
these enterprising capitalists expect to
get an a bonus for building a road
which they intend to turn over to the
Chicago & Northwestern just as soon
us the 8150.000 subsidy is voted.

A constructioneompinny will be formed
of the original promoters of the road,
and the only actual nvestment of
capital will be the smount temporarily
advanced to the construction company
on the bouds, If Mre. Juhn Fityerald
and his nasociates dosire to build a
road to connect with the Chicago &
Northwestern, and do it with theirown
money, well and good. No onoe ean find
fuult with such a speculation, Tt will
u their privileze and right, which no
Journal or individual is likely to op-
pose.

which enables it to make its pace en-
tirely too rapid for its ambitious con-
temporaries in the west, — Omaha Her-
ald,

For sublime check and deliberate
imposture the Omaha Herald in with-
out a rival, not only in four states,
but on the whole American continent.
In the first place the Herald is not
the only newspaper west of the Mis.
souri which can continuously sustain
a seven-column metropolitan quarto;
in fact the Herald has never yet con.
tinuously or in single nymbers pub-
lished a seven-column metropolitan
quarto, because only four of the eight
pages of that sheet have been any
somblance of a newspaper. The re.
maining half of the “‘great paper” has

Groundless Fonrs,
Now York Evening 'oat.

The precarious condition of Presi-
dent Gartield during the past few
diays has again eaused people to ask
themselves what is likely to happen
to the common weal in the event of
his death.  While no one can point
out any particular harm to material
interests ns either a necessary or o
probable consequence ot the futal ter-
wination of las  illness, there is so
general an apprehension of something
baneful to the body politic that busi-
news shrinks as before o coming blast,
and men go to their daily vocations
with a vague senso of approsching
calumity— something over and above
the sorrow which touches the heart —
some unexplained foar which beclouds
the mind and gves a deeper hue to
aur sympathy for the suffering chief
magiatrate.  Yet presidents have died
in office before. Once this ealamity
overtuok us in the midst of the great-
est commotion of the econtury, with
a million of men under arms, with a
publie debt nearly duuble its present
praportions, and with probluns of un-
known magnitude, both political and
tinancisl, to be solved in tho crucible
of universal sutlrage.

The persons who then sugeceded to
the powers und dutiva of the presi-
dent was o wan of inperfect oduoa-
tion and stubborn Lemper, rearved an
the midst of sluvery, aud though born
a freomnn, yet burn to most of the
social disabnlities which appertain to
the condition of slavery, He was not
destitute  of patriotisi,  but  this
phrase, as he understood it, meant
auything olse than governmont we-
cording to the wishes of the ajority
constitutionully expressed.  He goon
tound himsalf without o party vither
in eongress or out of it, and his waut
of training, aud the badness of his
early surroundings, prevented him
from gaining or creating one, Instead
of accepting the situation hie defied it,
Instead of accommodating himself to
facts he threw himsell against them
and was in u politicul sense dashed in
Fiucns. He not only  ruined himaseli
wt all those, few o number, who
wihered to him, Even Mr, SBeward,

who entered  office at the begin-
ning of the war with =«
larger  politicnl  capital  than  any
other man of his  time, came out

with searcely any personal following.
Apparvently every wevil  thing that
could Happo 1 ws 8 conseiuence of the
presidont’s death  did bappen,  The

The utmost conserva-
tism on his part would be necessary
to ward off the most unjust asper-
sions,  Circumatances have conspired
to put him in & hostile attitude to-
ward Yresident Garfield —or rather,
having put himself in such an atti-
tude, circumstances have conspired to
put this fact in a conspicuous light
nnd to make it more irksome for him
than for any former Viee-President
to undortake the duties of the higher
office. His pathway would be a thorny
one ut beat and could only be made
tolerable by keeping himsolf as nearly
within tho lines marked out by Pres-
ident Garheld as circumstances might
permit

We believe that these tacts will
have due weight with him. He is as
different from Andrew Jolimson in
temperanent and training as the eir-
cumetances sf the country are differ-
ent from those of Andrew Johnson's
time.

The Presidential Sunccession.

The constitution of the United
States anthorizes Qongress to provide
by law for the ease of removal, death,
resiczntion or inability both ot the
president and vice-president and to de-
claro what ofticer shall then act as

president, Under that constitutionul
provision,  Congress in 1792 provided
that the order of succession to the

presideney in caxes of vacuncies such
us have boen enumorited, should be:
first, the president of tio genate; or,
if there should be none, then the
speaker of the house of representa-
tives. DBut either one ot thess of-
ficinls is ouly authorized to act until a
president can be elected.  The mode
of election of president in such con-
tingency is thus deseribed in the re-
vised statutes of the United States:

See. 147, Whenever the offices of
president and vice president both be-
come vieant, the scervtury of state
shall forthwith cause o notification
theroof to be made to the executive of
every state, and shall wlso causwe the
simoe to be published in at least one of
the newspapers printed in ench state,

S, 148, The notificati w shatl
specifly that electors of a president and
view president of the United States
ghall be appointed or chosen in the
several states, as follows:

Firat—1f there shall be the space
of two months yet to ensue between
the date of such notification and the
firast Wednesday in December then
next ensuing, suoh potfication shall
spoeify that the electors ghall be ap
pointed or chosen  within thirty four
duys precading such fivat Wedoesday
in Decombar,

space of two months between the date
of such notitication and sueh lirst
Wednesday in Dacember, aud if the
torm for which the president and
Yieo president Lust in oftice were elec-
ted will not expire on the third day of
Murch next ensuing, the notification
shall speeify that the electors shall bo
appointed or chosen within  thirty-
four days preceding the first Wednes.
day in December in the year next en-
suing. But if there shall not be the
space of two months betweon the dato
of such notification aud  the first
Wednesday in December ensuing and
if the term tor which the president
and viee president last in office were
vlected will expire on the thied day of
March next eusuing, tho notification
shall not specify that electors are to
be appointed or chosen,

Sec, 140, Bleotors appointed or
chosen upon the notification pres-
eribud sy the preceding section shall
weet and givo their votes upon the
tirst Wedneaday of December speci-
fied in the notilicition,

It will be seen by the constitutionn
and statutory provisions we
