Wind and Rain Strike Des Moines With
the Usnal Resalt.

Des Moinea Tarn Comes,

Dis Moixes, July 16—Des Moines was
vigited by a terrible wind storm Inst
night that surpassed any thing of the
kind ever witnessed in this city. At no
time has the velocity of wind been so
great, It commenced blowing a gale of
20 miles an hour at two o'clock and kept
steadily indreasing until at thres o'clock
when it swept over the cityat the fright-
ful speed of forty miles an hour
and for a period of five minutes the
wind registering mstrument at gignal ser-
vice office erowded in miles at the rate of
forty-cight miles an hour. A heavy rain
accompanied the storm, and considerable
damage was done throughout the eity.
Chestnut row, a fine row of resi
dences, wasunroofed.  The Trestle block
was unroofed as were also several houses
on the east side.  Great destruction was
done to shade trees and shrubbery in all
sarts of town. No damage to persons

ns been reported,  No o reports have
been received at this hour of the effucts
of the storm in the country.

Dis Morses, July 16.—The storm in
this vicinity, lnst night, was much more
severe than at first reported. At Mar-
shalltown a large flouring mill, which had
just been completed, was completely
wroecked and will be a total loss, M,
Galloway, an aged lady, alarmed by the
storm, started down stairs, intending to
go to the cellar; but slipped and fell,
striking on top of her head, nnd is now
lying in a comatose state, with but little
hopes of recovery. Corn and grain is
badly down. At Newton it is reporied
that a large building on the college farm
was blown down. At Chester Centre, a
few miles north of Grinnell, the Con-
grogational church was blown down and
completely wrecked, together with three
dwelling houses, a number of barns, ete,
Corn and wheat were levelled to the
ground. The greater part of the dam-
age done was to the crops. The storm
seems to have been  wadespread, ex-
tending as far as Avoca on the west and
Brooklyn on the east,  No lives have
been reported lost, and, aside from those
mentioned, none injured.

The residents of the valley say that the
White mountain = Apaches  who  were
guides with Crook during the pow-wow
divided ammunition with the hostiles,
The latter told Crook that some of their
men were without horses, and ng soom as
they could go down into the Mexican
sottloments  and  get  their  horses
they  would follow the general into
the reservation.  They did this, killing
soveral Mexieans  in their quest of
horses,  The valley folks say that the
White mountain Apaches were opeuly In
communieation with the hostiles, nnd
would never fight them.  As an illustra-
tion of the feiendliness between the two,
one of the White mountain Apaches ap-
peared among the goldiers with the wateh
of Judge MeComas, who hind beon kitled
by the hestiles.  Being intorvogated as
to where he obtained  the wateh, he said
lies
