“Wo are a little short of castern wires
to-day,” said a Western Union official,
Yon aceount of the heavy storin last
night, but the operating foree is in first-
rate shape, Yesterday it numbered 125
men; to-day there are about 1806 work-
ing. Applications sre so numerous that
a number of operators have been sent
outside of the city where they could
do us better service than here, and many
volunteers from outside business vircles
have been told they need not come any
more unless they choose to do 8o, We
are in good shape on the board of trade,
though the number of working wires is
less, for reasons I have already given,
There are plenty of operators there to do
the work. Business is well up, and has
been so for some time. I saw a special
last night which was sent at7 o'clock.. It
was only filed about 6 o'clock. I noticed
the specinl because it was adverse to our
interests,”

It was formerly known as Holy Grove
and was the fivst exewrsion place fitted
up about fifteen years ago and wis a most
popular resort at that time and for sev-
erll years afterward,  Yestorday the ex-
cursion was given to 'Tivoli under the
management of Mt, Royal boneficial so-
ciety of Corpus Christi, of which Father
Star is  pastor.  The excursion went
down on the barge Cockade, of this city,
which was towed by the tug Amand

Howell,  The barge was formorly an old
oanol boat, refitted with double niucknfnr
excursion purposes and sed for suchsev-
eral years. Yesterday she made three
trips, the last being made from this city
between 0 and 7 o'clock last
evening and reached Tivoli before 10
o'clock.  During the day she had taken
about 600 persons and on. her  last trip
ahout 100, A large unmber of  those
who wont down during the day had  re-
mnined, intending to return the lnst trip,

Whon the barge approached all  these
made a rush for the end of the wharf,
which is several  feet  long,
and were vlosely packed

at the gate, about 26 feet from the end,
impationtly waiting, As the barge came
nlongside and struck the wharf, it sud-
denly, without warning, gave way, and a
large portion was precipitated into the
water, which is about ten feet deep.
Many were able to save themselves, flee-
ing toward the shore as the onter end of
the pier erumbled and fell. The dark-

ness  wdded to the confusion and ter-
vor, and little  eould be done
at  onee  to  rescue the drowning,

most of whom were women and children.
The first news of the disaster reached the
city a little after two this morning, when
the barge landed at Henderson's wharf,
bringing a number of bodies of the
wounded.
