Ouicaco, July 26 —Superintendent
Clowry this morning reported all business
of the Western Union company in this
eity is cleared up to all leading points
but Winnepeg, to whioch the wires are
down.

Offi-
cinls of the Baltimore & Ohio company
have beon negotinting with the strikors
the past two days, but as the latter de-
mand recognition of the Brotherhood ns
a preliminary to a settlement, no conelu-
aion has been reached.

EORERT'S ASSERTIONS.

Acting President Eckert, of New Yurk,
at 11 o'clock this forenoom, sent a tele-
gram which reads as follows:

“The action of the Western Union
Telegraph company, as defined in previ-
ous communications, will not be changed
by any aotion taken by other companies.
The condition of our lines and service i«
most gratifying, and warrants the belief
that within a day or two the general re-
strictions upon acceptance of messages
may be discontinued.”

pany that it was the intention of the com-
pany to remain firm, At the office
of the American Rapid company 166 op-
erators were on duty to-day, including
the 116 men that went out on the day of
the strike; 900 out of town offices were
opened and 400 operators in all had re-
turned to the employ of the company.
Thirty-eight branch offices in this city
were also reopened and a large amount
of business reported to have heen han-
dled. The Western Union still remain
firm, however,

ThEY GOT THE BOUNCE.

Wasmincroy, July 26.—The seven
Western Union operators, not members
Telegraphers’ Brotherhood, who lnst week
signed an agreement to strike by a certain
time if no action should be taken by the
Western Union  managers looking to a
compromise of the question at issue be-
tween the cumljul:y and strikers, were
discharged to-day by  Superintendent
Juellin, The superintendent arrived
here last night with four men, one print-
ing, and three moreoperators to take the
places of the seven named. Although
those discharged are first class men and
constitute o majority of those who re-
mained at their desks when the strike
began.'

VALL OUT,

force of telegraph operators except the
manager struck this morning.

THE SITUATION IN NEW YORK,

New Yorg, July 26.—A large force of
operators on duty yesterday returned to-
day and the reports of managers of the
operating rooms showed business wus
being handled promptly. Press Agent
Somerverville said tlho action of the
Rapid would huve no effect on the policy
of the Western Union, There seems to
have been n little improvement on the
exchanges this morning and little com-
plaints were made anywhere, except at
the cotton and produce exchanges. At
the latter place nine operatora were at
work. The postal telegraph company
has put in two Chiowgo wires, which have
been quadruplexed,  Nooperators of the
Western Union company are st the cot-
ton exchange and messages have to be
sent to the main oftice for transmission,
At the stock exchange nine Western
Union operators were at work and it was
reported direct wires to. Chicago, Boston,
Philadelphis and Baltimore were entively
clear and no deluy would oceur to-day in
the transmission of nessages to those
points, The Mutual Union and Balti-
more & Ohin offices are closed, but the
merchants wud bankers were doing a
large business, apparently.

THE BOUNCED OFBEUATORS,

Wasiisarox, D, C., July 26,—The
discharged operators say Superintendent
Zenblin this morning appealed to each of
the seven men inwividually, and endeay-
oved to induce them to withdraw their
pnames from the sgreement above referred
to. He informed them he was instructed
to discharge them unless they consented
to withdraw, Each man replied that he
would l‘uup his lbludgu to his fellows.

Morgan's Raiders Gather at Lexington,
Ky., and Hold & Reunion,

Sketoh offthe Famoun Guerrilla—
The Ohio Rovmion-Eleotion of

A notable gathering of the remunnts of
the Iate r-u:}utlu-nw}' in being hold at
Lexington, Kentucky, where the survi-
vors of the famous guertills organisntion,
which, under the command of Johu H,
Morgan, did so much d dinage to the
Union during the war, bave met to hold
a vounion, In this conbection a brief
skotolh of the .'n\':dl?'nmn who  raided
Kentucky, aud forced hic way through
the Union lines into Indiana and Obio,
will not be out of place.

John 1. Mongnn was ’w’-vm near Lex-

ington in the year I82F  His paronts
were of good Toeal standin g, althouglinot
\\'pn_}[h'\ 4 and John was 'tl\'i oldest of their
pix sons, Of these Calvin, Richand,
Chariton and Thomas allfongdt for the
Confederacy.  John H. joined the Fivst
Kentucky volunteers at thy ontbreak of
the Mexican war, aud ‘vose from the
ranks to o sceond lioutenancy, O his
return liome he engaged g the manufac-
ture of jeans, linseys andbagging for the
southern market.  Aboge thiw time he
mareied  to Miss ssfebscen Bruce,
This Indy, after several years of
sickness, died in 183L, sl Mor
gan then determined toftake up nrms
for the south. He enlleétod a little band
who eloctod him their cantain, and ench
provided his own horss, irma, and equip-
ment.  They managed #o get safely out
of Lexington and joined the comfedornte
camp at Bowling Green, Ky., Sept. 30,
18G1. Morgan establishod headquarters
on Green river and began a partisan war-
fare. Early in 1862 he'wad ‘promoted to
the rank of colonel, his dommand having
ing tonregiment, The confederate
foroes fell back from Borlinq Gireen to
Murfreesboro, their retrast being covered
by Mo s and Forrest's cavalry. On
arch 15, 1862, Morgan mado a success-
ful raid in the rear of the federal forcea,
and four days later he captured a train of
cars at Gallatin and destroyed several
miles of rnilway track. At the head of
about 1,600 men he then retired to Spar-
ta, in middle Tennessee, whence he car-
riedd on a predatory warfare, One of his
most noted exploits was sn attack on
Lebanon, where he captured a small body
of union troops, but was surprised before
morning by Gen, Dumont, and had to
cut his way thmth the federal forecs
with grest loss of life.
A [ow woeks after the guerrilin leader
lay in wait for a train feom Lowsville to
Bowling Green os it passed Cave Ciby.
He eaptured considerabic United Statee
property and stores and made severel
prisoners,  In May Morzan made o raid
on Oakland, Glasgow and Burkesville.
He was given an_ appointment ns acting
brigadier genofal nnder Gen.  Kirby
Swmith, then in formand of east Ten-
nusee, wnd s o a9 Paore raids into
Kentueky.  Of-one of "These excurdions
he reported o follows:

‘1 left Knoxville July 4, 1804, with
about 900 men, and returned to Living-
aton July 28, with nearly 1,200, having
been absent twenty-four days, durin
which time I traveled over a thousan
miles, ecaptured seventeen towns, de-
stroyed all the government supplies and
arme in them, disporsed about 1,600
home guards, and paroled 1,200 regular
troops. 1 loat in killed, wounded and
missing of the number 1 carried into
Kentucky about 90 men.™

On August 12, 1862, Morgan crossed
the Cumberland river with 1,000 men
and four pieces of artillery. He sur-
prised and eaptured Col. Boone’s com-
mand at Gallatin, and destroyed the rail-
roud in the rear of Nashville by blowing
up the tunnel, He then retreated across
the Cumberland, but turned at Gallatin
on the federal cavalry, whom he defeated
in o sanguinavy ongagement.  Then he
united his  forees with  those of his de-
partment sommander ab Loxington,
Morgan's next noliceable bronk was o
raid upon Huntaville inSeptember, 1862,
ab the head of 2,000 men.  He eaptured
about an equal number, killed and
wounded 200, and destroyed much valu-
able property.  On Sunduy, December 4,
1862, having been promoted to tho rank
of major general, lie was married at
Murfreesboro to o Miss Ready, but the
next duy he was oll again - on another
raid into Kentucky, Here he destroyod
many miles of railroad, trestle-work and
bridges, and captured additional prison-
ers.  In April, 1863, he was surprised by
Gen. Reynolds at MeMinnville, and his
wife was captured by the invaders, Mor-
gan escaping.

On July 2, 1863, Gen, Morgan started
on his wild raid through Kentucky into
Indiana and Ohio. He crossed the Cum-
berland river at Burkesville that night
with two thousand men and four guns,
defeated Hobson's cavalry and Wolford's

command, and was in turn repulsed at

Stockdule on July 4. At Lebanon, hav-
ing reorganized his forces, he captured
many prisoners, On July 7 he took
Bragdensburg, and next day crossed the
Ohio river to the Indiana shore. Next
duy he had a fight at Corydon, Ind., with
the state mibitin.  Thence he passed
alung the river through Lexington, Var
non and Versailles, destroying and pillag-
ing ns hie went,
