SOMETHING OF THE BOUTH.

-

A Strong Appeal in Behalf of the
Education of the Blacks,

Rev. Heonry 8. De Foreat, who wax
formerly pastor of the Congregational
church here, and who is now preaident of
the Talladegn college, Alabama, gave n
very interestiug sddress yesterday morn-
ing at the Congregational church. The
audience was very large und the closest
attention waa given the speaker, partly
because of the personal interest felt in
him, but still more for the character of
the address, which was full of fresh facts,
and strong putting of old idess,  His ap.
peal waa largely in the interest of the edu-
eation of the colored people of the south,
The inaitution of which he in president
and the charncter of the work being
done were pointed out by him in a very
interesting manner,

A college building that had been put
up for the whites, but mainly by slave
labor, was purchased in 1867, and named
Swayne Hall, in Honor of Gen, Wager
Swayne, of the Freedman's Bureau,
This building, which has been recently
rapaired at the cost of about 85,000, is
large, well built and stately. During the
war it was used as a prinon for Fedoral
troops, and a broken window pane in
which was cut **prisoners of war” is pre.
sorvod as a memorial,  The hall stands
in tho center of a fine campus, and con-
tains chapel, sehool and recitation rooms,
library and museum, It is now in good
condition, imposing in appearance and
well suited to its use,  Foster Hall, usod
by the Boarding Department for girls'
dormitories and teachers' rooms, was
erected in 18GD-T0 at a cost of 222,000,
A third building, Graves' Hall, of
wood, two atories ligh, with six ncres of
land, was purchased in 1873 for the the-
ologieal departfient,  Through the mun-
ificence of Mrs. Stone, another brick hall
was reared in 1881, giving a reading room
and dormitories for eighty young men,
Largely by the special gifta ,of friends, a
brick house has been huilt for the use of
the president, and two other houses,
with valuable Innd, have been purchasod
w liomes forinatructovs, These bnildings
are near together, on clovated land, shad-
el with elm, maple, water-oak and other
troes, and about half a mile from Talla.
degn.  Less than o mile away is Winsted

and mainly the gift of friends in Connoc-
ticut.

This institution is the only one of ¢ol-
leginte rank, and only boarding school
for the freedmen of the state.  There
have already been a number of churches
started as a sesult of the school, several
ministers having been graduated, and
over & hundred tenchers scattered through
the field. “The attendance has reached
about three hundred, ,

The speakor presentod some startling
facts concerning the illiteracy of the popu-
lation of Alabama,  About half of the
people are colored, and B0 per cent. of
these can neither rend or write,  Of the
whitea there is also a large percentage
who eannot read orwrite.  He urged the
education of the blacks for several reas-
OUA,

First, on the ground of justice. The
voloved people had been brought to this
country by slave ships, and did not come
of their own necord.  They had been held
in slavery, abused, missused. It was
simply justice that the whites shall now
do something wward lifting them into
manhiood,
