The rates for a letter of a
single sheet of paper were, for any dis-
tance under 30 miles, 6 conts; over 30
and under 80 milos, 10 conts; over 80 and
under 150 miles, 12} cents; over 160 and
under 400 miles, 18] cents, and over 400
miles, 25 cents,  Letters of two sheets
wore charged double postage, those of
