ILLEGAL ASSESSMENTS.

An Important Decision Rendered by
Judge Wakeley,

In Which the Validity of Assessmoent

by the Foot Front s Cone
shllered,

An important deecigion was rendered
by Judge Wakely on Saturday, in the
canu of Joseph Barker et al. va, the City
of Omaha,

This was an action for cancelling and
enjoining the colleotora of o wpecial tax
Ilack 123, on Donglns

having been done in

lovied on lot 1,

strvet, the work

furnl’.

The wvalidity of tho tax was deniod on
the grounds that it exeeeds five per
cent of the value of the lot at the close of
the fiseal year in which it was leviod,
comtrary to section 5iof the ehacter, and
that the lot was not benefitted in an
amonnt equal to the tax nor in propot-

Joining lots,

The question first conaildered was: is the
muthod of levying the tax constitutional,
and Judge Wakely, after guoting vari-
ous authoritics, confines himself, in his
decision, to the constitutionality of as.
sessments by the foot front or in propor-
tion to the frontage of abutting property.

His conclusion is that an assessment by
tho front foot in this and in similar enses
is constitutional, but that in this case
there was an unjust and arbiteary dis-

crimination against the lot of plaintiffs.
It with one other was nssessed at the
same  rate per front foot, s all
other lots of twice its  depth,

Constituting one fourth of the half block
between the alloy and the street, it wos
agscssod for half the whole tax  thereon,
The lot in question instead of being  the
full depth of city lots, 132 feet, was but
66 foot deop, though having a frontage of
66 feot.  Tho G6 feet in the rear, front.
ing on Tenth stroot, wholly escaped
taxation  beeause it happened  to
he platted as ome lot, instead of the rear
utuf of two lots, whio on the other cross
strocts, the corresponding 06 feet, with-
out referenco to ownoership, wis faxed to
the same mmount as  the front GO feet,
Lots on unequal dopth were taxed alike,
Hfwehieh, upon obvions  considerations, s
a manifest imjustiee.”

An to the alloged exeess over five por
cont of the valustion, the judge thinks if
that were sufliciently proventhe plaintifls
wonld be entitled to relief,

The  plaintitts, it is held, must pay
their just sharo and portion of the ussess-
ment and the ense wiil be open next term
to receive proofs on this wmatter and as to
the value of the lot, unless referred by
the parties,
