Creditors and Wife Behind,

Hin Disappearance Canscd by Finan-
cinl Tronbles,

John Martin, whose name has become
somewhat familiar ne proprietor of the
Chicago plumbing works, on Pearl stroct,
has disappenred suddenly wnd mysteri-
ously. The boy, Harvey Harmer, who
wna in his employ, and who attended to
the store, while Martin was attending to
outside business, says that the Inst hv saw
of his employer was on Baturday after-
noon laat, whon hie said he was going out
to draw 26 with which to Yny some little
bills, promising that on his return he
would pay the boy off. He did not come
back, and has not been seen since. It i
understond that Martin has got involved
financially, and that he was unable to
meet _his obligations as fast as they
beenme due, and concluded to giveup the
strugeele, His stock is smd to be fully
covered by a mortgage, and his plumhing
tools he sesms to have taken with him.
He has lett behind him, besides mourning
creditors, » wife, who is in rather a pecu-
linrly distressing  condition financinlly,
She and her husband were lately agrested
on the charge of maltreating o little child
they had adopted. The child was given
back to its father, and the court, while it
acquitted Martin, found Mrs. Martin
gulty, and tined her 825 and costs, the
whole amount being over #40, Time
was allowel for her husband to get the
money, but he has never paid, and as
she  has  been left without means,
she is linble to be taken on  the unpaid
fine and placed in jail. At least she fenrs
this, though under the circumstances
more lenioncy may be shown her, 1t is
il that she is left without any means of
support and she s comparatively a
stranger here, she and her husband  hay-
ing been here only since last winter,

Martin is said to be an excellent work-
man, and it geems that he was getting
business enough to have enabled him to
Imil out of any finaneial troubles which
1e might have had, but his  nerve appar-
ently has given out. Just how much
money he took with him, or the oxtent
of his indebtodness, 18 not known, but
there seems no other plausible reason for
his strange disappearance except finun-
cial embarrassment.
