A contributor to the London Standard
wriles; A sow belonging to Mr, James
Laird, of Rickling, Essox, has existed 133

days without food or water, Thia being
s0 unprecedented, I have gone fully into

all the details of the cane, and oan vouch
for their truth. 1 live within a few milos
of the spot, and have known the owner
for many yoears, whose testimony, and
that of his men, has been substantinted
by (smong others) Mr John E. Morris, a
well known surgeon, of Bishop Stortford,
who saw the animal a day or two after
sho was found,

The facts are briefly these: A barnful
of barley was commenced to be threshed
on the 8th day of March last. When
the straw was being stacked in the stock
yard, and was about s yard high, a vio
lent storm came on, and work was Jeft
for the night, The sow (expected daily
to farrow) erept into the center of the
stack,  Next morning several inches of
aow covered the straw, and the men
standing on the ground, forked o great
quantity on to the stack from the ends
awnd sides without trending in the center,
Thuns the pig wns left undisturbed in her
extemporized bed.,  The dimensiona of
the stack when completed wore—sightoen
feot wide, thirty-six feet long, and four-
teen feot high.  The hole the pig ocen-
pred was as nonrly ns possible in the cen
ter.  Rhe was not found till the straw
wis removed on the 10th of July, just
nineteen weeks after her first incarcera
tion. 1

A more emancipated oreature it would
bu impossible to  imagine.  She was full
of flesh when she was lost, but when firat
discovered her bones were barely covered
by skin, She hnd a large sore on the
side sho was lying on. She is not yot
able to stand, though gradually gaining
strength, and it will be long ere she re-
gaina her normal condition,  All traces
of the litter of pigs had disappeared,
This is, 1 think, the longest instance
known of a domesticated animal being
without food or water, and with an insuf-
ficient supply of air.

Few veternng, says the Pittaburgh
Commereinl Gazette, ean show a more
interesting collection than ean Gen, A,
L. Pearson, His opportunitics were
widened by his active career in the war
and his friendship with other ollicers on-
abled him to u(lu‘ to his store, until it
grew to a goodly size, In the ecorner of
the room o silk guidon was standing. 1t
is tattored and torn, the blue field is
almost all gone, and the stripes can
scarcely bo distinguished. It was the
first Union flag earried into Richmond
after the surrender, and was presented to
Gen, Pearson at a reunion held in Wash-
ington after the war, At the samo time
he wis given another guidon, which
stands facing the one mentioned. It is
a plain bunting flag, on a pole, sur-
mounted by a wooden acorn,  Black
witin dirt and full of holes, 1t looks
commonplace enongh, but when the re-
mains of President Lincoln were borne
out of the white house for the lust time,
that guidon moved on the right of the
line and on it the column dressed.
Above the guidons are two artillery
sabers crossed. One of them Gen. Griftin,
us gallant o soldier as ever threw leg
across saddle, earried at Malvern lull,
when, with his artillery, he fought that
famous battle Tt is a plain saber of tho
regulation United States pattern, a steel
blude, 0 wrapped leather hife, and bruss
handle, with sn ivron scabbard, Gen.
Girifin. wore it through the battle, and
uftor it was over presented (it to Go
Pearson, The other saber wna taken
from ono of Lee's wagons after the sur
render, Below these sabors are two
arossed muskets, illustrative of the old
and the new. One of them, a flint-lock,
wns usked against the red-coaw in the war
of 1812, the other is o breech-loader with
all improvements, A cartridge-box and
bayonet picked up at Gettysburg complote
the group. Standing against the mantel-
piece are two guns, one a Spencer carbine,
the other a Sharpe's rifle. The Sponcer
was surrendered at Appomattox, the
Sharpe Gen, Pearson captured himself
on the skirmish line at Gettysburg,
“I got that rifle,” the gencral m?ﬁ,
“‘while obeying orders to feel the enemy
considerably, The adjutant general told
me to throw my men wut as skirmishers,
giving me certain points ns boundaries, [
went out and found the ground covered,
#0 fell back to hold my command for an
emorgency.  Wo laid there all night, and
in the morning I was on  a worm-fence,
wishing that the coldrain that was falling
would cense,  Just then up rode a group
of ofticers, and one of them nsked me,
“*Whose men are these!” and I answered,
‘My men,' “What are you doing herel’
‘Sitting on this fence.' ‘Do you know
who I am?' *No, and I don't care,’ He
was protty mad and he threw back his
coat, and 1 saw he was a general officer.
He told me he was Gen. Sykes, and 1
crawled off that fence. We had just been
assigned to his division, and so 1 did
know not him even by sight, but I ex-
plained why we were there and how I saw
no use in covering ground other troops
were on.  He answered sharply: *I'll do
tho thinking; take your men and feel the
onemy considerably, and keep on feuling
until I tell you to stop, 1 was us mad as
he was, nncf' I starte The enemy was
rotreating, and we kept gobbling up men
and sending them back until 1 hadn'’t a
handful of men left. I rodeup to ahouse,
and three rebels sprang to tho door, One
of them had that gun and pulled it at
me, He had it up and cocked, but 1
called out if he fired he was & dead man,
reaching for my revolver, and oup of the
men  with him knocked the rifle down,
saying they surrenderod. Just then an
aide rode up on a gallop and asked what
I was doing. 1T told him Bykes told me
to feel the enemy considerubly, and I
wis doing it.  *“Where's your regiment(’
he demanded. ‘Most of it's gone back
with prisoners.” ‘How many have you
with you?t' *Half a dozen.' ‘Well, quit
for you are too far ahead.' That did me,
and I went back, The rifle I should
have turned in, but it had been pulled
on me and I gobbled it."  As he finished
this story of the Sharpe's rifle, Gen.
Pearson produced o sand-box. It was a
little tin box, showing trnces of the green
paint that it once bore, when sand-boxes
woro used instead of  blotting-paper.
“T'hat box," said the general, “was used
at tho surrender of Lee st Appomatox,
Gen, Grittin, who was one of the three
officers appointed by Grant to arrange
the terms of capitulation, gave it to me,"”
With the sand-box was & pair of silver
epaulets, found in  his  headquarters
u..‘t,..;. They are very handsome, and

The people of this city, like those of
Paris, live largoly in restaurants, The
number and variety of eating houses are

it is very ey to run a  dinner
up to 82 or 83, but at most of
the firat claga rostaurant a good dinner
ean be had fsr from 2 to 4 bits, accord-
ing to the variety of dishes desired, A
lady told me lier breakfast usually cost
her & cents. No hotel in  the country
offers so largo n variety of dishes from
which to make up o meal as one of these
large dining vooms. In all of them lunch
i surved at noon, and the dining hour is
at G o'clock., From 6 to 7 tho immense
Torryboats that ply between San Fran-
ciseo and Oakland or Almeda are crowded
with people returning to their homes.
The loads which they ecarry at these
hours are equal to the erowds that swarm
off a Fulton ferryboat on its arrival in
Brooklyn, The New York boats, how-
ever, are not 5o clegantly tinished as the
Oakland. The latter have a commodious
upper deck which is given up to the
nicely finished cabin.

Asphalt in Mexico,
It may be of interest to the American
publie to know that, among the natural
products of Mexico—with which country
we may anticipate in the near future very
close commercial relations—the article of
asphaltum is evidently destined to hold
no inconsids rank. It may bhe of
most importanee to Mexicans, howéver,
if it can_bo utilized—as it is said it can—
for fuel purposes. There is reported to
be exhaustless deposits of this materisl
on the bank of the Thames river in the
state of Tamaulipas, about sixty miles
above Tampico, containing an insignifi-
cant percentage of foreign matter,
and  which may be reached by
light draught boats, and with proper
methods of exploitation may be put
on board of vessels that may enter the
port of Tanpico at u cost of from $8 to
#10 per ton of two thousand pounds, In
the state of Vern Cruz, near the village
of Molocan, a few lenguesdistant from the
navigablo river of Coatznconleos, there is
an immense du]e-mit.uf asphaltum, which
in some points s found pure, and in oth-
ors more or less mingled with rock-salt
and saltpetre. It was visited 1844 in by
n learned German traveler, Mr, Hechler,
who thus describes it:  **The deposit to
which I refer is not more than a league
in a direct line from Molocan, although
by the winding road the distance is over
thres leagues. The ‘salt mine', as it is
rnpu!urly called here, is an isolated spur
ranching off from the main ridge or cor-
dillera,  The mountain s from
1,000 to 1,200 feot in  height,
and with a base of three and one-half to
fuur miles in extent, shaped conically,
and cracked by earthquakes; on its
slopes are found a number of pits, some
cold and still, others seething and bub-
bling, with noise and a stifling odor.
These pita would appear to  have cavern-
ous connection with the internal fires of
the mountain, which, as indicated by the
extornal heat and frequent subterranean
noise, doubtless contains vast mnsses of
materinl in s state of combustion, The
whole adjacent surfuce consist of asphalt-
um, partly solid and partly liquid, and
more or less mixed with rock, So
extonsive are theso beds that the supply
may be considered inexhaustible, 1In
some places the seothing pits still con-
tinue to eject masses of asphaltum ina
liguid state. The Indians call it chapo-
pote. 1t may be that this mountain will
sume day sink and its site be occupied by
o lnke of asphaltum, like the historic
Dend sea of the Holy land,” There are
also oxtensive beds of asphaltum in the
state of Chiapa on the upper waters of
the Grijaiva river
