The Details of the Fatal Reilway Smash-
up at Creseznt,

The Bodies of the Conductor and
Engineér Found in the
Wreck.

——

fhy Miraculous Escape of Oihers.

—

The newa of the railway accident at
Crescent, about six miles from this city,
eansed no little excitement here, and a
number of our citizens, besides Coruner
Faul, Undertaker Ounnell, the jury,eto.,
visited  the mcens, It was & horiible
looking wreck., The engine lay in the
ditch bottom side up, and badly demol-
whed, while twelve freight cars were
likewise piled up and smashed and aplin-
tored, some being thrown over the ditch
on one side of the track, and others on
the other sidde. Next to the engine were
two flat cars loaded with bridge timbors,
16 inches square, There timbors were
thrown into a pile 12 feet or more in
height. Then two car lowds of fence-

pusts were seattered about promiscuous-
ly. Next camw a refiigerator ear con-
taining butter; thia was landed on top of
another car, but its coutents were not
damaged. The next car was londed with
bnrrein  of dried currants, This  car
hid struck the telegraph pole, kuoveking
it} down and Dburying the wires
under the debris, thus cutting off tele-
graphic communieation A car load of
stoves consigned to Council Biutfs were
bndly wrecked, while atanding crosaways
of the track was & car londed mostly with

lass, *Then came one of buggies, not

udly daaged, sud several cars of gen-
otul werchandise,

The force with which the enginestruck
the marshy ditch where it lay almost s
complete wreck, was shown somewhat by
the fact that mud was thrown on to the
very top of telegraph poles, while the
tops of tho cara still standing on the track
were covered with debrs,

The wreck of property, baa as it seem-
ed, in of course not to be compared with
the loss of life. The conductor of this
froight train, Wesley Munn, and the en-
gineer, Jolm Muhin, wers killed out-
right, and their bodies  horiibly wangled
in the wrock. Both were un the engine
at the time, a8 was also the tiremsn, F,
M Bolinger, Asthe engine left the track
at the switch, both jumped, one after
the wther, aud the cars came piling upun
them burying them so that it was some
time before the bodies of either could be
found, That of the engineer was fvund
first, but thint of the conductor was now
found until late Saturday night. The
tireman was dolayed in jumping off by
other two being in his way, but just as
the engine wis guing over on its side he
'umpuﬁ from the cab window, the others
imvlug jumped from the gangway. He
y sowe strange freak of good (ortune
escaped denth or very serious iujury, but
received some bruises and outs, being
thrown with some force agmust the
barbed wire feuce slong the track.

An old man named Willism Johnson
wis riding between the two flat cars
londed with the heavy bridge tenders
He was buried in the debris, but suon
recovered conaciousness and crawled out
himself, the blewd flowing from o
wound in the head, but apparent
ly not seriously injured. u s u
man over u'u!ar 'ilearl old, and was
rosining  aroun o country without
means looking for work. On crawling
out he had his sutchel tirmly grasped in
his hand, but bemonned the loss of his
hat aud coat, for which he begun diligent
soarch, He was afterward brought to
the city and sent out to the county house
for treutment,

A. P. Gring, a brakeman, was on top
of the train at the time of the accidint,
and was walking along the top of the cars,
tuward the rear, us he felt the shock he
looked about, and seeing the cars  tum-
bling into the ditch, he jumped off, 1y
duing so he was badly shaken up, and it
