The discussion waa at
onco quite spirited, and some of the
spoeches earaest and eloquoent,

The convention was called to order by

temporary chairman and.J. 8, Armstrong,
of Boone, temporary secretary. This or-
ganization was subsoquently made per-
manent.

T'is was the signal for a most exciting
and animated digcussion.  Judge Barndt,
of Buffulo, protested that the mover of
this resolution did not represent the anti-
mounpolists of Bulfalo county; that he
had wormed himself into this convention
in the intercsts of Mr. Howes, whowould
be a eandidate for supreme judge before
the republican convention. This was a
move to choke off the indorsement of
Judge Savage.

Suville retorted with personal attacks,
and was finally called to orvder by the
chair. )

Ex-Gov, Butler mado a frantic appeal
in au;:}mrt of the resslution, Three or
four delegates spoke aganst it, They
insisted that the main object of the anti-
monopolists was better government. This
they could not achieve by looking up to
men who were committed to them already,
0 wo utilized Judgo Savage, as Savage
waa an upright, high-minded man. If
he was endorsed the republicans would
be compelled to nominate a better man
to avoid defeat, The republicans had
put off their convention to the last min-
ute and therefore the anti-monopolists
cannot endorse their candidate even if
they were acceptable.

John Jurrett, president of the Amnlga.
mated Association of Iron and Sweel
Workers, of Pennsylvania, said he had
beon engaged 26 years in the impn indns-
try of Pennaylvanin, The object ot the
associntion of which he was president waa
to secare the moral, socinl sud mental,
and the financl improvement of its
members, and to bring about conditions
wheroby the rights of workmen are rocog-
nized, and thut they get » fair day s
wayges for & fair day's work.  There wero
muany mills in Pennsylvanin which were
not under the control  of  the
union, In these mills  the rate of
wiages was invavisbly lower than in
the union mills. There have been ni-
merous strikes betore the supremacy of
the union was ackuowledged,  Now
methods of arbitration were pursued
laegely with satisfuctory results.  Repre-
sentatives of the workmen and manufae-
tucers mot once a year amd decided on o
soalo of prices and wages. The iron
workers were in favor ol protection be-
causo it protovted them in their wages,
Protection did not invreass the price of
steol, butif it did not exist there would
be no employment for iron and steel
workers,  Jarcett  suid he  believed
the lab l!‘illg classes should be I'ihll’ll'“l![l
to  attend school,  The pgovermmoent
should wppropriate means to earry out
tie system of public education,  He said
if tho industrey of tin plate manufacturers
wis carried on in this county it would
give employment to 4,000 men.  The ore
could bu obtamed from  Calafornia and
Australia as choaply as Euglind could ob-
tain it from her own mines,  Under the
preseut tasift rates tin plate mannfacture
could not be carvied on. Tt was attompt-
ed years ago in Pennsylvania but failed
on aocount of the reduction of the taviil.
Soventeen million dollars was pud to
English manufacturers last by American
merchants for tin plate.  The tarit
should be increased so that American
manufacturers could atford to pay the
wages of men enguued in the industry.

could give an ae)pruxlmute wstimate of the
valuo of the Western Union company.
Gould replied he was not in position to
give such an estiuste, He did not trou-
ble himself with details, but judged of
the value of property on & broader basis,
that being its earning power. The value
of franchises possessed by the company
at the present could not be estimated by
any known mesns He theught 7 er
cent was a fair estimate of the ecarning

power of the Weatern Union, 1f
the . people thought they were
getting  too  much they  could

buy the stock, The stock of all safe pay-
ing enterprises was being distributed all
over the country, This class of investors
held about sixty million dollurs of Weat-
ern 'nion stock, which was continunully
becoming scarce in the market.  Within
two yeurs Gould thought the remaining
ahares now upon the market would be ab-
sorbed by investors.  He did not think
there was as much water in the stock of
the Western Union as in many other
companies. The value of the Western
Union was very nearly equal to its capi-
talization. A railroad like the New
York Central probably could not be du-
plicated far its present eapitalization.

“Don't you think that New York eity
cost more than it could sell for?" asked
Senator Blair.

‘I don’t think my opinion on thatsub-
jeot would be very valuable,"”replied Mr:
Gould; **At any rate, I do not think I
should eare to buy Now York even if I
could get plenty of corner lots.”

Mr. Gould stated that in many cascs
competition had reduced rates for fares
and freights below the limits lixed by
law in states through which the roads

ass,  He did not believe in governmont
wterference, ts rates would  alost
always be regulated by competition. The
systemn of pooling had undoubtedly saved
agood many corporations from being
seriously injured. lts etfoct wus meroly
to protect roads entering the pool from
ruinous competition. A pool could not
effect rates very materinlly on aceount of
various elements which entered into the
system, There were outlets by way of
the Mississippi river, the canals nm.fdw
lake routes, and Cavwda railroads for
freight, and with these in existonce rites
could never be innintained beyond a cor-
tuin point.  Gould explained tho pool
systein in a general way.

Senator Blair asked Gould, “Do you
think the price of food is influcnced by
stock speculation or speculation in food
produoete’’

“It might to a certain extent increase
the price for a short time, replied Gould,
**but the supply and demund will always
regulate these things aud keep up a bal-
ance, If there is a largo crop the price
will be so much below the average that
apeculation to keep up tho price will al.
ways fuil, Gould said he was not familiar
with the methods of speculation in
corn and wheat, and thought thers waa
nothing unfair in stock speculation, Each
transaction represented a sale and deliv-
ery and the influence of the trunssction
did not go befyond the parties. Gould

{ nct that the Western Union
paid its employes better v ages than an
other compuny, Labor and capital if left
to themselves would bring ubout satisfuc-
tory adjustmont. There was always more
or less dissatisfoction and thers wus no
panncea that would remove thess foelings
of discontent,

Senator Vissangel delivored
the opening address, in which he eulo-
gized Lafuyette as one of the principal
nuthors of French liberty, and charsoter-

ized him as the forerunner of the French
ropublic.  Mmister Morton said he

desived to express the intercst of the
government, and the atfection felt by the
citizens of the United States for the
patriot who, next to Washington, hal
awakoened the gratitude of all American
hearts as an ardent lover of liberty.
Would that he could now see the noble
result of his work, Amertca had attained
thut prosperity aud splendor which La.
fayette had [Irulli.l:l.t'.l‘. The nations of
Fraice and America were never more
united than now, and may the friendship
which Washington and  Lafayette had
founded rewmn forever unbroken be-

Isto
bacco cheaper, or loss rates of interest m
the banks, Medicines wre not reduced in
price to the unfortunasted consumer, and
tho little follows who part their hair in
the middle, have not dircovered any
wenkening in the prico of perfumery,
while the mateh  manufacturers  are
wrestling with the problem whether the
taxes formerly puid on matches shall not
find its way into their capncious pockets,

No reduction o clothing or blankoets
for your fumilies, wiile that on hunber
could not be reduced n farthing, 1t ve.
quired all the efforts and votes of the re-
tormers in congress to prevent an inerease
on such iron and  wire as euter into the
manuficture of barled wire for fencis,
and the proposed modification and re.
duction huve not benefitted the people o
penny's worth,

The greit pretense is to protect Ameri-
can labor, snd protection s sugar-conted
with this shudowy illusion, They stigma:
tize foreign as pruper lubor, and iusist
that the operatives who manufacture our
goods should be fed from our produe-
tions. Huve we not by the liberal policy
of other nations been tevding English and
German oporatives!

Muark the result: the manufacturers
dictate tarill’ rates to congress, such as
will recomponse them, and then with the
same patriovic  regard for self inteiest,
they dictate the prive of labor,

When the American operators remon-
strated at the reduction of pay, which
barely provides subsistence for wife and
children, these wealthy benelicaries of

After the eriminal and wasteful dona-
tions in 1871 of the rublic domain to
railroad corporations, al jmlil.iull artics
in national conventions denoun that
profligacy and contrived to do so every
recurring four years. That wholeasle

omain was universally condemned, yet

vorporations at this day are insolently de-

and the grant for which has boen for-
foited these many years,

Attempta aro mndo to vitalize every
dond grant by frands as infamous as
thoso of its ereation,

The New Orleans & Pacific was to be
the entoring wedge, the precodent tosteal
over 100,000,000 nores u’ unearned lands,

In that case the Attorney-General was
ready to aid the plundering schemo and
gave an opinion to assist the robber,
when he should have knownor could have
aseertained that the whole matter wis
tainted with fraud.

Donnting public lands was upon the
theory, that the half remaining would be
doubled in value by the proposed road.
How suddenly the theory vanishes in the
interest of corporations.

Take the Northern Pacifie, its grant
and lands bocame forfeited bocause of its
bankruptey, was unable to finish the road
within the tine designated. The lands
}?' lapso of time, by the advance and labor
of thousands of pioneers was doubled in
valuo and the forfeited grant and fran-
vhise becomes so valuablo that the re-
quisite money is casily obtained.

Had Congreas trested the people with
as mmuch justice as the road with liberal-
11y, they wonld have given that corpora-
tion one-half of the orginal grant and re-
atored the romaining half to the publie
domaing one-half now is as valuable as
the whole if finished at the time speci-
tied in the grant,

Look at tho other pictura, In all the
states of the northwest are many earnest,
honest toiling scttlers, who for yearn
have labored to improve a homestead,
which the governmont urged them to un-
dertake, and for which in many cases pat-
onts have boen issued, which has been fi-
nally wreated from them by the United
Statea supreme eourt at: the suit of a car-
rumtiun which thoe nation has enriched
wy gifta of milions of lands,

In our own state and others, are hun.
dreds who confidingly trusting the gov-
ermment have bueen treated more villain-
onsly than the Ivish peasantry. Yot for
theso just claimants it will require more
labor and anxiety to sccure a fair moo-
ure of recompense than to obtain millions
of acres for wealthy corporations.

Corporate  wealth becomes corporate
puwer, strong enough to control congress,
the departments, the executive and the
judiciary.

“*\What then?”

It is idle to talk of the sacredness of
courts, when their decrees are repulsive
to the sentunents of common humanity,

You remember when the governmont
was controlled by alavery nna the su-
preme court making Dred Scott decisions
the mask was torn away by the stronyg
arm of the people, sacredness of oourts
nnd its decisions trampled in the dust.
Since then decisions ns revolting as in
the Dred Scott case have been made,

The country knows that in all land
grant roads inunense fortunes are made
through a construction ring or Crodit
Mobilier; other inmnense fortunes from
illegal enpitalization, besides fortunes
from pooling and othor means to prevent
competition. Yet with all this knowl-

ulyp courts stand ready to presume .
unga in the iiturest of ‘corporations,

At one time this country endeavored to
compel a rond to pay taxes on land owned
the snme aa its citizens, and the supreme
vourt in defiance of a previous decision
that the sume rond had absolute title so
that it could mortgage and dispose of ita
lands, acturally changed front, deciding
in the interest of the same voad that it
hud no such title as could be subject to
taxation,

Tulk about sneredness of courts when
50,000,000 intelligent people would apurn
und despise such decisions,

Ponder these things well,  They con-
cern you equally with the tariff and atfoct
the price of your products, the value of
your land,  Meve party resolutions will
bo of no avail. The glories of the past
is o feeblo remedy for the evils of the
|resent.

Wo must eommenco unloading at the
top; if not, necessarily we will be foreed
from, below by cruptious, voleanic fires
and lava tides, Lot us be wise by being
tirm and just.

Atreet can in one year add 81,000,000,000
of wtock and bonds representing nothing

volume of fraudulent paper absorbed

nation ia far better able to cope with a
foreign enemy than it waa in the
war of 1860. A Chingsa paper urges
immedinte action be taken to prevent
