Senator Logan's Experience in the
National Park.

Chicago Newa,

Senator Logan, since his return to the
Grand Pacific from his visit among the
Indians, has had an aversion'%o chaira,
He is on his feet the greater portion of
his sime. At the Yellowstone falla there
is » steep path, some four hundred feet
in length, leading to the stream below.
When the Illinois senator and his com-
panions were in the park they looked on
the falling water, and Senator Logan
determined to descend the path. He
gone but a short distance when he slipped,
and on the bosom of his pants, over the
stones and pebblea, he shid a distance of
some Mwenty feet. Fortunately, his
coat-tail caught on & projectille, and,
taking advantage of the temporary chock
in his flight, he grabbed a root and was
saved. Notes ?rom his honey-ladened
organ arose above the roar of the waters,
and he damned the rocks and the moun-
tains till they seomed, to those persons
standing above, to tremble. It waa this
little accident that causes Senator Logan
to converse with his friends and scquaint-
ances in & standing position, He will
posaibly be able to assume a sitting atti-
tude within a week.

The senatorial party that visited the
Indian agencies, and afterward made a
trip to the Yellowstone, are loud in their
complaint of the mannor of those who
have secured privileges in tho park. A
member of the party said yesterday that
those in charge of the so-ealled hotels
were charging §5 a day, and giving board
that would hardly eompare with the
second-clasa hotels of Chicago. Re-

resentative Beach and wife, of New
fork, spent two days in the park. They

lived in & tent, and were each charged
£2 for asingle meal. Mra, Beach claimed
that she was compelled to uny 50 cents for
the single privilege of washing ber hands!
These chargea are mado by sub-lesscos of
Rufus Hatch,

Those persons who have lived in the
sark for a number of yoars expressed
issatisfaction to the senators because of

the netion of the Yellowstono Improve-
ment company. One old lady, who
made her living by peddling apples and
running an insignificant stand near one
of the attractions of the place, claimed to
have been driven from the grounds.
Several of the old-time residenta of the
place hinted to membera of the sonatorial
party that the large hotol recently erected
at Mommoth Springs by Rufus Hatch
would not be there nust year.

The senators of the Indian commities
have expressod themselves saying that
Yellowstone park was now entirely in the
hands of a mnun]:rnlr. and that as it is run
no eompotitin cou d entor. They pur-
pose bringing the matter before congrous
next session, and Benator Vost promises
to make a more bitter fight against the
Yeollowstons Improvemont company than
ho did last year.  The lease given to
Rufus Hateh and thoss interestod with
him provided that they should have ten
acress of land The senators claim that
they woere under the improssion that the
land should be in s singlo truot. Instead,
they aay, that they found the ten neres
divided into soven lots, and logated in all
the desirable points i the park. This
they propose to lnyestigato,

In reference to their visit among the
Indians the seuators say they saw and
Lanrnid many things that surprised them.
They found the gesticulations of some of
the Indinu chicfa purfect, but heard nong
of the eloquones written shout by James
Fennlioro Cooper, When ot Standing

toek, Runuing Antelope made a happy

lustration HWe are like the little
finhies in the muddy stream They can-
nob seo which way to go, neither ean we,
You have come smong uk to olear the
waters, snd show us which way (o
move,"”

The Inlians that have attended the
sohool at Carlisle, on returning to their
tribes have shown themselves dissatistied,
and apparently have sssumed the disposi-
tion u} the rockloss Awmoerican youth.

They do net want to follow the trades
they have learnad, Al the Indian achools
visited the senators neted that the half-
breods were the more intelligent, and
that to them all of the questions were
propounded by the teacher in charge. In
the churchea the senators found only the
Indian squaws attending, the bucks pre

ferrimg to idle away their time in their
unual manner. The Sionr soaws, much
to the smrprire of the seuatorial pariy,
wore learned to be exceedingly virtuous,
whila the Crow squaws were exactly oon-
trary in their life At Pine Ridge agency
s dog feant was prepared while the sena-
tors were im that vieinity., It covaisted
of old degs and pups two and thres wesks
eld.

When Senster Logan was at Ross Bud
ageney he noted two nquaws, one chopping
wood, the other hoei eorn, while a
buck sat on a fence near by amoking, and
commented on the sight preseutad iu his
own inimitable way. As the entire party
were returning te Chicago, and passing
a farm noar Elgin, 111, » white man waa
observed fishing beneath a shady tree
while his wife and daughter toiled in the
sunshine, hoeing a cornfield,

“There,” said Senators Dawes and
Cameron, laughing, to Senator Logas,
“are women working like men in your
own state, while the husband sita by
doing nothingi"

FINKE CATTLE,

The Thoroughhbreds at the Ranch of
the Wyoming Hereford
Ausvciation,

Cheyenna Leader.

The largest and most . valuable herd of
thoroughbred cattle in the world ixin
Wyoming. It is the herd of 400 Hereford
bulls and cowa now graxing at the old
Kingnianranch,six milessastof Cheyenne
which on the 1st of January last passed
into the hands of Swan Brothers, lleanru.
Boulter & Morgan imported into this
country, early in the year, a fine bunch
of Hereford cattle, and these wore follows
ed later by the importation of the choice
cattle of the same breed which A. H.
Swan purchased whilo in England last
winter. The two herds were combined
and put out on the Kingman ranch,
and the name of the Wyoming

A White Man Turns Black.

and strong. The mendow, somewhat
irregular in _width, averages perhapa half
amile. The bluffs, both to the north
and south, are high and form a succession
of ateep hills among which eattle in the
hardest winter will find shelter from the
storms. Nothing, however, is to be left
to chance in the management of the herd
now grazing there. A barn, with atall
room for 100 head, has been built, in
which some of the finest of the bulls and
cows with oalves will be fed durin

winter's storma. Tho rest of the her

will be expected to find shelter in open
sheds. All will be fed hay while the
ground is covered with snow. The
amount now in ricks is suflicient to food
the entire herd four months, deuble the
length of time that snow has ever been
known to lie on the ground in thia
locality.

The barn is just finished. The ground
floor has a ceiling eight feet high. Inthe
lofts above are packed away 100 tons of
hay. About the middle of the building
there are two shafts, five feet square,
running up to the roof and serving the

double purpose of hatchwaya through
which to throw down hay and as ventiia-
tors,  Air is also admitted to the lower
story by a number of windows. In fact,
few houses have a bester system of venti-
lation than this stable. he entire floor
is in but one apartment, so that when
standing in & eway one can see all
over it, but there are & number of linea
of atalls, separated by low partitions. At
cach side of every stall is a post reaching
from floor to ceiling, having a movable
irom ring around it. The chains securing
the mnimals in their stalls are united to
theas rings by snaps, and whether the
animal lies down or stands up the chain
and ring have free play up and down the
yost. KEvery stall has two troughs, The
ooring is of plank, and the weather
boarding of the mides of the buildiug is
lined with the heavy paper commonly
used in this country to provent dust and
drafta sifting into frame houses, Thedoors
to the building are swung on rollers
and are pushod to one side or the
other,

For one of the precious bulls of this
herd the company has been offered §6,-
000 and for another 83,000. The whaole
hord is worth yearly 8200,000. Most
of them are young cattle—two and three
year olds.

we knew him instantly. We supposed
he had blacked his face with burnt cork,
and laughingly asked him what kind of
lark he was indulging in.
