the supply has been so short thatin some
of the buildings the children have been
either compelled to sit shivering all day,
or else be sent home, and school dismisg-
od,  The board has at last got around to
it, however, and has made a contract
with Mayne & Palmer to supply Freder-
ick soft conl at £3.90 a ton and hard coal
at £10.50 a ton.
