T WEATHER.

The train men and passengers on the
traing from the north and west reported
that a severe snow storm was in progress
at Hastings, and at Central City as they
left those places. It was reported that a
heavy snow storm  continued nearly all
night at Central City, aud that the
snow was  six  inches  deep  at
that  place, 1t was also reported
that the snow was deep at both Kenrney
and Hastings., The Journal man sought
the telegraph headquartors at the depot
for reliable information, and found that
the statoments of the passengors inter-
viewed had all been marked by a greater
or less degree of exuberancy. Roeports
of agents to headguarters state thatabout
three inches of snow fell near Hustings
and Kearney, while the fall at Central
City was considerably lighter, and ex-
tended about down  to  Aurora,  Thery
wis no snow reported on  the A. & N,
nor on the main line from Red Cloud to
Table Rock.—State Journal.

Therc is deep snow along the main
line as far ont as Ogallala,and four inches
ou the ground at Albion.  Buch weather
as we are now having has never boen
known before in Nebraska., A gentleman
whe haas lived in - Nebraska for the past
twenty-live years, says he has known it
to freeze, snow and blow for days at a
stretch, at this season of the year, but
he has never heen obliged to wade
through a sea of mud for so long & timo
before.

Mayne IRReid in the Mexican War,
8 ' Trowbridyge, in 8t Nicholas for November.

The Castle of Chapultepee, comuand-
ing the great road to Mexico,was success-
fully stormed by our troops on the 13th
of Beptember, 1845,

Reid was in command of the grenadior
company of New Yerk volunteers and u
detachment of United Btates marines,
with orders to guard » battery which
t.lwiy hiad thrown up. The morning of the
1ith was fixed for the assault, The bat-
teriea were ordered to cense firing at 11
o'clock, and the attack began,

Ioid and the artillery officers, standing
by their guns, waiched the advance of
the line with intenss anxiety, which be-
vame appreliension when they saw that
about half-way up the slope thers was o
halt  *1 knew," he says in his account,
“that if Chapultepee was not taken,
neither would the city be; and failing
that, not a man of us might ever leave
the valley of Mexico alive,”

coiving only o slight woutd in his swond-
hand, anothee shot cutting  his elothing,
Lustantly on s feet sgain,  ho made for
the wall, in front of which he was brought
down by o Mexican  ounce-ball  toaring
through ns thigh.

All the testimony goes to ghow that he
was firat before the wall of Clhiapultepoes,
Ried's leutenant, Hypolite Dardonville,
w young Fronchman, mounte 1 tho sealing
Indders with the foremost, toro down the
Muexican lag from its atafl,

Before this, however, Ried was obsory-
ed by Lieutennut Cochrane, of the Yoltis
geurs,  Cochrane was pushing for the
vantle with his moen, when before him,
soarcely ten yards from tho wall; an ofli-
cor of infantey and o comreade were shot
and fell,  *“They were the only two ot
the time,” he says in his statement,
“whom I saw in advance of me on the
rock upon which wo were serambling.”

Reaching the wall, Cochrane ordered
two men **to go back a httlo way and as-
sist the lndders up the hill,"  As they
vassod the apot where the wounded otli.
cor lay, ho mised himsolf with evident
pain, and sang out above the din and
rattle of musketry, imploring the men to
stand tirm:

“Don't leave that wall,” he eried, *for
we shall all be cut to pieces,  Hold on,
and the eastle i oura!”

Cochrane answered, to re assuro him:
“There 1s no  danger, Captain, of oue
leaving this! Nover fear!” Then the lad-
dera came, the rush was made, and the
castle foll,

“The wounded ofticer,” Coclirano con-
tinues, *‘proved to be Lioutenant Mayno
Raoid, of the New York volunteers,'

Ligutonant Marshall, for whom wo are
indebted for that vivid glimpse of the
young oflicar in '*his very brilliaut uni-
form,” deseribes the offect produced by
the exploit,—all those who witnessed or
lknew of it pronouncing it, *“*‘without cx-
ception, the bravest and most brillinne
aclievement performed by o single indi-
vidoant during the eampaigmn. "

What the Grand Avmy Olicers oy
About His Threat,

San Franciseo Call,

The remarkable threat of Paul Van-
dervoort, who was rvecontly dismissod
from his position as railway mail clerk,
by Postmaster Genersl Gresham, for
“shirking work and disobeying orders’-
viz: that if he was not immediately rein-
stated the Postmaster General “‘would
feel the vengeance of the Grand Ariny of
the Repullic,"” ns stated by a Washing-
ton correspondent and  published in yes-
terday’ Cull dispatches, was much re-
marked upon during the day and evening
by members and eflicors of the G. A. It
in this city. Several of them were intor-
viewed at the Custom House and Post.
office with reference to the matter and
in response to the inquiries of The Call
reporter they all agreed that, albeit Van-
dervoort was Past Commander ef their
order, his threat was a very imprudent
and a very empty one. The general sox-
timent scemed to be that the ex-mail
clork's effort 1o bulldose the FPostmoster
General into reinstating him by dragging
in the order m which he held an import-
nnt oftfice, was very reprehensible, and
that they were heartily glad that 1t had
failed utterly of its intended offoct, But,
it order to get the bottom facts of Van-
dervoort's case, the reporter was ndvised
to call upon a a high ofticer of the order,
and, in fact, the highest upon this coast,
who would give him tha *‘true inward-
nuess' of the whole matter,  Accordingly
he procecded to the place of business of
the Ligll oftficial nsmed.  Ho agreed with
his comrades in considering  Vander-
voort's threat an idle and impudent one,
but added that it was quite consisteny
with the reputation he had won for him-
solf as an arbitrary, overbearing, con-
ceitod and presumptuous man.  He was
very unpopular with the oflicials under
him in tho mail service on secount «of
thewse traits inhis charactor,  “But how
is it to be sccounted for that such a man
usVandervoort appenrsto be so well select-
ed as grand communder of your orderi”

“1 will explain that, Until the Grand
Encampment st Cincinnati, in 1880,
where Vandervoort appeared as s dele
pate frem Nebrasks, hef waa little known,
Heo ran for the position of grana com-
munder then, and wags  overwhelmingly
defeated.  From that until the CGrand
Encampment at Daltimore in 1882, he
was whining about his defeat, nnd strain-
ing every nerve to get supporters with
wome suceess,  DBut  hoe would not have
won at Baltimore had there not been cer-
tain dissentions among the order, which
it was impossible to reconcile fully; but
afrer four or five ballotings, the Gordian
knot was cut by Vandervoort's election,
He then went to Postmaster-Coneral
Howe, and through tho influence of Sen-
ator Logan and others, succeeded in ub-
taining & nine-months' loaveo of absence
with & puss to travel and build up the G,
A. R.—n leave which he was free to say
should never have bheen granted him,
Ho had ingratinted himself with tho rail-
vouds through the Union Pacitie, and ob-
tained free passes on which he jeurneyed
here and there, junketing all ever the
country. At the end of the nine months
he represented to Postmaster-Goneral
Giroshuin, who had succesded Howe, that
he hid not really finished his work for
the Grand Army, and ssked for another
pix wecks' absence. It was granted,
without pay, on condition that the aifairs
of the duiml'l,lnuut should not boe sllowed
to sutlor by his further absonce for that
length of time, Ho exceeded his time
ot teen days, making no report of him-
nelf to the dopartment, and it was for
this neglect of duty and apparent indif-
ferenve to the responsibilities of his posi-
tion that hlu was rewoved, as it seews Lo
me properly.”
