The closing paragraph of the report is
a8 follows, which is a fair sample of  the
tone of whole report:

“Our people have addreased the Gover.
nor in emphatic terms for reliol  from
wrong. He hasadmitted both the power
of investigation and removal. He pro.
poses to take no step e securs cither, but
intead thereof makes n labored defense of
the officers of his appointment upon prin-
ciplea applieabls to entirely different mat
ters, and gratuitously insuitsa many whom
he knows to be respectable, law-abiding
oitizens.  We assure the Govoernor he s
mistaken if he sipposes he can hoodgink
the intelligont poople of this aity or this
State, by such a ceurse supported by
stich reasons. He has given no reasons
worthy of consideration for refusing to
take any stops to redress the wrongs of
which we complain, and we are forced to
the conclusion that he has other reasons
not stated by him, which prevent his ne-
tion.”

As we sat, one night in 1875, in the
ratty old editorinl rooms of The Toledo
Democrat and Herald, of which Steed.
man was *'lesder” writer and [ managing
editor, I asked him for the story of
Ohickamaugn, where he won his stars and
the soldier titlo of “Old Chickamauga,"
of which he was so proud, He told 1t as
coolly na if it was a dream to him:
“Why, my boy, there wusn’t much to
it. 1 was in charge of the First Division
of the Reserve Corps of the Army
Army of the Cumberland, and had been
stationed at Ringold, or Red-house
Bridge over the Chickamauga. My or
ders were explicit, ‘to hold the bridge at
all haznrd,' and prevent the enemy from
tianking General Thomas, The enemy
disappearéd from our front. The sound
of emnonading and battle to the north.
ward told me that the enemy had massed
agningt. our centre, and a great battle was
Tuing on. From the noise of the conflict,
judged, rnd rightly, that Thomas was
sorely pressed. 1 felt that my command
wus needed, and yot could not under-
stand the abronce of new orders. 1 wait-
ed impaitently enough from daylight till
nearly noon, Kupiug for some word from
my commanding officer. Finally I de-
cided to risk my neck rather than see the
Union army destroyed through inactivity
on my part, Calling a council of oflicers
and men, 1 exrlain the situation, read
my orders, told themmy decision, and
that on my shoulders should fall what-
ever of responsibility attached to the dis-
obedionoce of orders. You know the in-
exorable military law is to ask no ques-
tions, obeyull orders, and nccept conse-
quences,' I knew that if my movement
was & failure, my judgment mistaken,
nothing less than eourt-martial and death
awaited me, But the b ttle was on, and
avory fiber in imsaid T was wanted We
burned thebridge,and marched by the can-
cannon's to Thomas's nid,  Through corn
tields, thicketa, and oak woods we made
a fearful tramp, for no man in the com-
mand knew the country, and our only
guide was the cannon's boom. When 1
reported te Thomas ho was in despair at
the loss of the key to his postion, which
had just been captured by General Hind-
man's rebel corpa. The place was indi-
cated tome by the flash of guns and a
rattle of cannister on the dry loaves of
the tree under which Thomasand I stood,
It was o steep ascent, with a densely-peo-
lod crescent ridge, that Iay before us.
hore waan forbideing thicket and an oak
forest , between us.and the belt of rocks
that marked the edge of o broad platesu
the enomy was jubilant with
victory. ‘There, there,’ smd Thomas, as
the guns flashed again. ‘Now, you see
their exact position. You must take that
ridge.! My reply was; ‘I'll doit.' 1In
thirty minutes after we reached the field
we were storming the rock of Chicaman-
g 1t wasan awful costest up that slope,
uvel'?vh foor of which was planted with
death.

“We woent in with 7,500 men, and
only 4,000 reported for duty at the next
muster. We went up, up, up till we
reached the summit, and planted our.
selves thero to stay, It wasa terribly
hot mu, and we made the plateau a lake
of b before we drove Hindman back,
1 rode back and reported to Thomas, 1
wau bloody from head to foot. He clasped
my hand, and said with great emotion;
‘General Bteodman, you have saved my
army," 1 t my stars not. long after-
ward, and that's about all there was of it.
Yon, it was o big risk 1 ran, but I was
right, and 1 koew it,"”

As ho rodéto battlo that day, he met
General Granger, who said feelingly.
“Sted, old boy, its going to bo d—d hot
in there, If wnything should happen,
have you any roquests to make of mef”
The vein of sentiment was running d
in the quostioner's heart, but  the practi-
eal soldier responded in words that have
sinece beon memoriable:

“Yeu, Genoral Granger; if 1 fall in the
tight ploase see my body decently buried
and my name correctly spelt in the news-
papers,” and ho deliborately spelled it.

FASHIONS IN FLOWERS,
A Rage for Roses That Sell From
Three 1o Six Roliars a Dozen,

‘“Flowera aro very scarce just now,” re-
marked a Wisconsin street tlorist to a re
porter of The Milwaukeo Wisconsin, *‘In
n month or g0, however, thero will be

slenty again,” continued the vender of
Llnuuuu\, “and we expect o very good
sonaon the coming winter
ter. The prices will be about the same
na last winter. The trade in flowers is
growing very rapidly in this city; n fact
the domand is at least tour times as great
ns it was, may, two years ago. There ia
a perfoct ‘Hower mge.” Flowers are
worn on almost every oceasion nowadays
by the ladies, laliea of the valley, vio-
lets, Roman hyacinths, narcissuses are
purchased a great deal, but roses are the
favorites for corsage bouq iets. They are
worn in bunches contamiug  from twelve
to twenty-four, or even mure,”

“What are the favorite roses this sea-
son!’ queried the reporter

“They are quite numerous, both as re-

stage horses, relioved from duty and turn-
ed out to grass, J
This conversation occurred as the Utah

& Northern train, a few days since, went ‘
dashing through the meadows near Deer |
Lodge, and a couple of hundred horses, |
including many fine looking, spirited fel-

lows, crossed the track, and with heads |
and tails up circled around and eyed the
locomotive and cars with looks that seem
ed to say, in the language of Ah Sin, that |
railroading was *‘a game they did not

understand.”

The stage horses out to grass, harness

hung in the stables and the coaches pack.

ed in the yards and sheds! It reminds us

that the days of stage coaching are over

in this part of Montana, and nearly every-

where.  We haven't seen a coach and six

on the streets for a fortnight, and miss

them not altogether without regret. If
there is o prettier street picture of an-

imation than a red Concord coach, with

six spirited horses in bright harness and

a reinsman on the box, we have not seen

it. But it was not always clean Concords
and six prancing horses.  There are the
jerkeys and mud wagons, with two and
four horses, and passenpers packed 1n like
sardines, or footing it through the mud

at the rate of two miles an hour, in the
dark background of memory on which the
brighter picture is painted.

But what & unique chapter of history

the atage conching days of Montana would

furnish!  Don’t you old-timers recollect

how John Oliver, Ed. House and Ed,

Connover, who were carrying express
from Fort Bridger, Salt Lake, and Ban-

nack and Alder; how they had rope har-

ness and dead axe springs; how it took a
half a dozen men to hold the bronchos
till the Iast tug was hooked, and when
they were turned loose they struck a dead
run and kept it up to the next station?
The drivers didn’t know there were any
*‘slecping places” on the road those days.

And then when Last Chance was struck
in November, Oliver & Company pu tin
the Virginiaand Helena line, makmg the
run through, 120 miles, by daylight. In
18656 Ben Holiday came in with the mail

contract, and Wells, Fargo & Co, bought
the important stage lines from Salt Lake

north,  Then came Wm, H. Taylor as
superintondent, - with Pullman Palace
ideas of ataging, giving the Mountains the
ideal line, but making it cost W, F, &
Co, 8o much money that in 1869 Gilmer
& Salisbury bought their lines for a song
and started thom again as 8 money mak-
ing enterprise.  We didn’t always, or
often, have good accommodations or rapid
tranait, excopt when Huntley & Co., Tay-
lor & McCormick, Alex Ralston, Joe
Daddow, or L. M. Black put on opposi-
tion, but rain or shine, mud to the axles
or snow to the blinders, the mail and
l)muugera were generally landed at the
1ome stations about schedule time; and
although we thought the fares extortion-
ate, it didn’t cost much or any more for
!ucal travel then it does now by car and

us.
With 0. J. Salisbury, Wm. 0, Child,
and Captain H, 8. Howell as superinten-
dents during the past ten years, the G, S,
& Co. lines in Montana were expanded
to a great enterprise, having had as high
s 1 200 miles of mail and passeriger conch
lines, the greater part of them with ser-
vice daily each way, A year and a half
ago the company had 800 head of horses
and $120,000 warth of property in service.
Six months ngo, with the enoroachments
of the railroads, the lines had shorwened
up, but they still had 500 horses and
£85,000 worth of property on hand. Now
their total stage lines in Montana aggre-
‘xnlto unlr 175 miles, being the Helena and
Jillon line, with branches to Butte and
Virginia Citi:. They have yet on hand,
besides the hornes, thirty-four and six-
horse coaches, fifteon jerkeys, twent ¥
sleighs, four rond buggies, twelve deadaxe
wigons, and harness enough to equip a
thousand miles of road.

Who will speak of the real Knights of
the Road who in the past twenty years,
bly day and by night, through storm and
aloct, over icy grades, through swollen
streams and bliezards, with s heroism as
great and endurance surpassing that it re-
quires to win honors on the L[ml.l.lt.ﬂicld,
held the lines over the mountain stage
teams, and with consummate skill and
honorable fidelity safely carried the tens
of thousands of passengers entrusted to
their care!  The stage conching days of
Montaua are full of incident and anscdote
that if fsirl{ told would be muost enter-
taining.  Who will be the historian and
the biographer of the stage cosch and the
stage drivers!
