who had been punished was Winalow,
who gave up the money stolen. The
thivves who kept the money were the
ones who escaped. The heaviest rob-
bories scenrred under Spinner, when he
was trensuror, Mo was an  easy-going
old gentleman, whe 1s responsible for the
introduction of female clerks into the
overnment.  He used to spend & good
ﬁcnl of his time wvisiting with females
clorks, tolling them ataries of a doubtiul
eolor, and laughing uproariously if they
blushed or showed any confusion.

Gurly in his time Seth Johnson waa
the interest olerk aud Fred A, Maddern
was one of the disbursing clerks. Jowtly
they were able to steal money for a long
time., Johnson was very impudent and
recklens in his apending of what he stole,
One summer he went to Saratogs and
spent money so frooly as to even create s
sensation there. Gilfillan, who wis then
a comtidential elork in the ofice, heard of
the affairand he went to FatherSpiomer
Said Giltillan: **Look out for Seth JTohn
son."”

Giltillan said nothing mere. Twn or
three daya after he came into tho treas.
urer’s oflice and fonnd the seals on the
snfes, and soon learned of Johnson's ar-
rest, But how had he been discovored]
Through no keenness in the treasurer’s
ofice, A brober’s firm had conducted
speculation for Johnson until ho had got.
ten away from him nearly all the money
stolen, und then had reported him to Gan.
Spinner.  The defaleation of Johnson
waa found to amount to 850,000, Tha
of Madden, discovered at the same time,
was found to be 812,000, The brokers
surrendered $10,000 for Johnaon, but the
bulk of the 802,000 wusn dead loss to the
government, Both were sentenced to
the penitentiary for a year vely, and to
fpay the amount of their stealings Ina
very short time the two thioves were par-
doned, and released from wll obligation.
Then Congress indemnified Spinner, and
the books were halanced.

Another bold thief waas discovered dur-
ing Spinner's time, the amount of whose
thefts can never be known, Very little
has ever been said about him, as the
amount or nature of hiscrime has always
boen suppressed by the treasury people,
with the natural tendenoy of al{ ofivinla
to smother information of interest to the
public, Mr, Giltillan, who is now outaide
the circle of official restraint, gives & ver
interesting sketch of this robbery, whic
may,for all one knows, have reached into
the millions without leaving any toll-tale
tracks upon the record. Tho thief iu this
cane was C, H. Cornwall, the chief of the
redemption division, He was a very in-
wenious man, particularly skillful in
palming and sleight-of-hand tricks. He
wab on tho committes charged with the
deatruction of money redesmed or order-
ed to be cancelled, The method employ-
ed was te first cut the bllls ifi two langtf-
wiso, The packages of half notes were
thrown into s furnace by the eommittee,
Cornwall had attracted some notice by
the fact of his living in a house the mere
rent of which, 81,800, was equal to his
salary for the year, but there was no evi-
dence that he was stealing.

He waa finally discovered through the
sharp syes of a small boy. Pratt.a treas-
ury bureau man, yet in ‘the employment
of the government, waa & momber of the
committes o sl with the destruction
of the redeemed currency, He had a lit-
tle boy who went with his father one day
to watch the committee burn the money.
The little fellow was vory much inter-
eated. When he came outand was going
home he said: ““Why did one of the men
mlt the money in his pocket instead of

o fire!"

The father was absent-minded, and he
said ‘Don't talk nonsense,” and stopped
the boy's talk.

But the child was persistent, and was
notto be yput down, The next time
money was to be burned he again accom.
punied his father, and this :ﬁuu he was
80 vehemment in his assertions that the
man did put the money in his pocket thut
Pratt reported the matter to the treasur-
er, When Cornwall's arrost was made a
vory sorious condition of things was re.
vealed—much wmoce serious than the
authorities cared to acknowledge. It
appeared that Cornwall, by his dexterity
in the art of palming, was able to pocket
a number of the divided packages, Theee
he afterward substituted for uncut paok-
ages redeemed.  In this way he was able
t withdraw whole notes from the re-
deemed packages and substitute in their
place the cut packages ho had stolen from
the mouth of the furnace. In this Wiy
the records were made good, and there
was no traceof the theft. Cornwall’shouse
wis searched, and, s large trunk wan
found even full of cut packages of stolen
nutes to he used in future substitutions
No whole notes were to be found,
Cornwull was too adroit for that. He
pr:tﬁndted t::ut he liul ouly been able to
yeb out 4 few packages. But the trea
sury had no evh!ann on this subject vx
copt Cornwall's word, Ho was proseent-
ed for the theft of one package of 100
notes, He was convicted and sontenced
to & short term in the penitentinry
Var]y little wan said about the case. Corn
wall was almost immediately pardoned
through towarful politioal influence, The
proof of his having obtained & arge sum
was the fact that he went back to his

howe iu the interior of Ohio, where

he purchased a hotel, and when Iast
hoard from was prosporing in his new
buniness,

The next prominent thief wan 0. C.
Fdwine, Hehad chargo of making up
miotey  prekages to be remitted to the
banks, He stole money from various
picknges, making the atulen amounts up
from money on  hand until he beeamne
hopelessly  involved, He stole  £8,600,
and made roady for fight to Europe, He
went so far as to engage his passage, He
became conscious stricken st last and
went to the the treawurer and confessed.
Ho was convicted of theft, sentenced, nnd
almont immudintely pardoned  because of
tcl hewlth.  Ho died o fow yoars a ter of
Gonsimmption,

I'wo professional thisves walked in up
on the hewls of a party of tourista being
shown the casli-room, snd stole puckages
muounting to 820,000,  The thieves wera
never discovered,

I hee last grent robbery under Spinner
wns the theft of & package of 848,000 by
w clerk of the name of Halleck, He hawd
outsido aceomplices, the prineiple one of
which was Ottiman a Pennnylvaniasaloon-
keeper,  Only 119,000 of this money wis
over recovered. Thik was only recover.
s by sttaching this amount of money de.
wsited by Owtman in an Alexandrin
vk,  Halleck was convicted and  then
promiged a pardon  for his evidence
ngainet Otbman,  The cuse ranin s mud.
dled form forseveral yenrs,  Finully, up.
on n written opinion given by Special At
torney Goeorge Dliss, the government set-
tled  the case for 81,200, retaining that
mount, and turning over the balance of
the money  to Ottman, the accomplics of
the thief and his lawyers, upon the
ground that the deposit could net buiden-
ttied as the money stolen, and  that

hore was 1o evidence against Ottman,
Mr. Giltillan says  this was ono of the
most flagrant  travesties of justice ever
kuown heve, Hosays forther that the
criminal  case against Ottman was nolle
|rrnﬂm'll hufllrv lhl‘ ri\':l CaRy WARK cont-
promised,  The settloment of this case
will be investigated by the next house,

Not long after this o clerk in the re-
demption division, by the name of Grant,
atoly 81,000, He was convicted and iim-
wediately pardoned,  He was soon after
given another pgovernment  position,
and is now in the government printing
oflive,

Wymnan succeeded Spinner.  Under
him Winslow, a Swede, stole a package
containing 812,000,  Ho gave up the
money, all but 8600, and was railroaded
to the penitentiary, where he served,ns o
mntter of course, his full terin of three
vears, not having any money of hisown
to employ lawyers,

New followed, A nephew of his under
him teok a package of government mon-
wy. Howmuch was never known, as Now
miade up the smount and suppressed the
scandal. ’

Gilfillan succeeded New., A clerk by
the name of Wilson he discharged upon
suapicion of his unworthiness, The clerk
stole 81,000 the day he went out, Gil-
tillan hud him arrested, and pushed mat
ters ko promptly thut ho recovered the
mimey. When he had done this he lut
the man gn, saying to the Secretary of
the Treasury that 1t was not worth while
to try aud convict the man inthe District
Conrts, as he was protected by powerful
p livenlinfluences,

Gillillun suys le was glad to leave the
wilice when he did, om account of the
gradde of men forced upom him by Sher-
man when he was secretary. to please the
politicinng,  Hae could not select the mew
about him, and went out at last rather
thun carry so much respousibility, with
his hands tied. A« congreas always makes
up thess dofaleations, and the district
courts and politiciaus insure immumty to
the thieves, the post of tressurer, fettered
as he if in mauking his appointments, is
ono of great embarrassment., A long
time has elapsed withouta robbery. Much
limger time can hardly elapse without
further loss under the existing system.

Bhort of First-( lus: Men—The
Changes of BSeven
Years,

Only seven years ago it was poraible to
nssert that, in apite of the visible ouward
strides of democracy and the general ac.
oeptance of the principle that government
rightfully belongs to multitudes and not
to men Eum]m was atill donmunated by
ﬂranl. individualitive. There were about
alf & dozen statesmen, each of whom by
holding up a finger, could cause or pre
vent a desolating war.  There was, first
of all, the mighty German chancellor,
who twice, if not three times, since 1870
had seemed bent on crushing out the re-
mains of Fronch power and independence,
There was Thiers in France, whuso influ-
ence was about to descend presently on
Gambetta.  There were in Eugland
Disraeli and Gladstone, each of themn on
the point of showing that, like the Roman
general, he held co and war in the
fold of his . Gladstonue had but then
destroyed a church, passed a law without
the asgent of the house of lords, and mady
the first breach in the sanctity of British
roperty, but he was soon to prove that,
y muking a fow exciting speeches, he
oould give u new duestructive life ww that
voleano in the east which Bismarck had
overlooked through exclusively watching
the sources of disturbance among the old
encmies of his country in western Eu.
rope. Whatever we may think of the
individual men, thers can be no question
that then both Gladstone and Disrasli
were among the most impressive figures
in Europe,

Duath and the advance of age have
made & clearance of these figures. Some
arg dead, Seme have reached the time
of life when the rest of their work may
be, 8o to speak, discounted. France has
lost both her Btatesmen—one in the ripe.
noss of yoars, the other hardly arrived at
middle life, England has been deprived
of one of her political chiefs —-the one
who, whether he loved peace or not, had
the sagacity to understand and the
courage to employ the only means by
which peace could be secured. Mr,
Giladstone remaine, still retaining many
of his wonderful powers, but manifestly
compelled to exert thom at the bidding
of others. Prines Bismarck also survives;
hut, we foar we must add, in deplorable
health, Whether, however, his wvasi
native physical vigor will restore him to
publie life or not, he has e idenatly ar

ranged his policy for the remainder of his
days. Amﬁ‘ll is n policy of peaco—peace

on his own econditions; and confided to
the irresistible forve of an armed nation.
It reats on the allinnee of the thres statea
in the center of Burope, confederated to.
wether ngainst the two posaible disturbers
of international prace in the east and
west of Europe, one henving with the
fover of suppressed wocial  disorder,
the other shaken by ever rostless vani-
ty and by the insatinble craving for re-
venge,

Whenover Prince Rismarck passes from
the scene, perhaps when the long life of
the Gorman Emperor oloses, all Eurwpe
will have grave cause for alarm.  For,
whoever may he theirsuccessors we know
ut ull eventa that they must be second
rate men, It is |mfnr1mmb-ly.l-nn of the
disadvantages of great individualities that
thoy necessarily dwarf those who come
after them. 8o tarasis known, there
are no  Statesmen of very eonsiderable
power among the younger generation of
Germana; and  though the German Em-
peror s ot s man of cominanding intel
lect, the qualitivs which give him his pe-
culine usefulness will not  ba supplied by
the cultivated and sniable Prinee who is
Lo -|.|CCP"E“" ||i“| An for !':"L:I-'lhl], it would
be foolish to coneenl from ourselves that
one of the Brith Sutesmen whom we
have mentioned has been  sncceeded,
while the other will soon  be suvceeded,
by men not nearly his equals,  The firat
Lord of the trensury had only Lo vacate
the chaneellorship of the exchequer, snd
the gross Bluner of the Sucz caunl bargain
was instanuly committed.  No doubt the
Mr, Gladstone of to-day assented te it;
but the Me, Gladstone of ten years since
wonld have forfeited his only solid repn
tatiot—his roputation for inance—if  he
had not detected its monstrosity. As to
the inheriters of Disraeli’s functions, all
wo need say s—aeven if thet need be said
—that the prospects of the opposition de-
merve careful consideration from every
friend of hia country and its constitution,

It in in France, however, that the de.
cline of statesmunship is most conspicu
ous,  Among all the men in whom the
government is vested, there is hardly one
who hus the leas: pretension to the quali-
ties which would naturally fit him for the
prretieular offioe which he holds.  ‘L'he
foreign offire, in particular has fullen into
extraordinnry hands.  Ita incumbint has
beon tried before in diplomatic posts, and
has proved most singularly unequal to
them, more especially in the cardinal
points of good taste, sagacity, and temper.
There is something ludierous in the con-
ception of a minister who only the other
dav was completely foiled by the Chineso
pleninotantiary, contending on terms of
equality with the Gurman chancellor.
The minister of war is even more grossly
unequal to his post, The chief of n vast
army still, it is universally suspected, in
a stute of disorganization hardly lessa ¢ -
plete than that which brought it to shame
i 1870, ia wholly without experience in
military administration.  The chief who
should be animated with the best aparit of
a sorvice still governed by the traditions
of military honor is the one French offiver
of any position who Ilabora under more
than a suspicion of having broken his
parole.

The minister why has most to guard
ngainat an outbrenk of factious disaffection
among the forces subord nate to hiin owes
his position to a probably illegal act done
for a party purpose. The fivauce minister
agiin clises o series of abortive experi-
ments with a deticitof ten millions. The
declension of statesmapehip is startling.
How is it o bo arrested? There is but
une recent oceurence which, by its re-
mote and indirect consequences, may do
Franco this service. The death of the
Count de Chambord is fur less important
ns the end of u quarrel between dynustics
and thejr pyrighns than  because it
vestordl s to &lillc life "a Inrge
part of the nution.  The so-called legiti-
miats, most of them onlv legitimiats be-
cause their fathers called themselves by
that name, comprising a very great part
of the weslth and private energy of
France, have beon divorced from practical
politics ever sines 1830.  The return of
the English Jacobites to public life on
the accession of George 111 revolutionized
English politics, The change was not
altogether for good; but he state of
French statesmanship is such that the
infusion of a new element into political
life can hardly do evil.

Zxtent ot the Drouth in the South,

New Orleans Times Democrat: We are
not the only sufferers from the present
drouth, perhaps not even the worst viet-
ims. Up in Vickeburg the wholesale rate
for water is already 40 cents a barelful,
and rising, while in the surround ng
country it cannot be bought even at these
figures, and scores of cattle are dying for
lack or something to drink, The present
drouth is no little one-horse aflair, but
covers nearly the entire South. It has
heen very bad in Virginia, and worse in
Texas, It stretched in a belt over the
cotton States from the Rio Grande to the
James river, 1,000 miles long by some
200 broad  Arkansas snd ‘Tennessee
eacaped it; so did Florida and the sen
const districts of Carolina and Georgia,
but Louisiana and Texas caught its full
force., A wet spring was followed by a
dry aummer, lnH since June, except with
occasional interruptions, the drought has
prevailed over the greater portion of
these two States. It was broken, how-
ever, inmany portions of the **Lone Star
State," some weeks ago, and lately rains
soem to have fallen throughout the State,
as they have also in the raral portions of
Louisiana, but in New Orleans the dry
spell still continues as severe and as
troublesome as ever.  There have been
one or two sprinkles, and thess have not
even sufliced to lay the dust.
