THE MEXICAN PLACUE.

A Graphic Pictare of Iis Ravages--
Mazallan Depopnlated,

Experiences and Observations of n
Californian in a Fever
Sircken Port,

Ban Francisen Chranicle,

The story told by Senor Andreade of the
ravagos of the yellow fever in Hermo.
sille, furnished somoething in the nature
of & revelntion of theextent and virulence
of the ]-]n[_rlli'- in the coast towns of Mex-
ico. A similar statement was madoe last
night to a Chronicle reporter by J. A,
Robertson, a former resident of this city,
the subject being his experiencos in
Mazatlan. Retaining as nearly an possi
blo the q-:pn‘:-'ninn‘l of the narmator, Rob-
ertson’a story runs as followa:

“On the 16th of August a party of six
of us, including two or three capitalista
from Dixon, Solano county, went down
to Masntlan on the San Juan for the pur-
rose of buying & sugar plantation, We

ad heard that the yellow fever had visit-
od that port, but had no idea that we
should find the towna death-hole. Such
was the case, however, and  the city ne-
tually stunk with the plague. Had the
steamier not left we would have immed:-
ately fled the place, but having been left
there, we decided that the best thing to
do was to make for theinterior as quickly
as we could.  We made our preparations
with all the expedition possible and thir-
ty-six hours after our arrival were head-
ing for the ranch.

STRICKEN WITH THE FEVER,

“We had not passed through the con-
tagion quickly enough, though, and when
but a few miles out on the rond every
one of us was stricken with the fever.
There was no possibility of procuring
medicine or attendance where we were,
2o we turned back to Maz.tlan, pest-rid-
den as it was.  We procuued the hest
ruarters that we could, but the best was
bad enough.  In the same room with me
were two others, one of them Dbeing A.
W. Rogers, an uncle of Arthur Rogers,
of 240 Montgomery streot, San Francis-
co, When the doctor cAlled he said that
Rogers was dying and that I had about
three hours to live.  *Well, doctor,’ said
I, on hearing this, ‘if that is the case I
shall not die with any of your medicine
in my stomach." 1 thensent out for six

As soon
as the perspiration became profuse the
hormble soreness went off, but in its
place came o distressing form of constipa-
tion. Assoon us Ihad conquered dliﬂ
the black vomit came, in my case con-
sisting mostly of putrid blood. ‘When
the danger had passed my skin began to
off, the derudations on the thichs
being #o deep s to loave largosores. The
peeling process went on until every inch
of skin was new and I was as white as a
baby. Talking of black vomit, | know
there is a general impression that thia is
n sure sign of dissolution. This is not so,
as my case proves. Kven in the more
aggravated cases it is not fatal, for thera
was one sick neighbor, called Steiner, who
in my presence vomited a cuspidor full of
stull thas looked like coflee grounds and
who yet recovered. As soon as 1 was
able to be around 1 looked up my compan-
ions und found that they had all pulled

“Deing a prisoner at Mazatlun and hay-
ing served my apprenticeship to Yellow
Jack, I made the most of the opportunity
by looking around and gathering some
idea of tha work of the plague. They
who tell you that Mazatlan waa lightly
visited tell you what is false, for the town
was more than decimated, A day or two
bofore T left I wandered up to the come-
tery and learned from the gatekeeper
that during the two months of the visita-
tion he had passed in from 3500 to 5000
dead. He was not exactly sure which,
as some days they came so thick that he
was not able to keep the tally. Now
setting the population of Mazatlan af
15,000 souls before the plague broke out,
Ido not think it would be at all an
extravagant estimate to say that fully
one-third of the inhabitants died from the
fover., The only wonder is that thewhole
cityful was nct swept away. When the
discase first made its appearance the
doctors began haggling over what it really
wis, Nome called it tonto, or heavy
fover, others said it was malariall
aud while they were dssagreeing, death
after death soon decided what it was,
Then came the question of treatment and
more precious time was wasted in experi-
menting, The loeality, temperature and
habits of the people all made Mazatlan a
veritable forcing-house for the plugue,
Lying low by the water's edge, in the
hottest moist months of the year and tak-
ing root in filthy struets guiltless of any-
like cleanliness, it is no wonder that Jack
paid his visits right and  left, night aund
day and mwept everything before him,
Tho loeal papers announced that for the
tirst woek in September there were 480 |
deaths that had been buried in cofting,
