ANOTHER ANACONDA.

The city counctl has granted the right
of way threugh cortain stroets and alleys
to the Omaha Belt Railroad, There in
grave suspicion that his so-ealled belt
railrond in & project conooctad in Union
Proific leadquarters to monopolize the
thoroughfares through which other rail-
yonds that may be in rivaley with the
Union Pacifie and ita  branches, are
obliged to pass, The fact that the in-
corporators of the Telt Railroad are
noarly nll ofticers or employes of the
Union Pacific issignificant.

When it is further borne in mind that
the managers of the Delt road project al-
ready sct up a claim i Court that the
sidotracks Iaid down by the Union Pacific
acrons Sixteenth street and through the
alley that leads to the Woodman Oil
Worke in part of ita main line, it in al-
most conclusive that this Delt rond 18
only another Union Pacifio anaconda
around the Lody of Omaha,

When the Council wns naked by the
Woodman Company only a fow months
ago to grant the right to constrpet n side
track from the Union Pacific shops to
their works thoy were assured that thia
gide track was never to be used for any-
thing but switching Jcars loaded with oil
products to and from the main line
How did this little switch become a main
line of a railrond system that circles or
rathor proposes Lo girdle Omahal

Fither the ordinance that confers the
right of way through thisalley was fraud-
ulently procured under false pretenses or
the Council have %knowingly betrayed
thoir trust by playing into the hauds of a
sot of impostars,

Whatever benefits  Omaha may dorive
from a Belt railroad she cannot afford to
allow hor thoroughfares to ba blockaded
against compoting lines of railvoad,

We [linve always contended that the
streots of Omahlia and every highway lead-
ing into thix city should be accessible to
all railroads that desire to compete for
our traffic.  When the U, . sought to
keep the 13, & M, rond from the river
front we entered an earneat protost
ogainst it,  Shall the anaconda railroad
be allowed to obstruct the passage of
other lines of railway into Omaha from
the North and West? Will the men who
have a vital intereat in the future growth
of Omaha remain silent when schemes
are put through the Council that are de-
migned to cripple this city and would
loave it at the mercy of_one great corpo-
ration?

But even if the Belt rallroad waa pro-
jected with no other design than to build
up suburban homes for our people, the
Council had no business to grant it a right
of way through the streets and alleys
without exactinz some return for the tax.
payers. The right of way to s street rail-
road is virtually o franchise and a fran-
chine in a growing city like Omaha has a
value that can hardly be computed. In
other cities street railroad companies are
compelled to pay large bonuses besidea
sharing part of their carnings with the
muncipalities.

In the ity of Clevelanda horse car com-
pany that recently asked the right of way
through Socoville avenue, one of the least
travelled of Cloveland’s thoroaghfares,
was compelled as a bonus to pave the
whole avenue with granite. The com-
pany accepted this condition and tue
property owners on Scoville avenue have
theit pavement without paying outa
dollar,

It ntrikes us the time has come for call-
ing a halt to all grants to street railroads
which do not insure to our citizens a share
of the profits derived from such grants.

Dagora will not be the ounly Territory
knocking for admission into the Union at
the halls of Congress this winter, The
Territory of Montana is getting ready to
apply for the honors of Btatehood. A
Constitutionnl Convention is to meet
Helena in Jauuary noxt to draft a Con-
atitution to be submitted to Congress,and
s determined eflfort will be made at the
coming session or the next to have the
Territory admitted. Montana has made
great strides in the past three yoars, ow-
ing to tho construction and completion of
the Northe:n Pacilic Railway and the
stondy development of her mining re:
sources. The census of 1830 gave
the Tepritory 40,000 population, but
that is, no doubt, more thau
doubled now., One town alone,
Butte City, has over 25,000 people, The
people are taking groat intersst in the
coming convention, and the disposition is
strong to have it composed solely of rep-
resontative mon, elected without regard
to party aflilintions, Governor J. Schuy-
ler Crosby has written a stirring letter to
the Helena Herald, urging upon the peo-
ple ta send to the convention ouly such
men as are capable of drafting a constitu-
tion free from political bins, and one that
will meet the rendy indorsement of u re-
vising Congress. He urges that the con-
stitution to be framed shall be for the
bonefit of the whole people, and to that
end none but the wisest, strongest, pur-
cst and most patriotic men of all partiea
should be allowed to frame it.

Giovernor Crosby's advice is sound, but
wo fear the people of Montana will waste
both time ‘and money in Qonstitution
making. This is no time for the admis-
sion of new Biates, A Democratic
House and Republican Senate will never
agres upon any bill that will increase
the eleotoral vote on the eve of u Presi-
dential election.

Tae Republicans of the lowa Legisla-
ture have decided to drop prohibition
and try high license. They ssy public
sentiment is such that prohibition could
uot be enforoed, while good high license
laws beur good fruits. The Republicans
of the lows logialature will oxhibit good
sonse if they substitute high license for

prohibition.  The Kansas  experi-
went . ought to  salisly any
rationsl  mind that  prohibitlon

does not prohibit where it is not wsus-
tained by public sentiment, On the
contrary high license can be made effec.
tive an & check to the worst evils of the
liquor traffic. It reduces the number of
saloons and tends to econfine the traffie
among the more réputable class of deal-
ors, and the revenue from high license
compensaten the community for the loss
incurred through deamshops.

SHALL THEY DISEAND?

The Anti-Monopoly party waa called
into life last year to emphasize the pro.
test of the prodocers of this State againat
Ag far back as 1875
the people had adopted a constitution
that oxpreasly obligated the legistatureto
ennct laws to prohibit extortion and dis.
erimination by public earriers, but the
mandate of the gonstitution remained
and still continues a dead lotter,
Iature aftor Legislature has met,
and has adjourned without paasing
o railroad bill, and the feeble effort
embodied in the much derided Doane
tub law, afforded little or no relief to
producer or shippers. Nearly every ata-
tion and railroad town had become the
contre of & trafiic monopoly - in coal and
grain and the favored few wero growing
ricl at the expense of the despoiled and
impoverished mass,

These grain und fuel monopolists be-
came politieal fastora whose influence
made itself felt in every caucus and con-
voention in eonjunction with trained hire.
lings and cappers of the railroads, The
immense Republican majorities made a
nomination by that party equivalent to
an election ond the party machine being
entirely in the hands of the railrond
gung, only the ahject tools of monopoly
were able to achieve politicn]l eminenca,
And when, perchance, a Siate conven-
tion did assemble that was not wholly

corporato abuses,

login-

under monopoly control, money, passes
and patronagoe were freely used to buy
up enough delegates to insure the nomi-
nation of the candidates that had been
chosen by the railway managors for Con-
gressionnl honors and Statoe otfices,

At last the Farmer's Alliance was
orgunized aud a concerted eflort was
made to put a stop to outrages and
abuses that had made this State a mere
provinee of Jay Gould, A sentiment of
resistance to corporate tyranny and mie-
rule was aroused among all classes and
as i last resort the anti-Monopoly party
was oreated to stem the tide and put a
stop to legalized highway robbery and
tax shirking. At the outset the de-
manda of the anti-Monopolista were met
with sneers and jeers. But when the
campaign grew warm and it became man-
ifost that the producers were in earncst
the Republican leaders bacame alarmed
and pledged themselves and their party
to every just measure which anti-
Monopolista were urging. They promised
to enact laws to regulate railroad
tolls, pledged the party to enforce
an impartial nassessment of cor-
porate property, and promised they
would forever stop the eystem of whole-
sale bribery by railroad passes.

How have these pledges boen kept?

tho promises made by its leadera!
Texas, Georgia and even Kansas have
limited the passenger rate to three centa
a mile. Nebraska still pays four cents a
mile because no law has been enacted to
prohibit the exaction. Other States have
enacted wholesome laws to prevent ex-
tortion by transportation menopolies,
This State still remains a prey to their
rapacity.  Millions upon  millions
of railroad property goes untaxed
in Nebraska, while the tax gatherer
levies upon the bedstead the poor widow
sleeps on, und the stove on which she
prepares the scanty meal for her chil-
dren,

In the face of these facts, the Anti-
Monopolists are asked to disband, Pro-
fuso promises are made by railroad organs
of relief through the next legislature.
They are politoly invited to reason to-
gother and draft bills which they wish to
become laws in the yoar of our Lord
1880,

This is decidedly refreshing, Are the
Anti-Monopolists who braved the taunts
and throats of the subsidized pross, wil-
ling to surrender all they have fought for
during the past two years, on the empy
promise of redress twenty months hence?
Will thoy disband now and beg pardon
for having rebelled against wrong and
robbery?

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CHANGES OF A CENTULY,
Bome of the Remarkable Events
Which Have Transpired Duore.
fng a Single, Liferime,

London Times

It is inevitablo, esays The Loudon
Times, that the ficat thought of anyone
who seos or speaks with  8ir Moses Mon-
tefiore should bBethe thought of his im-
mense age,  Evennow,though human life
seems to b I"t!lt“_\' ]englhiug. centennr-
ans are rare enough to ninke them inter-
esting—wo  extend the term, perhaps
harcly lagitimately, to Siv Moses Monte-
fiore, who is 00—<but when a man in a
prominent position hives to that nge, the
thought of what lie has geen and done, of
the changes through which the world has
passed during bis time, becomes over-
powering.  Sir Moscs hus aeen the great
work of his life erowned wilth success in
very many countries, and this thought,
no doubt, is that on which he and hia
Jewish friends will dwell with the great.
est satisfaction to-morrow, Dut ontside
observers will reflect with almost greater
intereat on the men that he has seen in
this Jong life of his, on the ephocs
through which he has passed, and on the
contrasta which the world of to-day pre-
senta to  the world in which Sir Moses
Montefiore spent his youth, Born in
1754, he may possibly remember the tak-
ing of the DBastile, and he will certainly
recolect the execution of Louis XVI, and
the fall of Robespierre. He can probab-
ly racal the sensation caused Dby ench of
Nelosn'a victories, and  will remember
aceurately the feelings awakened in Eng-
land by the events of the Peninsular war,
When the news of Waterloo came to his
brother-in-law, Mr, N. M. Rothschild,
Montetiore, who was with hLim in  busi-
ness probably shared with him the ad-
vantages to be gained from the exclusive
information. He was past 40 whon Catho-
lic emancipation and the reform bill were
carried, and had arrived at full age when
Queen Vietoria ascended the throne, Yet
it is since that date that he has done the
ﬁreatur part of the work by which heis

nown throughout the world—the work
of practically helping his sufforing breth-
ren wherever they were to be found. His
journeys to Palestine began in 1827, and
they only ended in 1870, when he was
past 90 years of age. Ho visited the Sul-
tan in 1840, the Uzar in 1849, and Cardi-
nal Antonells, Lo try and resoue the boy
Mertara, in 18568. No journey has been
too long or too difficult and no work too
tedious tor him, if help could be gained
for those who sorely needed it. Nor has
his help been confined to those of his own
races and religion, We tell, this morn-
ing some curious stories of the aid he has
Eil\'an to persons who had no claim upon

im except the claim of distress, and we
uote the letter which lie wrote to this
journal in 1760 and which had so much
effoct in stimulating public spmpathy tor
the unfortunate Christians of the Leba-
non. The clerical and other speakers in
the meeting at Ramsgate yerterday had
good reason to apeak of his universal be-
nevolence.

The Montefiores are, as their name im-
|ltlias, Italian Jews, though there is a
difliculty in deciding whenand where thoy
are settled about the little town on the
enstern slopes of the Apennines which
bears that name, In ditferent countries
the Jews have had different modes of
choosing surnames; in England they are
mostly called by Old Testament names,
possibly somewhat altered—Levi, Lewis,
Abrahams, Moss; in (ermany and in
some other countrics they take the names
of towns and call themsolves Erlanger,
Brestauer, i.)p(;oulwim. A fortunate
chance gave to the ancestora of tha vener-
able philanthropist the name of the little
town near the Adriatic; but they are first
heard of as settled at Leg .orn, where the
Jows number no less than 7,000 at the
Qrmwnt time. The grandfather of Sir
Moses, Moses Vita Montetiore, settled in
England 130 years ago, as & merchant
trading wizh Italy, One of lns many rons
married Rachel Mocatta, one of the fami-
ly of Spanish Jews whose name is still so
well known in London; and the first
child of this marrings was Moses, sorn at
Leghorn in 1784, on the 24th of October,
corresponding in that year to the Bth of
the Hebrew month Clesvan, which falls
somewliat lnter in the present year. It
is well known that the Jewish trading
community is headed by a kind of close
arvistocracy of great financiers, who are
closely connected with one another b
marriage; and of this aristocracy, if, suc
it may be called, the Montefiores are
lending membars.  Sir Moses is half
Montetiore and half Mocatta; he married
Miss Judith Cohen, whose sister married
the founder of the English house of
Rothschild. These four names are, with
one or two more, cocxtensive with the
inner circle of English Jews. Many of
those who bear one or other of the names
have gene much more deeply into finance
than Sir Moses, and have consequently
left themselves neither the heart nor the
time to do the good that he has done,
Ho left the stock exchange early and
entered into other and Jess exciting kinds
of business, He helped to found the
Alliance Insurance office, the Imperial
Continental Gas sssociation, and the
Provincia! Bank of Ireland.  But,
though he did not cease his connection
with business, he was never absorbed
in it.

We have already said that his pasaion-
a'e devotion to his race led tim to wisit
Palestine in 1827, and we give in another
column, from Mrs. Montefiore's diary,
an account of the difficulties through
which they had to pass—dificulties more
like those which would now attend a
journey te Bokhara or Yuunan than those
which we associate with a trip to Jurusa-
lem, But what distinguishes the work
of Bir Moses Montefiore from that of any
other philanthropist is the success with
which he has pleaded the cause of the
Jews in the quarters to which, under
ordinary cirsumstances, their ory could
not have reashed. In 1840 ho extracted
from the sultan & firman, which has been
of rea’ service, many times over, in the
caune of the Jows of the Turkish empire.
He got something more thau eivil speech-
es from the Eaperor Nicholss, and in
1872, in » second visit to Russia, he was
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deeply gratified to notice the improve-
ment in the lot of his Russian brothren.
He penotrated even to Moroceo in 1863,
and in 1867 to Bucharest, whero the Jews
are perhaps more hated than in any other
vity in Europe,  Neither danger, nor
distance, nor discouragement has ever
prevented him from going on his errands
of charity,

Sir Moses Montefiore hina  peen many
changes in European eovcioty, but none
greater than that which lins passed, since
the iheginning of this century, over the
condition of the Jews. In Europe and
the backward regions of Eastern Europe
they ave atill, indeed, miserably poor,and
are ns liable as ever to outhreaks of ha-
tred on the part of the Christinn peas-
autry and of those who wish to turn that
hatred into account,  Civilized Germany
oven is inclined to “*boyeott” them; but
the very fact is a proof that they have in
the la t half century prospered so very
much more than their rivalsthat the jeal-
ous hostility of the latter must from time
to time break out. Thedifference is that
what is now abnormal and exceptionnl was
expressed by law fifty years ago, Jow-
ish disabilities, not extending merely to
the right of sitting in parlinment, but to
half the rights of citizenship, existed
even in England, which boasts of being
in the forefront of enlightenment, until
Sir Moses Montefiore had  himaself had
ample time to experience them. Now,
not only have the Jews got rid of all
their disabilities, but their power in Eu-
rope is very great and far-reaching,
Much of the continental press is in their
hands. They control the bourses, Nat-
ional financial operations are regarded by
them as to a great extent their ownaflair,
Their well-known qualities of patience,
insight, and rmmm1 fidelity, and their
habit of thinking nothing beneath the
notiee of a man of business, have given
them success. What the future of the
race may be no man would rashly pro-
phesy; butif their progress is as rapid as
it has been during SirMoses Montefiore's
lifetime, they will in the next century be
an tmportant factor indeed.
