been allowed to slumber, and nothing has
beenn done. In the meantime dirt has
been hanled io for raising the street car
tracks, and the same has been ohargoed up
to the adjacent property. Of late dirt
has been taken from tho fills already
made, and boen used to Bill up the tracks,

loaving great holes to be filled again,

Lawyeras always find a good many loop:
holes and technical measures in the law,
but the readers of Tue Ber can doubtless
understand the intent of the following
section of the ordinance, as it is guite
plain English, The section quoted ia
from the ordinance permitting the use of
cortain streots by the Council Bluffs
Stroot Railway company:

Sec. 4. That said corporation, at its
owu cost, but under the direction of the
cily authurities, shall grade and lay its
tracks, side tracks, turn-outs and switches
a0 as to eonform as nearly as practicable
to the grades of the streets, as the same
now are, or as they shall hereafter bo es-
tablished, and shall, when apecially re-
quired by the city authorities, make and
keep in repair safe and convenient cross-
ings over side ditches at the intersection
of streots and alleys,
