times as much as he did thirteen years

The only things talked about in the
Dritish eapital, during the pnat week,
are the critical aituation in Egypt, and

France. The extreme points at issue be-
tweon the government of China and
France have been reached. China has
mnde a formal memorandum, through
her representative at the French capital,
charging that France had imposed upon
the government of Annam an unjust
treaty, and had ignored the rights of
Chinn.  France had invaded Annam and
mnnifested an intention to take Bacninh,
the key to the Chinese ompire,  While
(*hina professed a desire to maintain
pacitie relations with France, theChinese
troops would be compelled to resist any
wegression,  The French reply to this
memorandum  declares  that France had
no desire to annex Annam or Tonguin,
The sole ohject Huo treaty was to define
the terms of the threaty of 1874, In
order to consolidate a protectorate over
Tonguin, France considered 1t expedient
to oceupy Bacninh again and Sontag,
but there was nothing to prevent an
amicable arrangement, etc. Meantime
the French are reinforcing their army
in Tonquin, and the Chinese army
is rendy for a desperate encounter. A
formal declaration of war may be made
ulmost any day. The Frencheabinet has
been discussing the appropriation bills
for putting the army on a war footing,
and everything indicates that the contlict
is inevitable.
