An Arizona Voloano,

Tho Tueson Citizen publishes the fol-
lowing:

It has long been known that o little
butte, rising about the contre of the
Santa Cruz valloy, some ninemiles south
of Tueson, hns a crater. Immediately
after the earthquakes of last fall in Cali-
fornia, different people, some miners
and farmers who live in the vicinity of
this particular butte, for which there
sooms te be no name, observed smoke
artging from its summit. A party of
boys out hunting reported hearing
strango noises emitted from the samoe
butte and they were afraid to go near it,
A mnjority of the residents in the vicin-
ity penerally discredited these state-
ments.  Still no ono felt possessed of
enough curiosity to satisfy himsolf.

Last Thursday o prospector said that
when  coming  from the Omaga copper
camp he certainly saw amoke armsing
from the top of this butte. Two gontle-
men who went eut hunting to Arivaes,
some three weeks ngo, wandered off from
their road, and ono night eamped at the
baso of this voleanic butte, They heard
strango, rumbling sounds in the night,
ns if water waa boiling, or some hard
blasting was being done far beneath the
earth's surface. They did not explore
the hill, not knowing of the existence of
any crater there, These different rumors
determined the Citizen reporter #to ex-
amine the butte personally for himself,
and see if there was a crater, and if
there was anything exteaordinary about
it. Accordingly last Sunday, in com-
panywith 8. G. Overshiner, editor of The
Calico P’rint and C. H. Tully, a small
[mrty left Tuscon to investigate the al-

eged voleano,

The drive from Tucson up the Runta
Cruz mllu{; through large groves of titea-
quite and black willow, and (ields uf hay,
presented 03 fresh and 'ne  rural
aspecta s one could see in'any agriewiin.
ral country. No particular road was fol-
lowed. At last the voleanic butte hove
in sight, and after a refreshing lunch at
its base, and the investigation of some
ruins near by, tho asvent of the batte was
begun on ita wostern side, which appenr-
ed to be the the ensiest of access, Anold
Indian trail led up over several weell do-
fined ledges, till the summit was reached.
Here the character of the rock changed
to a pumice stone or lava, n varioty that
is always found where voleanic action
has oceurred.  The hill rises about
three hundred feot above the plain, and
is all alone,  Descending on the enstern
slope & couple of rods to the
northeast there were found two craters,
The firat one reached is the smaller of the
two. Itsdepth is some ten foet by about
twenty in diameter, The rocks around
the rim contained some warmpth, When
the thermometer was applied to them the
mercury mensured 1287 Falivenheit. On
the opposite side o slight - issue of steam
could be detectdd. A few palo verde
troes and somo grease wood bushes adorn
the butte, but otherwise itis barrén.
Around the hill on all sides there were
no other indications of voleanic notion.
After witehing the great living euriosty
of the Santa Cruz valley for an hour the
party returned to Tueson,
