poscd that we take a bear hunt on Mon
day morming. We made overy proparation
[the cvening before and after a hoarty
breakfast at O o'clok mounted our horses
for the hunt, We were provided with
Winchoster rifles and three well-trained
bonr dogs,  After o tun of about an hour
thoy oame to bay. We hitched our horses
and crawled through the brugh to e
dogs. The undergrowth was so thick that
we could not see ten feot ahead of us, Lt
at last wo found the bear, n lirge brown
one, Iu-n'hmi on tho limb of & large pine
tre, about a hundred feet from the ground,
[The brown bear when pushed by dogs
readily trees,] We took position and
commeneed firing.  Doars are vory ten-
ncions of life and this one proved no ex-
ception to the rule, as wo each tired throe
times bofore he fell.  When wo veachiod
him lie was dead.

“We now started back,intending to eut
a way in fromour horses and to pack him
out, but we had not procecd d 100 yards
when the dogs beecame very excitod and
commenced barkimg up another troe

Looking up, we discovered two beard, a
brown and o black one, lying close to-
gother on o large limb.  We took a po-
sition with the understanding that I was
to take the brown and Mre. Rawles the
black one.  Just as we got ready  to fire,
I cast my down the trec and near the
gronnd, the brash having obstructed our
view, I discovered a large boar hanging
to sido of the tree, broadside toward me,
Mr, Hawles being farther round, could
not gee it plain and told me he wonld re-
sorve his fire and for me to 2o for him.

When we cane up,
we found it upa largemadrone troe, about
thirty feet from the ground. e looked
to me to be as large as a four-year-old
bullock.,  He was badly wounded, but
still able to make an ugly fight,  He fell
at the first fire, and lodged in the forks
of the tree, but three or more shotsapicee
brousht him to the ground,

“We ngain started for our horses, very
much elated  with our success, but  had
not gone more  than another 100 yards
when the dogs started in full cry, gomng
this time in  the divection of onr horses,
We supposced  that  this time they had
jnmped a panther. They had searcely
gone a 100 yards before they had  treed
the game,  We now examined our rifles
and found that we both had emptied our
magazines, | found six entridges in my
pockets, but they were too lnree for My,
Rawles' gun,  When we came up  with
the dogs we again found they had another
bear—this time n line black one,  Mr,
Rawles being without snununition, 1 had
all the fun to myself.
