The Jobbing Trade of Omaha in the
Far West,

As Reported by a Commercinl Trav-
cler, and One Toon, Who Knows
of What He Speaks,

A few evoning's nince, as a Ber repor-
ter was lounging in the office of the Mil-
lard hotel, in hopes of eatching on to a
stray itom which, perchance, might be
flonting around in the atmosphere of that
place, his eye lit upon the manly form
and genial conntenance of John Beatty,
Jr. John is a commercial traveler for
oed, Jones & Co.,, and his headquar-
ters are at Ogden, Utah, where he ru-
mains about eleven months out of o year,
He makes semi-aunual trips to thia eity
to replentsh his samplo cases, talk busi-
ness, and renew old and pleasant nssoai-
ations, It was one of these little trips
he was upon when assailed by Tine Bee
reporter and asked for a few points in
rogard to the jobhing trade of Omaha in
the far west.

My, Beatty informed us that through
Utah, Coloradn, and Wyoming it is San
Francisco, Chicago and Omaha drummers
forit, and that’the Omaha men are got-
ting their full share of the trade and are
constantly increasing the size of their or-
ders.

He stated that a number of our largest
wholeaale houses are sending men into
this territory with nbundant success, and
he accounts for the increaso of the Oma-
ha trade in the west, particularly in
Utali, by the way in which the
newspapers of this city have looked
upon the Mormon question, and from
the fac that they have almost left it en-
ly alone hence the Mormons are feeling
very pleasant towards the press of this
city and consequently towards it citizens
in general, and its commercial travelers
in particular. He eays it is no trouble
for an Omaha commercial man  to sell
goods to o Mormon merchant, and also
says that they are very pleasant mon to
sell goods to,
