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When the civil service reform law waa
passed at the lant session of congrous its
failure was predicted by many on the
ground ot ita utter inefficiency. Experi.
ence it showing that these prophets were
not far from right, The law may not be
totally nseleas, but it is so ensy far the
politiciana to get around it that it is not
worth much, The examinations of can-
didates which the commimsion carry on
are littlo better than farces, A very
small proportion of the examined have
been appointed, and many of them have
seen unexamined candidates passed over
thelr heads by the aid of congremsicnal
influence, The commissioners, who are
themselves the ereaturos of politicians,
have often nssumed for thomselves the
patronage which was formerly exercised
by congressmen, and the old abuses
eontinne under new names. Congross:
men are also able to interfere in the
filing of even those places covered by the
law almost na froely as before it was en-
acted. All that 15 required is a little
more trouble and exertion. The candi-
date whom congressional influence favors
has now to pasa an examination. His
name is then handed in by the commis.
sion for appointmentand the congress.
man soeoures his choice, no matter
whether his name may be firat or last
upon the list, or what claimas others may
have,

The commissioners themaelves, by their
conduoct, are bringing disoredit upon the
law, Instead of performing tho duties
which the peopleare paying heavily to
have performed, they are junketing
about the country at the publio expense,
They are paying more attention to good
dinners and pleasant trips than to the
purity of the civil service. They have
onoe or twice displayed an inclination to
make their position a mere subterfuge for
going about the country to attend public
shows. In fact, there is resson to believe
that the commimsioners are almosat as
much in need of ratormation as the civil
sorvico itself,

The law which created this body was
designed to cover only a small number of
the unimportant oflices of the govern-
ment. All of the places which gave room
for the great abuses were 1eft untouched.
When it is considered that even in res-
pect to those offices sought to be provi-
ded for, the law is very largely a failure,
the condition of the civil service appears
about as bad as it ever did. Oivil service
reform, however, is atill within reach.
What is needed is to put every office in
the entire service beyond the reach of
political influence by a radical and iron-
clad law. To play with the matter by
half-way moasuvres, which can be broken
a8 easily ns pipe-stems, is a childish pro-
coeding which this country has evi-
dently ocoupied itself with long enough.

Tae defeat of the whisky extension

bill is immediately branded by the Ran-

dall wing of the democratic party as a

great victory, but it is hard to see how

it has helped the party at large out of its

perilous position. In fact it is hard to

soo how anything can now save the party

from the wreck which the Morrison biil

is bringing upon it. That bill was de-

signed merely for partisan effect, to os-

tensibly follow the popular demand for

a reduction of the tariff. The result,

however, has been of no benefit and of

great damage to the designers. In the

firat place the two factions into which

it has split the party can scarcely be

healed by any balm wHich even the

hope of spoils can apply before the next

election. 1In the next place even if the

Morrison democrats should prove strong

enough to pass the bill, which seems eon-

tirely unlikely, all of its intended offect
against the republicans will be lost. As

a matter of fact the democrats have

already sinned away their day of grace.

If they could have made it appear by
passing early in the session a tarifl re.
vision bill which the senate would have
defeated, that they were the champions,
and the republicans the opponents of tax
reduction they might have gained a con-
sidorable advantage. But so much time
has already beon wasted, that the senate,
oven if it desired to pass the bill, would
now be umnable to do so. A bill
proposing such important changes
is mo light matter., It would
have to receive extonsive consideration
before the senats could act on it, and as
there is now no time for such considera-
tion, it will be no fault of the republicana
that the bill will not pass. In this way
the democrats have only succeeded in
throwing & boomerang which has fiown
around the heads of their opponenta, and
finally lighted upon themselves, The two
faotions of the democrats will continue to
aquabble over their lost cause, while the
republicans are getting ready to eleet the
next president.

HIGH RENTS.

The Pre has received a communioation
upon the subject of rents in Omaha, in
which the writer justly complains that
renta are altogether too high, In thia
wo agroe with him. Rents should be
governed by the law of supply and de-
mand, but we do not believe that they
are no governed in thia ecity. It is true
that there is a healthy demand for houses,
but the demand does not justify the high
rents that are asked in many cases. It
strikes us that the majority of landlords
are o little too avaricious, They are not
sntisfied with ten per cent interest, clear
of taxes and insurance, but want twenty
or thirty per cent. These exorbitant de-
mands will certainly react upon the
landlords and upon the city.
Many people coming here to locate will
find Omaha too expensive a place to live
in if thoy have to pay such high rents,
The result will be that Omaha will be
moro or less retarded In her pgrowth.
What we want and must have is at least
ono thousand new houses at moderate
rent for people of limited means. Those
of our capitalists, who have tho interest
of the city at heart, and are satisfied with
ten or twelve per cent interest on
their investment, ought to supply the de-
mand for amall houses at a reasonable
rent. Thousands of people are coming
to Omahn this year, and they must be
provided for. They must not be allowed
to feel that have come here simply to
work for greedy landlords who take ad-
vantage of the situstion, and who will
not supply the demand for dwellinga by
building new ones simply becauso they
want to maintain the high rents upon the
houses that they now have.,

Mz, Buckser, of Missouri, is again at
the front. Mr. Buckner, it may be
remarked, likes to be at the front, It is
a position which he admires, The special
oconsion which now biings Mr, Buckner
to the foreground ias the tariff dissen-
sions. He thinks he hasfound a panacea
for these which is safe and sure. “‘Let
us have a commission to settle all these
matters,” says Mr. Buckner, ‘‘and take
them entirely out of politics.” This
would be 8o easy and so delightful a way
of taking the question out of sight for a
time and of saving the democratic party
from its disagreeable position between
the devil and the deep sea that itis
not at all strange that Mr, Buckner
and his friends should favor it.

Important Supreme Court Decision.

Wasminaron, March 31.—In the de-
cision rendered by the supreme courl in
the case of the New England Mutual
Life Insurrmce company, plaingfl, in er-
ror, against Stephen E. WoodWorth, ad-
ministrator, in error, from the circuit
court of the United States for the south-
arn district of Illinois, the court holds:
First, that a policy of life insurance is-
sued by a company incorporated in one
state, payable to the assured, his exeou-
tors, or administrators, or assigns, for
the purpose of founding administration
upon his estate in another state in which
the corporation at and since the time has
done business, and as required by the
statutes of that state, has an agent on
whom a process against it may be served,
Second, that under section 18, chapter 3,
Revised Statutes of Ulinois of 1874, a
husband is entitled to administer on the
estate of his wife, if she left property in
Illinois, Letters of administration which
state that the intestate had, at the time
of death, personal property in the state,
