Turaveuse, Dak,, Decembor 20, —This mor-
ning at 7 o'clook an aemed wob of 5 hundred
mwen, mostly from Wilmot a small town in
tho sonthemn part of the county, attacked the
conrt house at this placa, the eounty soat of
Itoberts county, broke in every door and res
moved tho tounty safo.  Defore attacking the
court house a strong guard, armed with Win
chonter ritles, wus stationed st the end of every
street and no one wae permitted to enter or
leave the town, An immense amounnt ef
property was destroyed. Not satisfied with
the large sate, the moby attacked and earried
off ail the pnvate property they could find,
Fow Teaverse people wera alirring when the
mob arrived, Sherill Cummioges attempt-
od to resist the mob, but was immoediately
covered with s dozen Winchestors, The
Traverse men, not wishiog to sen blood shed,
mnde no resistenea. The mob remained about
an hour;and left with all the county property
and all the pnivate proparty they could finc,
The inside of the court house is n perfect
wrock,  Every man in the mob was denak,
A United States mail earrier was stopped and
the mail overhinnled  The departmont has
been notified, The safe contained no valunlila
records or papers,  The mob destroyed a largs
number of papers, among which were several
chattsl mortgages, All other records are safe,
the connty clerk having removed them frowm
the court houss, A notice was posted on the
cotirt house door this morning to the effict
that the recor s are safe and business will be
trancacted as usual,  The above statemont ia
trua aud correct, a8 neatly as can be ascer.
