The first method ia making what 1s
oalled “‘temper.” This i & mixture of
aresnic and lead. The mixture is melted
in large kettles and is oconstantly
akimmed and atlrred. It is cnst in
bars, the samo aa lead, When the temper
{s made It is carried to the top floor,
where there are kettles and o furnace for
melting It, The temper is mixed with
the lead, as pure lead would assume
varlous shapes in osating; bubt when
mixed with the temper in the proportion
of three tonn of lead to one ton of tem-

r, it takes tho shape of globules when
tia cast.

The casting pans are large colanders,
round pans with holes perforated in the
bottom. The casting is all dona on the
top floor, and the colander Is sna-
pended oyer an opening in the floor,
which goes throvgh the entire height
of the building to the ground, where
thero Is & well of water. The lead is
melted in large kettlos, and is dipped
out and poured into the colander with
ladles which have long handles. It
oozea throngh the holes in the bottom of
the colander and falls throngh the open-
ing to the ground floor into the well.
The shot Is taken out of the well by
amall bucketa fasteved to an endless belt,
which runs over & wheel, which carrles
It from the well up to a long hot metal
table. Hero the shot is oconatantly
stirred by men with long rakes, and the
heat rapldly dispels the moisture, and
the shot eoon becomes perfectly dry.

It Is taken from the *“drying table” to
the ‘‘screencres,’ & series of tables with
uarrow openings between them, the ta-
bles being set at a alight angle. 1f the
shot Is round and perfect, it rolls rapidly
along theso tables, skipping the openings
until It reaches a box at the extreme end,
into which it falls, If it is imperfect, it
cannot roll fast, nnd falla into the open-
ings, under which boxes are placuc,

The shot then goes to the **separators,”
which are a series of drawers, not unlike
