foderacy. Uenerd Sherman's lotter i ad-
dressad to the sacretury of war undors the date
of dunuiney 6. Adter reciting the 1nats of the
conspirney to secede, aud saying thut he him-

sell  had  bLisen  approached on  tha
subjoct by a kmwgut of the Goldea
Cirele, Ganeral Shoetmsn telin  aboot

his capture of wbox of Jeff Davie' private
paperd in tho summer of 755 at Juckson, Miss,,
that he sent these  papera o Washiogton and
they had sinee bean regurned to Davie.  Sher
wian continues:  “Agiin, in 186, when we
wers in possession ot Atlanta, Ga., 1 caw fn-
miliarly o great unmboer of gentlemen of that
stuve, with whom I conversed fresly, They
apoke openly and unreservedly of thae tyranny
of the contederats authorities in Richmond
and of Duvis particularly,” = = * =®
Gen, Sherman inserts the lotter of Alex,
Stephens,  In the letter Stephens doubted
Jait  Davis' good intentions, and suspectod
him of inclining towards the dictatorship. He
shows that in 18G4 Davis suspected Stephens
and Brown of disloyalty to him, aond that the
confederacy bad ceasedtobethie confederacy
of the soverelgn stitsw.
