MURDERED IN MEXICO.

L Former Omaha Man S8hot Down in
Cold ™Mood,

P VESS—

On Christimas eve, in the ity of Sover

to, Now Mexico, Albert Wejlstrom  was
foully murdered. A little wmore  than
wight  yeards ago, Keplstrom, who Wil n

Swode, cnome fror his native country to

Omahine He romnined hero about thred
vears and made many  friends, Ho then
went to New Mexico and remained  there

about fonr years,  Returming to this city,
he remnined hiee o year and then eom-
eluded to return to Now Mexico,  About
thiree woeks before Inst Christmns he left
this city,  On Uhristias eve, in the city
of Sovorro he was murdered,

He was with his brothor and  brother
in-law in o boarding honse and a4 man
named Walker engaged in o quarrel with
one of the party. Walker drow a pistol
anid Kejlstrom stepping botween the men
and was shot down by Walker,  The mur-
diered man has a brothersin lnw, Mr. An-
drow Harmnn, in this city, and hoe has re-
ceived o letter from the mayor of Socorro
and also from o physician i vegard to the
murder,  Both are appended:

THE DOCTOR'S LETTER.
Soconnro, December 28, 1884,
Androw Havian, Fae,

Dednr Sme:—At the request of your
brother-indaw, Herman Kellatrom, I
write concerning the death of A'baut
Kollsttom on  Christmas eve. 1 was
oalled to sea Albert, who T found euffer-
ing severely from a gun shot wound, re-
cerved only a few minutes previous to my
arrival.  Upon examination I found the
wound to e a fatnl one.  Aftee his death
an  examivation wns  made, and it wos
found that the pistol ball had broken his
eighth rib and  passed into the left lung,
catrying with it pieces of broken bone,
cutting blood vessels and bronchinl tubes)
cansing excessive bleeding internally,

THE MAYOR'S LETTER,
Soconnro, Now Mexico, Dec. 30, 1880,
Andrew Harman, Esq., Omaha, Neb.:

My Dear Sir:—At the roquest of M,
Herman Kalstrom, 1 write yon in regard
to the facts of the late lamented accident,
wherehy  your  brother-in-law, Albert
Kalstrom, lost his life.
I was not present at the time of the
nceident, but from the best informntion L
can obtain, and from my personal knowl-
edge of Albert and his cowardly assassin,
I am convineed that it was one of the
most cold-blooded murders in the history
of erime in this countey.
I have known Albert personally since
his first coming to Socor:o, and a more
peaneable, quiet, indunstrious or better
citizen than he never lived.  He had the
highest gontidence and esteem of his em-
ployers, and the friendship of all with
whom he had any acguaintance
The city government has offercd a ro-
ward of 8250 for the apprehension of
Walker, the man who shot him, and at
my request Governor Sheldon, of the ter—
ritory, las ottered §H00 for his arrest and
gonvietion, and several good, determined
men are now  scouting  the country in
search of him, with the determination to
omly abandon the scavel whea all hope of
suceess 15 lost,
There is no one*who deplores or regrets
the results of the accident more than T,
or who will do more to bring the guilty
one to justice, and I assure you that
everything in our power is being done to
bring abont his srrest and convietion,
I will gladly furnish you with any ad
ditionsl information at any time yon may
call upon e for the sune.  Expressing
to you my heartfelt sympathy for {uurm-.lf
andd your family in this, your sad afflic-
