The sadden death of Schuyler Colfax
romoves & man who at one lime was re.
garded ss one of the leading statesmon of
thas United States, but who during the
paat twelve yosra had retired from pub-
lic life, and had become comparatively
forgotton amid the constant changes oe-
onrring among pollticians and the exclte-
monts of each sucoessive eampaign,
Sohuyler Colfax was born in New York
olty In 1823, and In 1836 he removed to
rvorthern Indiana with his mother. Lo
<ating at South Bend he studled Jaw, but
aventunlly bacame the editor of a whig a.
per at Bouth Bond In 1845, In the consti-
tutional convention of Indiana of which he
wan a member, he distinguished himself
by a vigorous protest sgainst the clanse
which prohibited eolored men from ast.
tling in that state. Even at that early
day he proved himself a friend of the
colored man, and ever aftor continned so.
Taking » "prominent part [in politles
through his paper, ho was nominsted for
oongresy by the whigs in 18561, but was
defeated. In 1854, however, he was
again nominated and this tlme he was
elected. Ilis record In congrens was such
thae the people of his disttict retarned
him to hia seat for the five succecding
terms. Mr. Colfax was ohosen speaker
of the honse of representatlves in
Docember 1863, andj again in
1866, and in 1867. Dauring the
period that he was speaker he gained a
high reputation ss a presiding officer,
and was very popular. In 1868 he was
nominated and elected by the republicans
for vice prasident on the ticket with
Grant,

During the civil war Mr. Colfax was
the intimate friend and confidential ad-
viser of President Lincoln, who con-
sulted him on nearly all important mat-
ter:, It is not too much to tay that Lin-
culn valued his mavice very highly, and
as a rale acted Inmccordance with it
During the psst ten years Mr. Colfax
frequently lectured in various parts of
the country upon his reminiscences of
Lincoln, and it was evident that he pos-
sessed & most Intimate knowledze of the
maurtyred prasident,

Thoe cause of the retirement of Schuy-
lar Colfax from pablic life was his con-
nectlon with the COredlt Mobilier, which
proved his political death as well as that
of every other man who had anything to
do with it. This scandal came out at the
second session of tha forty-second con-
gress, when James G. Blaine, who was
epoaker of the house, called attention on
the opening day of the session to the fact
that oharges had been made during the
presidentinl campaign just closed (1872
that Vice-President Oolfax, Vice-Presi-
dent-elect Wilson, the secretary of the
treasury, several senators, the speaker of
the honse, and a Iarge number of mem.
bers of congrosa had been bribed during
the years of 1867 and 1868, by Oakes
Amegs, a member of the house from Mas-
sachusetts; that he and his agents had
given them presents ot stock In the
Oredit Mobilier to influence thefr leglala-
tive action for the benefit of the Union
Pacific railroad company. Upon the mo-
tion of Mr. Blalne a committee of Inves-
tigatlon was appointed by Suneet Cox.
The report of that committee is a matter
of hlstory, It exonerated some, whila it
censured others. Among those whoee
character was besmlrched by this mcan-
dal was Mr. Colfax, and from that time
hirpolitical carcer was ended.

COMPARATIVE PRICES.

Tae American  Grocer has pre-
pared from ita files a very valnable state
ment showing the comparativa prices of
leading food staplea in the New York
wholesale market for the past fliteen
years, These statiatics show that during
this perlod there has been
n steady decline, and the conclusion
is arrived at that we have reached un era
of permanent low prices. Through the
agency of new inventlons, improved
methods of coltivation, cheaper labor,
reduced rates of transportation, lower
rates of interest and other causes, pro-
ducers and manufacturers have bsen en-
abled to bring the cost below the eunrrent
market prico. When we complain about
low wages, we must remember that the cost
of living has been reduced in about the
same proportion.

In 1870 crushed sugar was quoted st
14§ cents, and to-day the quotation is 6}
cents, Coffes coat between 117 and 12)
cents in 1870, while In 1875 it was quoted
as high as 10f cents. To.dsy the ruling
price Is OF, or less than one-halt what it
was ton years ago. Good mediom Japan
tea was sold In 1870 at 604 snd 59, and
the present price is 19 and 20 centa,
which is & decline of about two-thirde.
Rice has fallen from 256 to 60 per cent,
In the line of leading articles of provis-
ions, while there has been a decline it
bawbeen very irregular, Last year pork
and lard brought prices that were less than
half of what they commanded in 1870,
but both were above the yuotatlons of
(1870, Butter and cheese have varled
considerably, but now are dearer than
they were five or slx years aga. Canged
goods about fifieen years ago were rold

for about three times the price demanded
now, The varlations in breadstuffs have

OUR vAIL EXPENSES.

According to statement published in
the Bex a few days sgo there are now
confined in the Douglos county jail thirly-
six prlsoners, Two of these, who are
held for murder, hava been confined al-
together too long without belng given s
trial. One has been in jail since the 4th
of last March and the other since the 234
of last May. The triala of those priso-
ners, as well as all others, shounld be taken
up and disposed of at the next term of
court, and the number of inmates in the
clty jasl raduced. [Ihere are a'together
too many persons imprisoned there, and
some effort eliould be made «to keep the
number within rearonable limita. The
expense of feeding priconers in the county
jnil foots up to betweesn 8600 sud £1,000
per month, the law allowing the sheriff
to charge the county 70 cents a day for
egch prisoner for the first six deys, and
50 cents for all subsequent dayas. Inother
words, the jail is a sort of boarding house
with the sheriff as landlord, and it is safe
to say that he makes a handsome thing
ount of the business If it 18 posaible to
cut down the jail expenses, the county
commisaloners ought to see that it is done
without delay.

" Durisa the past year 85,044 deaths oc-
curred in thecity of New York, of which
number 19,§64,0r considerably more than
one-half, took place in tenement-honses,
In addition to the latter number 6,944
persons died in hospita's and other public
institutions. thelarger proportionof whom
came from the tenement-house population.
This tenement-house mortality is simply
frightful and shows the necessity of mnk-
ing better provision for the poorer clusses,
The sanitary srrangements of such dwell-
ings is fearful, and nowhere, perhaps, ont-
sideot New York, can such life destroying
traps be found, This is admitted by Dr.
John T. Nagle, of the, New York Bureau
of Vital Statiatics, who says; “'I may eay
that in no city in the world is the tene-
ment-house syatem employed to so great
and so injurious an extent as it prevails
in New York.,” In proof of his assertion
he points that New York contains
about 23,000 tenementa and about 57,-
000 other dwelllngs, During the past
year there has been almost one desth to
each tenement-house, while thers was
but one death to every other eight
dwellings.

Comprere official fignres of the vote in
the Novemher election have recently
been published as coming from Mr, Ains.
worth R, Spofford, librarian of congress

a table to the “sorry firmament on high,”

Many of the people of the United
States are engaged in farming but the
government is not, The people engage
in farming becanse they can better their
condition by so doing, The gencral gov-
ernment supporta and superlntends an
army and navy, collects customs, adminls-
tars justice, keeps up commercial Inter-
couree with forelgn natlone, colns money,
and disposes of tho public lands, It 1s
eminently proper to place a person in
charge of these depsrtments of public
service, and to make them advisers of the

residont. The gevernment, however,
s not engaged in the busineas of ralsing
corn, muking cheess, or [fattening
pigs, and thercfore has no oceasion of a
minister to direct thedr operations, It
may be well for it to lumli its aid ton
great industry by collecting  statistics, by
porforming experiments too costly for in-
dividuals to undertske, and by spreading
information obtained from various sources
before the people.  All these things and
some others it attempts to do by means of
the department of agriculture. If it at-
tempts to do more it 8 likely that the
manufpcturing, mining, fishing and lum-
bering interests will call for recognition,
and demand a representative in the execu-
tive department of the general govern-
ment,
