What do the directors mean by “‘the
new managemont]’ Theroad ls in the
hands of the old parly still, Borely the
fact that Me, Charlen Francls Adams jr.,
who was nlready a director, becomes aleo
preaident, and that Mr, Dillon censen te
bo president and coniivucs ns a director
does not coustitute a new managoment.
Unleos tho atreet ha very much mistaken
Mr Jsy Gould hes not relivquished any
of hils power over tho ocorporstion snd
while Jhe refaila it thero can scarcely ho
“n uow mauagemont,” The directors
vhsorve that the “‘indebtedness cof the
company to the government is sssuming
enorwous proportions,” and roforring to
thia indebtudaera thoy make this wsten-
{shing obeervation:—
ST the government 1s tobe reimbursed
out of the eornings the government di-
rectors venture the mopgesiion {hat in
fact no department of the government
will ever know what those earving really
are or may be, unwotil some competent
commisslon or government directory is
cmpowered by law to supervise continn-
ally and constantly the actual conoerns
and cperations of tho company.”
FOWERS OF GOVERNMENT DIRECTORS,
The general impresalon has been that
the government directora themeelves ex-
Ist for the . purpose of eupervising the
operalions of the company, and that they
are empowered by law to do this, It
does not aeem posaible that they should
be ignorant of thelr own powers and
duties, yet aection 13 of the nct of 1804
providing for the appointment of the five
governoment directors by the president
demands that “‘at leaat one of eaid gov-
ernment divectors #hall be placed on
oach of the standing committees of said
company and at least one on avery
special committee that may be appointed
The government directors shall from
time to time repnrt to the secretmy of
the interior in answer to any inquirles
he moy make of them touching the con-
dition, management and progress of the
work, and shall communleate to the
secretary of the interlor st any time suck
informntion as should boin the posses-
slon of the department. They shall, as
often as may be neceasary to a full
knowledge of the condition and manage-
ment of the line, visit all portions of the
line of road whether built or surveyad,”
This would seem to give the directors all
tha power necesiary to enuble them to
know what the road has been doing,

CO-OPERATIVE STORES,

IHow Many There Are of Them and
the Method of Operation,

Philadelphin Call.
About ten years ago thirteon men in
the northeastern part of the eity began
to buy many of their goods on the co
operative plan, snd to-day the Philadel.
phia Industrial Co-operative Soclety runs
six grocery atores, ona dry goods store,
one shoe store and two bateher shops,
pnd the sslen amount to over $5,000 per
week, Nearly all the stores are in the
Kensington distrlot, with the exception
of & grocery store in Germantown and
one in Frankford.
g The soclety's method of operation fa to
liave a storekeeper, under bonds, iw
chargre of each store. He employs his
own help except the drivera who are en-
gaged directly by the scciety. The object
of the soclety 1s to dlatribute the profite
among all the purchssers. Everybody
who buys snytbing is given a check for
the amount of his purchsses, and at the
end of & wee k the smounts are added up
and he geta 4 per cent. dividend on it as
his share of the profits, This applies
only to non-members,
To become n member a person must
buy five shinres for 85, He then receivis
a book of the by laws, etn., and i8 pro
pozed for momberahip. If he Is rejocted
uistive dollars is goue, buc it ia oniy fair
to atate that nobody Lins yet been rufused
admisgion. After he is & member ho get
6 per cent annuslly on his stock, and ev
ery quarter the profits are compated anc
mombers pet whatsver Is earned, gener.
ally from 6 t0 8 pir cent on the amount
of their purchorer. the 4 per cent
non-membora is alwaye pad, but the rate
of dividend to members deponds ou
the eemrnings, The limit of  stock
that can be held by and member is 200
shatcs,
The sdvantages of tho eyatem cun be
soen in the following iluswation: Sup-
pose s man is & member and holds ten
shares for which he puid £10, His in-
come from this would be 15 cimts per
quarter, Then sy his purcbases samount-
od to 30 a month or 890 for the quar-
rer.
