Avnany, January 30.—The senate commit-
tee on commerce and navigation lins reported
favorably on Senator Arkdell's reaolution re-
quiokting congresd to appropriate $300,000 for
the Hennepin eaual, Arkdell eaid it was
easentinl that the resolution be pazsad woon,
in order that the pressure of sontiment would
be brought to bear on congress, Tha resolu-
tion and project were for the intercst of this
state, at the present, grain rates from St
Paiul by the way of Chicago were twelve
conts per bushel, while by the water ronte and
by the way of Daltimore they were only eight
econts, this diserimination told against Naw
York's commercial supremacy and proposed
conal, It was believed 1t wounld restore to
New York her natural advantages, Mr,
Lansing suid the cannl would sand 400,060,000
bnghels of wheat through New  York state,
Lle wos Hllfrl’tnt‘ll to ses New York City sen.
atora, who favored fres canals, opposing his
Honnepin canal, which wonld give Now
York the commarce which gouthern railronds
now attract. Mr, Hobb snid that ns n demo-
ceat he could not vote for this resolution, He
hielisved that the state of Illinolk, and not the
Federal govarnment, should build the Henne
pin canal, if Jtis to belbmilt, After much

TLLINOIS,
GOVERNOR OGLESDY DRLIVERS HIS INAUGURAL
ADDRERS,

Semisartero. 1L, January 30.—Governor
Ogleshy delivered his inangural to the general
assembly to.day. He dwelt at considerable
leopgth upon the different stagea of develop®
ment the state has passed through, as marked
by the thras constitutions which have been
adopted from time to time by the poople,
The remasinder of the addeess was confined
almost exclusively to a atatement of his
views upon the various phases of the eriminal
Inw, and to suggestions bearing upon registea-
tion and election matters. Governor Oglesby
pointed out that many of the saleguards
thrown around the individual as & protection
apainst the cruel despotism of former agents
ura now obaolete, and ought not to be urgedin
the interest of the eriminal classes, Said he:
“Ono of the steps taken now by those charged
with crime, and guilty of it, is to seek n
change of venue, 1 seriously doubt M a
change of venue should ever be granted in a
criminal ease. It can scarcaly be possibla that
impartial jurors caunot be found, in any
county where the erime may be committed, to
tr_r any Ccase which may
arise, I  belicve that ilain anid
simple justice requires that the criminal
should be tried whers the crime was committed,
If, however, a change of venue shall continus
to be granted in eriminal eases, 1 receommend
that the defendant shall be raquired Lo make
application for the change at the first term of
court, when he shall be sreaigned for trial, and
not afterward,”

The governor added: *'1 recommend that
tha statute be ao amended a4 to sllow prison-
ers arraigned for crimon punishable with death
or imprisonmant for lifs, a challenge of not to
excoed six jurors and in all other eriminal
casea nos to exceed three, and that the
stata  be allowed o like number
of challengas, and that if two or more, be
joined in one indictment for one offense, that
the state shall be entitled to a like number of
challenges, as may ba allowed to the de.
fendants. I base this recommendation upon
the remson, which, 1 believe, experi nee
proves, that no honest and peacenblo disposed
citizen can, in  the nature of things, ever by
his daily life so array against bim any large
number of his neighbors, whoie geeret hntes
and  prejudices would  be  of guch
& gerious character a8 to be
carriod into the jury box."
He favored the abolition of the proactice of
swenriog in votes on election day. He be-
lisved the hionr for closing the polls should he
changed to an earlier one than seven o'clock,
and advoeated alteration of the mode of
salecting judges of election, so as to make
them vloctive, and providing thut all of them

should mnot  belong  to  ons  political
party. He invited  serious  attention to
the  whole  subject of  election  laws,
snying: “The recent bold  attempt

in Chicago to perpotrate upon the legal and
qualified voters of that eity, a shamaful fraud
which has become national in its infamy, has
revived a ganeral golicitude upon the subject
of our registeation and election lawd, throngh

out the state, A budy of men who delibur-
ately conspire to rob the people of their votes,
aud carry an election by such means, would
without hesitation rob the convounity, or
atatn, of ita liberty, and be first i any mwove.
mont to inaugurate despotiam, or to over-
throw the government by unarchy and roin,

DUSINESS PROBFECTS OF THE COUNTRY.
WasniNutoy, January 30.—A  conference
