Kdueatlonal facilitles aro algo rapidly tm-
proving, and there are at the present
time 1,000 schovls in the state and 0O5,-
000 seholars in attendancs, an Incroease of
100 per cent in cight years. The siate
alno has a tine agricultural colleze and o
lnrge Institution for the deaf, dumb and
blind, and inssne, The railway facllitien
aro excellent and incresslng rapidiy.  1n
the past four years nears nearly 1,000
wiles of road have been conatructed
and at jrasent there are 1,013 milen
in operation. From the state’s adwis-
plon {0 the Union up to 1881, only 637
miles were built, nenarly 300 miles of new
road are now graded and ready for tha
Iron, In addition many poinis are con-
nected by steamboat navigaticn, Re-
cently constructed canals and lncrersed
waterways make acceesible to the state
milllons of acres, containing some of the
most valuable sogar, cotton and  frult
landa in the United States,

Many parta of the state are covered
with o heavy growth of yellow and pitch
plne, from which the best kind of lumber
is made and |s being constantly shipped
to all parts of the world. From ten or
fifteen acrea of ground, a man of ordinary
energy can make an excellont
living in wvege'abla and  fruit
farming here, The land I8 easily farmed,
the moil very productive and something
may be ralscd nearly the cotirs year
rognd. Farmers are already planting
potatooe, beans, waterm:lons, ete., and
crops are ready by May and continue rip-
ening until December. Good corn is
roised here in limited quantitles, and
sweet potatoss in adundance, as well as
fine oranges, wrapes, peaches pears and
vegotables of all kinde, Good farming
land can be bounght at from &3 to $10, or
state land at 82 per acre. Thore is sl
considerable land that can be homestesd-
ed end which will mske good farms.
Immigration is rapicly on the increase
to this state, as its many advantsges are
better knewn, and the unjust
and uncalled for prejadice sgalpstit in
the north dies out before the argument
of experienced investigation and honeet
criticlsm, and the time is not far distant
when Florida will take rank with sny
sonthern or wostern state for thrift, nd-
vancement and wealth. Many rich
northerners, who have winterad here fo:
some years, are takiog up their perman-
ent abode in the state of perpstual aun-
shine and beaury, and, surrcunded with
fine forms of tropicsl frults, flow-
ers sand evergreens in abundance
are enabled to take that comfort found
no where else in the country. With de-
lightful winters, and no warmer suminera
than in lowa or Nebraska, the man in
soarch pf a destrable, plessant and health-
ful climate, who conld not zet along con-
tentedly in Florida, wonld not be satis-
fied In the positlon of general manger of
Paradise,

democratic (about the only fault I find
with it) but, like Nasby's Crossroads fol-
luwers, they take Cleveland’s clvil ssrvice
reform letter in minfature doses and be-
gin to realize that the south, which
elected him, isn't golng to run him to
any great extont.
