He
belongs 1o an enelint Hidagola family,
apd woas eduoated in Pana He 1s
wenlthy, and has long occupled s con-
splolous plecs in Nicarsgusn politice,
When seen by o Press reporter Senor
Arguello vil iogly consented to discuss
the silalre of his country. **The govern.
ment of Nicnragus,” said he, spinkiog
with a marked Spanish accent, *is nom-
inally a republie, but, sa s matter of fuet
the power 1a held and wialded by a busl.
ness house of four men, Chamorro &

Zavala i3 the style of the firm
The president ob the  couniry,
Dr. Cardepas, iz a member of the

firm. and ex-President Zavala, recently
in this eountry, 11 another. The fitm 15
composed of the four wealthiest wmien in
Central America. They have a banking
house aud ecntrol & lurge foreign trada,
Far apveral years 11ey have been acquir
ing politieal power. They elected Dr,
Qardenas jresident, and have made & tool
of him, He ia disposed to ben just wan,
but in the hands of his partrors ha is hke
wax, They mold him to su i themsslves,
He han filled the officas with his business
and political favoiites, aud hy the prac
tiee ¢f the most out:ageons despotic
measures at the election in thstober last
he has secured & majority of the deputies
or representstives. The men whom he
clected are gexvile followers of his, who
never «uestion his commands, but hasten
blindly to exccute them, He crawaup
appreg v ation bille, £nd they pass them
without debate, and the press, subaidizad
by the money of his partners pralse them
for their rapid and banmonlous netlon
The independent press has been stlenced
and lts editors arc cxiles,

““Thera is mo freacom of speesh nor of
the press |2 Nicsragua, though the con-
stitution guaraut-cs both, The presi-
dent scorns the law and icoores the con.
stitutlon, He was elected by the con-
servative party, but his adwinlsiration
has been so violent and corrupt that hia
own party has desctted him and now
joina forces with the liberals to compess
his overthrow. The whole country is
shaklng with indigration. We have nev-
er had a more napopular administration,
The people, with the exception uf the
army and persons intercsted in the profits
and success of the president’'s business
firm, a'¢ united In their hestility to the
government, Parly lines liave disap-
peared. 1t is anything to overthrow the
president and his ring, who are robbing
the people and filling 1lieir pockets from
the public coffers.”

“1f there is s> much dissaticfaction
with the givernment, how did it auccoed
in earrylng the elections last Octobie:?”

“By frand and an appeal t> arms, The
standing army of ten thousasa men was
employed at the polls. Hundreds of
cit'zens who oame to vote wore driven
from the polle, and many were shot.
Sencr Lacyo, &« merchant well known in
the country, was painfu'ly wounded, In
September thirty-five men who the presi-
deant feared would be poweriul encugh
to cause 1he defeat of his candidatee,
were arreatod and banished. I was ex-
iled at that time. Henry Guzman, son
of the man whom we might call the father
of the republle, is one of my fellow ex-.
ilea. We wore sent feom the country
by decree of the president, who chargad
us with being consplrators, Oar term of
banishment is indefinite. We do not
expec: to be recalled till the present
government 18 overchrown, Cardemas
was elooted for four years, and lis term
of office will not expire until 1857, Hias
officlal career will terminate before that
tlme, howevar,”

** By revolation."
“* Will the people rascrt to foree 1"
“Yes, if they cannot overthirow this
hateful govarnment in any other way,
and 1 do not see that they can.  There
would bave been a revolution befcra this
time if the army had not been poweriul
and vigilant,  You cannot fonn even a
faint conceptien of the state of fevling in
Nicaragus. The country is In a fermert.
Wealtny and distinguished pecple who
bave never mingled in politiss are lifting
thelr volcea in opposition to {lie govern-
ment, and demanding its overthrow.
Ex.Presicert Guzman, and other old
leaders have emergad from thelr retire-
ment to assall thy government. They
will be banished. The press, controlled
by the government, {a ‘daily deminding
tbe tanishment of all jrominent wion
who are opposed to haviog the people
robbed.  Tha only reison that more men
are not exilod is beennse the government
ls a'rald to send any more of them away
a1 present.’
“*How are men sent Into bapishment?”
“They are arrested by soldiers and es-
corted to an ouiwarc-bound ship, They
#re compelled to go. If they return,
they a-rc throan Into filthy, onwhole
some prlsons, whers they are often sub
Jected to brutal erueltios, Mon are gen
erally glad to leave the country, espec!
ally when they can take thelr familles
with them.  Ope's family is lable to be
l-'reatad If one leaves them in the

dent Cardenas' administration?’

*'Thers are three grave grounds of
complalnt, The finances of the govern-
ment are dlshonestly and extravspgant]

managed, Every contraot for labor ane

supplies arc controlled in some way by
the banking house to which I have re

forred. This howse Is 1he ring, as
North Amerleans would csll it, which
gels something out of every government
expenditure, The goverpment hasYa
monopoly on the rum and tobacco trads.
All producers are compelled to sell those
artioles to the government, and the goy-
ernment sells the tobacco and rom back
to the people st an enormous profit, The
tobaccs tiade has almost been deatroyed
by this monopoly, Businoss is depressed
by the vxcessively high taxcs levied on
imports, The taxes ure out of all pro-
portioa to the size, wealth, and needs of
the country, If the sifairs were honestly
adiiinlstered there would be no necessity
for enormous taxcs, The shameful ang

“The 'v.aty Is vory popular. The peo-
ple wout'd Itke to sae it atified, but they
nope that the ratlfication may be deliyad
till the present goecrnment is over-
thrown, becausa they feol that it would
atford i1ts officers a great opporiunity to
st al, The route which the ecanal would
take is through a aslulizious coontry.
Oar people eee that it wounld bs an ad
vantage to them to hsve the cansl, Our
trade with 1hia country would be consid-
erably iocreased. At pressnt we buy all
of cue flour, soap end machiney here.
Onr manufactured sr icles snd supplies
ara purchased fvom Eogland, France and
Germany. Englaud liss the bolk of our
foreign trada.  All of onr cotton cloth is
bought thera, We buy wherever the
mirket is the lowest. If (he canal were
opened we would buy more in the United
Stater, because the cost of ransporintion
wonld be little, and enovgh would be
saved in that way to enable ne to par:
chesa [u the United States mcost srtcles
now bought in Europe. There srs no
manufacturas in Nicarsgua worth men
tionlng, The govercmoent docs not en-
courage them, ueither does it enconrage
immigraticn, Agricuiture isnot fostered,
and the people complain that they can
get no assiatance from the government to
sid them In intraducing new implaments
apd methodis, Treade 1s also resricted
and heavily taxed. If these grievances
wers romoved Nicarigua would be a
happy eountry.

The malberry family ta & Iarge ooe,
There sra about ten kinds, There is the
blick molberry of Agia, wliich urows in
the south of Earops, 1t 18 & low ftree
with thick he vy heanchens, which cannot
codure Ui eold of our northern winlers;
ita wood is of litt'o ageount, but the triee
isa groat bearer and  this makes it
favorite where it can lis grown,

The white mulberry i+ &
China, This 1s not so gooid o Mrait bearer
nd the black, buy ls rais o for the use of
tilk wormm, It 1s & popular tres amony
The fruft fa 1ot of much
acoonunt. Thors  are two or ilire
branches of the white family.

Tho rod mulberry is a native of Amor-
ia, & rank grower aud quita s fralt
hanror, and the timber 13 valuehla, Then
there is the India mulberry which bears
Iarge black Liorrios of delicate flivor, bat
this Is too tender for ua,

Then there ia a native of Madagascar
anidl another uative of Perm, mnothoer
famlly grows in Cashmere, and there i
another ralntive of this famlily which laa
native of North [udis.  OF course there
arevatintionsor sproutsfrom these distinet
families, like the Downlng overbearing,
extenaively vsed ln the eastern sfit:s,
This in & variation of the Americwn and
fa nctad for bearlng through several
weoke, large crops of fine, rich berries,
But the aselan mulborey seems to be a
distinct species of this lirge and respeota-
ble family of fruita, Uur fisst introduc
tiop to 1t wes by the HRuesians who
brought it to Nebraska ten ortwelve
yoara ngo.
