St. Petersburg is a city of gourmels.
The long nights in winter, and the ex-
cossive cold and discomfort out of
doors, drive the inliabitants to in-door
pleasures.  They consequently pay
great attention to the cuisine, and the
ewokna become cordon-blews, The best
cwisine is, of course, the I'rench, and
there are French ¢lefs in many of the
houses, but the Russians have o number
of national dishes they are fond of, es-
pecinlly sonps—cabbige soup eaten
with sour cream, cucumber soup, acd u
cold, sonr soup, which they swear by,
but which is not very agrecable to s
foreign palate. Tho root vegetables,
turnips, beets, ete,, are remarkably
good; #o0  are  watermelons and
cncumbers, while game, snipe, wood-
cock, partridges, white partridges,
hazel grouse, Dblack cock, cogs
du bois, and bare are all abundant in
their season and good. In the wat{‘ of
fish, the salmen is excellent, and they
have trout, pot-flsh, perch, grayling
sequis, somewhat like a striped bnss,
and the famouns sterlet, which I do not
think deserves it reputation. Its roe
makes the best caviare, The regular
Russian restanrant is not to be seen in
Bt. Petersburg, Thereis one in Mos-
cow, they call the Hermitage, which is
thoroughly Russian, A feature of these

restaurants is an immense mechanical
organ, which ds out lively airs dur-
ing dinner. One can hardly talk. The

oorrect thing to do is to take, before
dinner, & *zscouska,” which being in-

The Fate of a Man a "Wee 1t Darf'—
' Fooentriglties,

The masoclated press dispatches of
Thursdsy night detall the istest holocaust
horror in the burning of the lusane de-
partment of the West Philadelphis alms-
honse, Oneof the violms, Frank De
Chacon, was & former resldent of Omahs,
where hils peculisr ways and eccentrici-
tles made him one of the charactira of
local life,

He was a’man thirty.five yearsof age,
and before & harmless form of insanity
seized him, s man of brilllant powers,
and some soclal position, He formerly
lived in Chicago, whero In m mysteriovs
and sudden minoer he lost & young wifc
and only ¢aoghter, now burled In thst
olty. Theterrible sheck of bereavem: nt
destroyed his juental balance, He drifi.
out to Umahs In March 1883, whira he
scon beesme a'most oniversslly koown.
He was withoutas suanr. and throngh the
