Sam Hounston's Duels

A correspondent of the Bowling
Green (Ky.) Intelligencer unearthed an
old man of the vicinity who remembered
all about “the sensation of the year
1826," the old man being one of the
participants in the duel that eansed the
sensation, To settle a spat that come
of hot blood Gen. 8am Honston, then a
member of Congress from Tennessee,
and Gen. White, of Nashville, agreed
that on “Sapt, 23, 1826," they would
“fight a duel on the Tennessee line:
time, sunrise; distance, fifteen feet;
weapons, holster pistols.” Houston got
ont of bed at 3:40 a.m. on the 2id, and,
sitting in his night clothes, molded two
bullets. As the first fell from the
mwold & dog named “Gen., Jackson”
raised a trinmphant howl under the
window. ‘hen the second bullet
dropped a game cock erowed long and
loud from a neighboring tree, Houston,
who was superstitious, cut the figure of
a dog on one bullet, and that of a cock
on the othgr. The principals stood at
their posts on the second and to the
inch, White's lead cut a whistle
through the sharp air, bunt Houston
stood nnhurt. At the same instaut the
bullet with the dog mark passed clean
throngh White’s body, s that a silk
handkerchief was drawn from oneside to
the other. Afterthe duel Houstonselect-
ed as his coat-of-armg the famonf
“ghicken cock and dog.”
