At the St. Paul's Episcopal church yes-
terdsy iuworniog, the pastor, Rev, T, J.
McCay, preached the fellowing sermon:

The word {ranslated clarity, in this
gospel, in the now verslon is more prop-
erly translated love. The teaching of St,
Paul in tlis preinge is aimply the teash-
logs of .Jesus, enlarged- 1In the mouth of
Jesus ard of theapustles it was not o new
teachirg, Moses had taught the ohil-
dren of Israel that Cicd had commanded,
“Thou shult love thy meighbor as thy
eel!.”

While Jeeus quoted the second great
commandment of the law, “Thon shalt
lova 1thy neighbor as thyself,” 1t was not
& new teaching In one sense wlile in an-
other sensn it was, There was this diff-
ercnce that whereas in the old Jewish
dispensation It bad a narrow, con' racted
mosning which prevented its applicetim
save in 8 lmited rangs of astusl kinship,
ortribal ralatfons, 1t was now to besome
of world wide force sud meaning. Inthe
hands «f the Jewish rabbis the word
nolghbor was made t» mean a
very  small circla of perhaps
Imuwediuty frivnds or close relations

In the wider application which Jesus
gives the word it comes from bim &s in-
deed a “‘new commandmeant.” It was
addreesed to 1he whole of his followers :
“Anew eommandment I give unto you
that ve love onc another,”  But that he
intended that love to go 1o further than
to the small circle of followers to whom
he apake we cannot for 8 moment sup
pose.  The grounds upon which the com
mand is bated forbids such & rarrow in-
terpretation of the words,

We are cominanded to love each other
becauge Chriet loved us aud gave himself
for u.  Bacause God loved us snd gave
His son Into the world to take upon him-
solf our thish, The love of God was
shown by the love of Jesus, **As the
Fatlior hiath loved e, a0 1 bave loved
you, Continoe yo in wy love. ' Grerter
love hathh no man than this, than a man
lay down his life for his frlends, *'Ye
are my frlencs if ye do whatsoever |
command you, and these thiogs | com
mand yvou that ye love one ano her.” It
was emioent'y a new law that we should
love one another, snd mcra than this,
that we sheuld love as Corist lovee.
