Several Important Ordinances passcd
and Othery Business Done,
Tke sensational featore ¢i last might's
council meetlng was tliat every a'derman
waa present.
Col. Keatley proposed to compile the
ordinances of the city for $500 in genoral
fund warrente, and to kave at least H00
copies printed for 81.50a prra, IRofer.
red.
An ordinance was presented providing
for two jallers, ona to icrve days, the
cther nights, to reccive the samoe pay as
the police. The ordinance provided that
all prizoners shonld be sesrshed in the
presonce of the jailer on duty, and the
jslor to tslie charge of all valuables and
effects, thus gettling the old diepute be-
tween the police and warelinl's force.
Ald, Jamcs rather objected bosause of
the incrasee of expense,
The ordinance waas passed Ald. Keat-
ing alene votad no,
The crdinarca providing for three
park commissioners wos passed, Ald,
IKeating voling ne.
The cvriidance giviry the telephone
company the right of way In  streeta for
wires snd poles, with certain restrictions
was passed.,

Several reports of the city attorney
wis received and those of them which
could be made out, were read and placed
on file, Am<ng those read was one de-
claring that the police role making the
chief the costodian of prlsoners’ etfocts
wos veid, it beirg inconflict with the
crdioance making the marehal the cus.
todian. The msyor and pelico commit-
tee ware inttructsd to make a new rule,
An appropristion of 2200 was made fcr
making & temporary till on lower Ninth
street,

An ordinance avd resslution waa adopt-
ed providing for issulng £25,000 wore
sity improvement bondstc pey for paving
intersections.

Tke committee reported that the cost
of paving the thro o streets was £103,000,
and no more special assestuiont honds
were toeded,

Thepext “war ' In which Woleely en

geged was tkat known nythy Hed River
expedition, In 1870, This was simply »
aort of military exploring party. The
only glory utiaching to it waes that the
expedition puce. eded sfter many months,
in finding itsa way to Fort Garry without
getidng loat in the woods,
There was no fighting suod polody
got  hiiet, For  this  Wolseley was
cr.ated a koight ¢f Ssinta Michael and
Georga, He waa created adjutant gen
eral 1n 1871, and In August, 1873, was
appolnted {5 tha ecommand of 1ha ox
peditlon agalnet King Coffis, of Ashan
tee.  The camprign vorslsted of o rather
protracted hunt thirovgli the bush of a
horde of nuked neuroen srmed with
pointed sticks. In this  expedition
Wolseley onma within a halr'a breath of
rain by an over conlidenze in the super-
iorlty of his froops and a contempt for
the *'niggers.” The culy tangible result
of the expadition was tha capturs of
King Colfee’s umbrells, which is to.day
exlubitad in the London mussum,
On his return to Kegland he was
orvated  chevaller commonder of  the
bath, and was prezented by parliament
with a rewarl of £25,000. In May,
1574, he went to the Cape, where ho
helpud £) oateh Cotewayo in the Afclean
Jongle. Hiv ernduet of ths campaign
ngainat Arabi Pasha is atill fresh in the
mindas of readers This was tho only
eampuign in whith he parilelynted that
aan be sald to vise to the diznity of war
at all.  Yet il cannot to disciabed ss »
battle ia tle modern serds. Arabi's
army conalsted of amch of ignorant,
timld Egyptlan fcllahe, denggod from theie
huts In chaing, and who tell on their
faees begeing for mercy ut the approach
of the enemy. The ony resistance otfered
was by  two regiments of Sondanese
blacks, who showed that if they only
eoualled the British in numbers Wels: ley
would  have had no  pamde  vietory,
There were a hundred skirmishes in our
civil war unmentioned  in history, and
nameless, in which move generalship was
shown and more blood shed than in all
Wolseley's expeditions put together,  In
the present campaign Wolse'ey blundered
from the first to last  Instead of making
Suakim the base, and stiiking for Berber,
200 wmiles  distant, which wonld have
brought him within 220 miles of Khar
tonm, he choose the windings of the Nile,
a wnreh of nineteen hundroed miles,  He
then divided his command into thiree ex-
peditions, withoot sny apparent necessity,
sent two of them nhead i ditferont direc
tions, and sat down binself at Korti to
wait for news!  And™ow, when the Brit
ish mintstry have given lam full power to
act a8 he may think bhest, instead of shoul
dering the respomibility of his blunder
and endenvering to retrieve his disaster,
he pitchiforks the blame back on the min's-
try, snd like the ostrich of the desert
tries 1o hide his failure by sticking lis
head in the sand,

The man on
whom the cheice for senator falls is ue-
ually the one whose friends and bsckers
have the most money. It is part of the
bargaln that his wealth shall be used to
Eelp others wlio sry of service {0 him
when the time aball come Lo fit them out
with their cilicial rewards,

There nee three or four questlons of
vital iaterast before tha people of Amer
{oa )-day whlch candidates for senator
onght to be made to define thele poal-
tions on, but not one in o dozen s ever
asked to doso, It makes no ditference
to the legslaters what  theie ot
tltude is.  1f they are part sans of their
g'vipe nud appear to have enough power
to ke it worih whils to tic vp to 1hem,
that is cuowgh. DBiyond that o ove
cares,  The senators thus elecied sra al-
moest invariably men whore sympathioe
ate entirely with the corporstions, 1o
the sonate they wield a power which s
all but absolote on 1he destiniza of the
nation, In this way the people who
elect thelr repr s:ntatives ia congress
wi himuch care permit all thaiv «ilors
to ke nuolitied by a sanate made up of por-
vili too's of wiorop lg. The heure of
repreccotatises enn seccwplish nothing
in tha way of reform whilc the grost cos
porate ivtorcsts of the country ecntlnug
to ehose the senata.

A more striking example of legislstiva
cross-pnrposes it would be difhoult to
trodoce, For ten years the honse «f
representatives hss bosn cuonelpated
from the lobby, When the Goalds and
Hunt'ngtons found that they could pot
not minifu ate tkat Lody they lejan
to intrench themselves in the Unlted
Statea wonate. The soccess tha* hes
attended their effores is shown by the fact
that while the konnte ia uick to indorss
any julithint may origioate fn the heus
and to send moany sach achiomoes of ita awn
to tha otber chamber, it rvarely fmls t,
defest any mensure of reformoer ro'rancli-
muent Proposs d by thie latt v, Its « e
ity for talking & populatbill to desrli ia
great.

How 1the Washiogton Monument's
Corner-Stone was Linid,
{'orrezpondence Cleveland Leader.

I came peross an old copy of the Na.
tional Intelligencer of July 6, 1848, atthe
librnvy  to day, It containg a full de-
scription of the laying of tha corner-stone
of the Waehington monumm-nt, on thedth
of July of that year. Wa-hir gton city
centeicod at that time less than 40,000
people, and what is the bestpast of the
ity now was thea a swamp  The day of
the layiog «f the corwer stone was cool
and pleasant. A rvain had laid the dust
on the vvepiog priceding i*, aad the sun
rose with thousands in the ci y to v ew
the caremeny, Toe morm ng open d with
gilutes from the navy yard and the ariv.
nal, end the prozes ion which formed was
mude vp of & great number of temperance
sociatles, some of which dragged hogs
heads of water on wheels, of fire com-
panies, of Sunday schools, and of other
organizations from sl psres of the conritry.
The layiog of the stone wss attended by
trom 15,000 to 20,000 gpeople, and
the crowd sarg “0Old Huodred' ns o
pmtof ita ceremonies, The ground for
8 long dlet nce around the monument
was covercd with u temporary tloor of
boards, 3nd aroond these eeata like those
of the grend stand at a race coursc were
1:t out to spectatcrs at so mucn a head,
Iobert C. Winthrop, the speaker of the
House of Reprisentatives, read an ad-
dreas, and a very long and a very able
one it was, The paper soys It wos clisa.
