Seventy-five cents a bushel for wheat waa
a faucy price, 1f we got G or 8 cents a
dozen for eggs we thought we were doing
woll,  Nice corn-fed pork, dressed, we
carrfed It to market for Q" &
hundrad. The butter wo pat on the
market in those days wss the genuine
Orange eonnty artlele, yellow as goid and
hard as a walout. 1 have eo'd tubful
after tubful of bulter at 10 centa a pound
that would net me 75 cents easy if 1 had
It or any like it to ssll now. That was
before the Erie railway came throuab
here and pat us up to selling our milk in-
stead of making It Into butter. We
didn’t have any lime-kept eggs to sall in
these days, elther, As for taxes, I pald
$100 for my farm of 100 acres when I
wra getting 10 centa a pound for butter,
On the same farm now I pay £42.50, and
I have aold my cotlre dalry of milk for
what is equal to more than three times 10
cents n pound for butter. There is o
good deal of humbug in this muumlng
after the good old days, and I know 1t
