Mr. Gladstone iy extremely unfortu-
nale in that the disastera which have over-
taken the DBritish forces In the Sou-
dan should Lappen at a
time when he was about to
saore the greatest triumph of his politica)
career by consummating the meawire for
extending the franchise roform In spite
of the most desperate oppoeitton on the
part of the lords. At this critical junc-
tare the publleation of General Gerdon's
letiers is more than ever unfortunate for
Mr, Gladstone. The English public i
just now in a conditicn to attach much
more welght to General Gorden's words
than latrinsieally belongs to them, The
tragical death of the wriler makes him
apponr in the Eaglish eyes a martyr to
the Eaogitsh ceuse, though it would be
much more accurate to deeeribe bim
as a martyr to  the cause of
Fiayptian  rale  In the Souden
Thers 18 no usa in arguing with & people
luboring undor the excitement which now
secms to pervade all England, This ex-
citewent 15 shown, not only in the efin-
aive enthusiem which sttends the depar-
ture of trocps for what is expected to be
pext nutumn tha eeat of war, but also,
and even more foraibly, in the sllonce of
all the persons ard presses from which we
wight expezt to hiear proests sgaiust the
war of vengeance that Great Britain has
undertaken,

One of the remarsable incidents of Lthe
Egyptinn eampaign is the fact that the re-
ief of Gen, Gurdon and the schlevements
of the objecis of the campaign were frue-
trated by ucforseen circnmstances trivial
within themsslves but terribly fatal in
thalr consequenco, Three days mors of
loyally on the psrt of Gordon's officirs
and mon st Khartoum, and the goveru-
ment would now have been riding the
creet of & great wave of public applauss,
und Weolseley more than ever the military
idol of the Britlsh people. Triachery
which Gordon himse'f did not fear snd
which no man conld foresea hss demoral-
iz¢d the whole British campalgn In the
Sondan, disconcerted the policy of Glad-
stone and his ssioclates and set the
civillzed world to hesplog sbuse upon
men who are the victlms of an accident,
Ope would think to read the editoria's
and dispatches in the American press or
to hear the clamer of the Loadon popu-
lace that Gladstone and Wolseley had
played the part of fools from first to lust;
that they had failed in plans and in thelr
execntion, and that the difficulties of the
present situstion in the. Soudsn might
jostly be cherged to England's grestest
warrior, sud even more to her greatest
stateesan. All this comes of Gordon's
betrayal by his trosted  officers.
Until Khartoum fell by treachery sll was
going well with the Britlsh expedition
and Wolisley's plans and Gladstone's
purposes wirsa ilupinf events with re.
markable precision, It must be remem-
bered that the conquest of the Bondsn.

The foeeling
toward France, iastead of being that of
moral support, is that sho was wantonly
interrupted  the commerce of other
pations,’snd enfailed heavy losses upon
individuals by carrying on anunrightecus
War.

The cruelties said to hava besn praa-
ticad by the soldiera of Gen. Da l'lsle
upon the Cli'nsee priscners at IKelung
will valy inteosify the werld’s sbhor-
renca of the contest. 1tis reported that
the wretched Chinege who bave fallsn
into the handa of the French have bzen
put to desth by the bayoret whenaver
they proved too wesk from lack of foed
to work upon the fortifications. Thia
aatmy too atrocious for eredence, but if
it bo troe the fact affords a good reazon
for the juciclons intervention of friendly
powers, wilin view to ending a contest
which France onght not to have initiated,

The St. James Gazeite, London, ra-
cont'y gave a detailed slntement of cir-
comstences showing tha% Ituesia has de-
aigng on Britieh Indin. While it s
poseible that the circumstameas which the
(Gezitte rogards as suspicious are not
really Indicative of Rusein's present in-
tentiors, they show a condition of ailairs
that may in the and invite attack, Russia
has from 100,000 to 200,000 troops which
can eatily be spared for a deseznt on
Indla. It has established suoh relations
with Afghaniatan that no apposition need
be cxpected from that quarter, The
British army in India 18 com-
posed of 10,000  British  troops
and 40,000 Sepoye. Ths Iatter de-
scription of troops are generally falthfol
whin their propartion to the who'e ls not
too lsrge. They arc natlves who have en-
tered tha invader'sservize on the principlea
:hist us the invader was there and likely
to remain, they might as well profit by »
conditicn of things they are powerless to
prevent, 1L ls not probable that Ru sia
will move sgainat Ind 0 whila Epglendis
engsgid In convincing Egypt thar El
Mahdi is indecd n false prophet. Tha
people of Ind a might not accept a change
of masters so readily if El Mahdi shonld
be eucoessful In Eeypt. Wo may thore-
fore accept the diselsimer of the Rusalun
government of any lutention of ce:upylog
Herat &5 sincere.

The campalgn In FEaypt bas been o
very cortly one for England, 1t was al
ready known that in the ranks the mate-
ris]l wes not pearly so gocd ns It was
twenty years ago, and that the officers
had to take extrnordinnry risks in order
to keep their men up to the front; but
anch a elaughter of leaders as hns been
witnessed duoring the preeent campaign
is utterly wi‘hout precedent. Thero are
fow armies of which it might be said, ss
of any of the hos's which did battle for
the Union, that if every ocommisalcned
officer wore ewept away the army would
remaln ia vlgor undiminiehed, And the
Anglo-E yptian srmy la one of those
hoets.

The atiack of the German ironclads
upon the settlement at the Cameroons
will be regarded as a barbrous way of be-
gmoiog the work of colonlzation, 1f the
reperis of the bombardment are to be
creditad, the British government will
probably tind itself in strained relations
with that cf Germmz in consequence of
the destructlon of the property of Eng-
Ush traders, Great Britaln at any rate
ia not in the hablt of quietly submitting
injustice of any sort upon her subjects
when it ls praciised by foralgn powers.

Two Wives, Thirtvesix Ohilddren amd
GOO Laving Descendaants,

Martin H. IManchaed, of Rloomiog-
dale, Morris county, No J., died on Jan-
unry 20, sged M joms. dhe Bocnion
Bullatin eays:

SHe was fivst mareled in 1800, at the
ago of 14 yoars, to Sarah Beach,  His
first child, n daughrer, wes boro when ke
waos liftern yenra old, Her nsme was
Elizabeth, She warried Henry Vandor-
hoof, who died durlng the past yorr st
Denville, rged 84, When Blanchard was
16 yoars and 6 montha old he was the
fatbee of twins—Abner and Aaron—both
now llving in Morris county, av the sge
of 77. Thero were aftsrward born to
Lim by hia firet wife eixteen cther chil-
dren, moklog nineteen in all.  His fiest
wife diedfin 185, He afterwards wac-
rled & woman named Youmans, of Rook-
away township.

By this wife he bad eleven children;
the youngest, Martin, in now about 20
years of age, Tho oldeet grandehild of
H. Blanchard, the eubjeot « i this sketch,
was n daugbtar of Elizabath Vanderhoof
(his fir:t child), and was born before her
grandfather was 30 years of age. Her
name is now Jacobuos, and ahe has three
grapdebildrer, who are married and have
children, Mattln H. Blanchard's chil-
dren in all numbered thiriy-six or thirly-
seven. Daring the wer, when Martin
H. Blanchard was 7/} yeara old he said he
hed enough male descendants of his own,
inclading those who married into his
farmnily, to make a company of 100 able
bodied men.
