On for the War,

In the fall of 1801, & party of five of
o left Utnaba for the purpase of enliste
inginthe army., We reachod Bt. Jos
by water on the steamer “'Omaha,’” and
were aworn in but smignol t5 no partic
ular regimont, Thence we went to St,
Louls by wey of the Hannibal & 8t. Joo
road to Hanuibal whera we took atenmer
v the Mississlpl and son fonnd oar-
solves qanrtered it Bonton Barracke, pre.
viously and sines used &4 the St. Lou's
fair grounde. Here two of our number
jolned a regimont of lowa eavalry, two of
ns drifted into the Second 1o wa infentry,
and tho fifth membor of our party we Lt
slght of as a soldler,

[ha rogiment selecicd by myeelf and
comrnde was tho first three yoars' rogi-
ment muatercd into ths service from the
state of Jows, and i's first tield officers
all besame generals within o short time,
namely: Colonel, Samuel R. Curtis; leu-
tenant colonels, James M, Tuitle and
Major M, M. Crocker. It remalned in
the army until the close of the war, re-
eulisting at Pulmki, Tenn,, In Desem-
ber, 1863, for another term of threa
years, It was composed entirely of
young men and was sctlvely engsged
doring the entire term of rervics,

The buildings occupied ms barracks at
St. Louis were one stery frames, cheaply
conatrocted, surronnding three sides of a
large square which wes uscd for perade
ana drlll parposss, The quarters were
c:mfortable onough, however, hat the
tedium of the drill and confiuement of a
scldior's life whon first enterad vpon is
wearing beyoad all comparison, except It
be with that of the life uf a penitentiary
convict, I ramember that 1, at this pe-
riod of military carser, usad to walk up
and down on the parade ground wonder-
ing “‘Can I endare three long years of
this?” and the only comfort to be found
In the sitnation was the reflec ion that
the war might not last long, in which
case udischarge would come sconee. 1
wan a green boy who had had bgt littls
experience in being away from home,
slow to makeacijuaintancer, and lonesome
to the last degrea,

GUARDING PRISONERS,

December 234, 1801 we are ordered
down in‘o the city to take charge of a
bady of 1,300 pr'soners who had been re-
cently captured in the interlor of Mis-
souriwhile on the way to joln Sterllng
Prnice. M Dowell's Madicn{ college, cor-
ner of Gratlot and Eighth street, whose
owner had sought service in the rebel
armwy, had been selzad by the govern.
ment and convarted Into a prison, n  row
of brick buildlngzs on the esst side of
Eighth street, directly opposite the col-
lege, hzlng fitted up as quarters for our
reglment, That night Latood goerd daty
furthe firat time in my life, and was sta-
tioned in front of a window with Instruc-
tlona to shoot any one attempting to get
out of that aperture; fortunataly my fears
that there will be s rudden and uncon.
controllable desira on the part of the en-
tire ontfit to endeavor to etcipa by means
of that particalar window sud on that
particulir oceaslon prove anfoanded and
I am not requiced to bathe ny hands in
the blood of my fellows at any time dir-
ing the long night,

Our ssrvice here was quite pleassnt,
thongh we gwore on guard duty every
cther day. We escaped drill, howsever,
oue rations were abundsnt, and we took
graat interest in our regular evening drass
parade which wes held on Eighth street
just sonth of Gratlot. The regiment was
one of the hest drilled in the army, bad s
spiendid brass band and saperfor marial
masie, and these parndesattracted crowds
of visitors, and much favorable comment
on tho part of the St. Lonis press. On
ona of these ocessions & union lady who
lived divectly in frontof the poeitlon oz-
cupled by the regiment when on paradae,
presented us with a basatitul wresth It
was carried ont to Col. Tuttle by the
bright little davghter of the donor, as he
sloodin feont of the cantur «f the line,
the command standing at *‘parade rest,”
The colonel directed her to carry it to the
color bearer (brave Harry Doolittle whose
blood stained the snow at Fort Donelson
one week later as it poured from four
wounds made by rabel pullsts), the silken
tlag ia lowered, 1he little girl pluses the
wrenth upon the spesr head of the ilag
stafl, the colors are raisad, s burst of
musio by the band, the happy child runs
swiltly to her mother while the regiment
returns Lo quarters.

February Tth, 1862, we recelve tne
news of the eapture of Fort Henryg,
whereat there iy grest rejoiclng, and the
following day brings with it marching
orders from  Gen. Hallack, depsrtment
ccmmander. Febramry Oth we eacort to
a steamer the pritoners whom we have
been guarding, and as the bost swings
off into the streamn to carry them 1o
Alton, Ill., where they are to be con-
fined in the old penitentlary bulldiog,
they gave throe reusing cheers for Jeff.
Davls, and then thres checrs, quite aa
hearty, for the Second Jows, The next
dasy we march down the rlver and take
pavasge on the T, H, McGlll, under very
disagreeable clrocumstances, When we
took charge of MoDowells college we
found stored awsy in the atilc a large
and valaable mossum. Lt was supposad
that this musenm was fully prowected
f[rom damage, but » few of our men broke
into the room sod Injared it to some ex
tent, just as eur marching orders were
lssued. This comlog to the knowledge
of Gen. Halleck he disgraced the entire
reviment by directlng that we shou'd
march throngh the sireets on our way to
the steamer, withoot musis and with our
colors furled. This was an sctof injus-
tloe which cxclied afeeling of resentmont
on the part of the regiment, intens!fied
hr(hn. Halleck s subsequont ill treatment
of Gen, Grantafter the bat'ls of Donelson,
wliloh resulted In our utter foabili v to
appreclate Gen. Halleok in after years s
s m'litary mwan 1o the degre: thal, pos-
sibly, he dessrved.
