Tha governor had
learned that the auditor had examined a
large nomber of incorporated banks,
other than savings banks, and had net re-
ported the fees, which amcunted to sever
al thousand dollare, 1t wan held by the
governor thst these fees must go Into the
treasury, as the soditor bad no ight to
demsand extra compensation for dutles re-
qulred to be performed by such officer,
and furthormore that his actlon
In demsnding foen for  such
bank cxsimlnatlons wera slmply extor-
tions, sa thore was no authorlty for exact-
log them, Under these circomatances the
governor refused to approve the auditor's
bond, and woald not sccept n atatement
of the nuditor signed by n clerk, It
seems to us that if, as the governor main-
talns, the froa wers unauthorlzed and
wera elmply extortlons, they ooght t5 he
ratiirned to the bankers from whom they
werp extoried, instead of geing fo  the
traasury., The state in azcepting euch
moneys wounld be just as guilty of extor:
tion na Anditor Brown, and the s'ate bny
no more right to that money than Brown
has. The auditor made a propesition t2
leave it to the courts to declde to whom
the money belongs, and meantime he
wonld depesib s sum with tha stato treas-
arer cqua! to the amonnt of the fees, to
ko disposed of in accordance with the
legal decision. This propositlon was
made upon the condliisn that the gover-
nor would approve the auditor’s bond,
but the governor refused to do thia, bo-
osuso, ay he clalmed, ke would theroby
violate the statute, and at the same time
release the old bondsmen,

Itis also charged agaiost tha audilor
that he has drawn warravts for noarly
86,000 and ean only show vouchers for
§67. Ia snswer to thiy the auditor
claims tha% he can show by his records
ond the stubs of the warrdnt book how
the money has been experded. Tho
committso of experta tha' examlned tho
accounts, except the bank fees, have
made a report to the governor, but its
contents have mot bzen made public.
The governor declared that he was ready
to approve the aunditor’s bond whenevar
he would prercnt the proper vouchers for
warrants drawn, and make full return of
feos collected and received. To this the
auditor replied that he was prepared to
show where every cent appropriated to
the use of his office had gone, but that no
one had a right to dictate how his office
shall be conducted. The governor Is
sustained In his action by the altornoy
general, and he danies that he has bien
influenced in any way by lnsurance com-
paniey, which have bzen fighting the an-
ditor becavss he has thorough'y Investi-
gated their affairs and exposed *“‘the wild-
cat” institutions. The auditor, oa the
other hand, malntains that hls office is a
co-ordinate branch of the s'ale govern-
nient, nnd althongh the governor hss the
power to suspend bim, he has no consti-
tutlonal right to interfere with his office
nor to review hls official acts, that power
belng reserved to the courts. Ths case
has at last got into the courts upon the
petition of J. W. Cattell, who hes been
made wuditor pro tem, asklog for
a mandamus fo compel Brown
to tura over the effzcts and booka to him,
The paople of Iowa, und particalarly the
citizons of D:a Molnes, ara anxiously
awaiting the resalt, which will prsbably
not ba raached for eeveral daya. In Des
Molnes, whera Brown has a great many
friends, thore 1z conslderable exeltement,
On Saturdey an Indigaalion meeting in
his behalf was held, and the matter was
discnesed, sud Browa's friends nrgad the
sdoption of resolulions sustaining him
and derounc’ng the governor., Some cool
headed cltizins, however, advised them

to leave ths settloment of the
contorversy to the courts, This
{imely advice hid the efloct of

preveniing the passage of the proposed
resolutions, The governor, belvyg retpon-
aible for good government, Is no doubt
ast'ng advisedly and for the protsction of
the atate, and Inasmuch ss the anditor,
gu far as we understand the oase, refuses
to comply with the law, the probabillty
is that the governor will bo sustalned.

Scoator Van Wyck, ever «n the alert
In the Interests of the people, Las on.
earthed o glgantlc railroad lind grant
swindle which was perpetrated dwing
the cleslng hours of the lart adminisira-
tlon by no less a personage than a mem-
ber of the cabluet, Mr, Teller, secretary
of the interlor. By the fraudulent sct of
Me, Tellor In suthorizing, on the 8d of
March, the issuance of patents for the
lands embraced in the mo called **Back-
bone” land grant, Jay Gould, O, P,
Huntlugton, and their syndlcated associ.
ates, obtalned title to 700,000 agres of
land, valued at over $4,000,000. The
histozy of this Infamon steal is decided)y
intercsting, as 1t ls one of the most au.
daclons land robbiries evir committed,
and part'cularly so in the last met of
lta consummation, In 1871 cobgress
passel an sct giving a land graut fo
the New Orlesns, Vicksborg and
Daton Rouge rallway, upon condltion
that the road should be completed with-
in five years. The company never con-
structed a foot of read, bat merely lssued
bouds with which it swindled the publie.
Then following the example s:t by the
Texss Pacific—which awigned its un:

sarncd land grant to the Bonthern Pai:

ery, eventanlly got hold of this grant, and
linve over slnce baen endeavoring to in-
duce congress to confirm t, so that pat-
ents conld toe isaned to them. It wna
discovered racently that ihe thieves ex-
vected loge! patents from the interior
depsrtment, snd thercupon s protest
from n number of ronators and congrasa-
men was published, Nevertheless Mr.
Tellee nuthorized the lesuancoe of the
patents, and just before he went out of
office tho ateal was completed.

Tho resolution of inquiry introduced
by Senator Van Wyck {s a’,bhombeliell in
the camp of tha thiaves. It wlll undon®t-
edly resule in o therough Investigation,
Mr Teller will be ealled upen to cxplain,
and wo would nos be surprised to mee
bim cxpelled from the senate. His
whole course during his administeation ay
secretary of the Interlor has not  been
free from sneplelon, and his last act
strongly confirma the rumors of crooked-
nesy, Hls autborlzation of the Jssnance
of the **backbone” patents was probably
a reward to Jay Gounld for valuable asels-
tance in electing him senator from Colo-

rado,

In this way he bas made severs]
congressional races in the Danviila dle-
trict, beiog the nominee of his party last
fall, Gen, Black was the democorstle
cindidatefor lieutecant-governoe In 1172
and when Gan. Logan wag sent {o ih»
ecnate in 1879 Black was the demo-
cralic caucus nominee. He was a
delegate-st Iarge to the late demoeralic
national canvention, before which an at-
tempt was made to pat him In nominaticn
for the vice-presidency, which he pre-
vonted. He was mentioned as a candi-
date for the ULnited States ssnate from
Illineis, and it s enapocted that his ap-
pointment to be commissioner of pentions
was due to tha influence of Morrelson,
who maden flying tiip to Washington
immediately after the inauguration. Mor-
rison was afeald that Black might be
trotted out agalnst him as a dark horee in
the scnatorial race, and ke aceordingly
wanted to get him ont of the way and st
the eanie time strengthen himself with
Black's inflaence. However, the ap-
pointment of Genocral Black is an emi-
neatly proper one, he helng an old sol-
dicr, and we believe it will prove eatis-
factory to the pentioners.
