telligent quarters. The remalning encmy
of spirltualism is modern materialism; it
is an active enemy. Thers are two sorts
of splritualists, ahe said; one she ealled
spirituelle, the other spiritist, and she
drew tho point cof distinction between
them in a most spirituslistic manner it
seemed to the reporter. This dootrine,
ghe held, must bs stodied: It must be
investigated liko other theories, because
reason 1sat the bottom and by reason
alone will its truth become manifest; the
spiritual world Is a world of reality, filled
with splrite, it ia saparate from this world
or life though is connected with ita peo-
ple; each member of the audience isa
rosl spirit, the fact that they are clothed
in flesah and blood matters not.

Spiritualism accepts *‘religion,” not in
ita trne meaning of something that (s in
the past, but as all that {s grod, humane,
pura, ennobling snd productive of happi-
neas and good, for the religlon of the
spirituallsts Is as Lroad as bumanity and
as deep.
