The Proceedings of Yesterday—Testi-
mony Closed,

YESTERDAY MORNING'S SESSION.

Elizabeth Loan aworn—1 cooked two
weeks for the defendant, Lizzic Howard,
Fit™ knew her about three weeks befire
Nettie was burned. Knew Nettie during
this time: the relations between Lizzie
and Neltle were most rlondly. | was at
Nettlo's house about § or 10 Salurday
morning that the was burned, and re-

malned all day and night, I waas thera
Sanday morning. Some one had & con-
versation with herma to how ahe was
burned. She said to me that she was
badly burned; “will you ark Lizzie to
take care of me here; | neyer will get
well; 1 mm golog to die, and U want to
die in Lizzio's care; I den't know how 1
got burned.” She eald, she did not want
to go to a hospital, wished Yo stay at
home with Lizzis and not goto a  hes-
pital. At thistime, in Lizzie's preeence,
Lizule ramarked that sho did not know
how it happened and Nettie sald, “1
doa’t know either " Oa Sonday morn-
ing before 10 o'clock and alter the cor-
versation above glven, Netlie raid she
was in her right mind and told us (Lizzle,
Thompson and myaself) that she did not
know who buarned here, but that Lizz'e
and Thompson would not do so. 1
did not see her die. I lefc about 12
o'clock Tneeday. I last eaw her alive
Tuesday at 12 o'clock,

Charles Edgerton—1 measyured the
house In which Nettie wess burned. 1
did #o last night. Have the dimensions.
1 have all the girl's furnitara (giving di-
mensions). The mattress she lald on
was buroel on each side of the slip,
in the center, There wers some burned
places cn the side also. )

Doctor Uibbs—Am county phyalcian.
I dressed burns for defendant Thompson
in the county jall within a day or eo after
he was burned. The burn was on his
hand. Queation by Shields—If a person
{s burned by oll so that the barn ex.
tends from lower part of abdomen to top
of head; the burn not deep, extendiog
only to the second or trueskin, and ex.
tenslng all over the abdomen, to collar
bone on right breast, none on ths back;
all over the face, and deeper on the face
than on the hreast; the eyes protably
destroyed, buir burned off, on Satarday
morning at 1.30, and dies on following
Tueaday at;1:30 p m.; u physiclan ap-
peats about ona hour or little more after
the burning, and dresees the wound with
oil, co.ton snd lime water, prescribes
dossa of morphiaand opium at intervals
of one hour, till relief comes, and the
preacription is followed out, and the
patient from Baturday morning until 4:40
p. m. Monday following,is at times aslecp,
but never In complete coma stats; under
these ofrsumstances may cr may nob
the patient lie passively hearing conver-
gatlons around her, without ability to
reason intelligantly, snd at or about 4:40
p. m. Monday s it or ix it not extremely

robabla that the patient could not Intel-

igantly understand and answer questions?
Answer—She may 8o lie and It 18 proba-
ble.

Oross Examined—It is hardly a fact
where oplates are peralsted in, that thers
ara lueld intervals; it 1s most probable
that the opia‘es would so bacloud the
mind that the party could not reason or
intelligently uoderstand. An ordinary
dose of oplum is ons grain; of morphia
from one-aixth to one-juarter of a grain.
The effects of an ordinary dote with cr-
dinary paople wears off in six to elght
houra.

Dr. Bridges—In answer to the hypo-
thetical question just put to Gibbs the
witness ea'd it 1s & fact that patlent could
lie passive withsut power of reasoning as
to truth or probability of statement or
occurrences, In case stated here it might
be possible that the pereoa could answer
uestlons though not able to reason,

John Thompaon (the defendant)—Have
known Nettie Howard about two years
snd a hali, Am hwband, legally

marrled to Lizzle sbiut thres yea's.
Occupation for four years in Omaba has
bien teamster principslly, At the time
of burning was working as teams'er: wis
at Nettie's houss the night of barning.
Went to bed when smelting works whis-
tla sounded mldnlght, Lizzie, Nettie
and I were thera tha nfght, Best rela
tions existed between us three. larived
there that night about 7 o'clock. 1 had
rooms elsewhere, though I stoppod there
froquetly In the evening after tea nod

romained all night. Was  pres-
ent when ,Llzzle Bloomlield came
In for coal cil, Nettie went
out into ano her room, came

bick with empty can. Soon after I went
to bed, rome 8 ldlers came In; Lizzis wan
a'bad with me. The lsmp was then in
front room ¢n weehstand ncar head of
Neitlo's bed, 1t was Nettle's hablt to
read hersalf to sleep. I let soldlers In,
they went Into Nettie'a (middle) room,
Nettie went into her room before I went
to bed. Lizzlesnd I “*had a few words”
after we went to bed, alout a plelure of
& soldler Lizzle bad. Nettle had nothing
wha'ever to do with thia dispute; she wes
ia the other room, When the sold'ers
camc to get in, Nettie was called by
Lizzie to opan the door and led them in.
Aboot thsat time, in Nettie's room, I
heard eomething like the T4ll of some cb-
ject, In s moment Lizzle orfed out,
*‘My Ged! the house is on fire.” 1 caught
Lizzte and kept her from rushing into
Nettle's rcom. I went In, took a bucket
of water to throw over her—put It down
and took mcloth cover, or something like
it and wrapped Nettia in {t, When 1
first saw  Nettis she was covered from
hipsto top of head with flame or blaze.
Several persona came in _soon after,
two g'rls took bold of Nettie to put her
to bed; thls caused the flames to s'art
afrash, or break through \he cover, I took
it and threw it out the door. I returaned
to reom and took the blankets and cov-
ered her, When Nettle went to bed she
had been drinking, When Nettie was
lylog on floor a BeE reporter proposed
to put her on the bed and
1 teld  him she was Dbetter
off where she was, [witness gave de-
talled account of the nsppenings In the
bouse about this tlme, of no spedlal im-
ortancey ] | never asked Nettie if any-
y could be forglvea who had done
euch & thiog as that, No sach coaverss-
ever at woy Ume occurred between me
snd Nottle, or anyshing like it.
burced my hand tryiog to smother the

flames about Nettle, 1 had & conver a-
tion with Nettle Immediately alter
Huacket left hor room. 1 had been out

to the drug store and first learned that 1
was suspected, 1 then went into Nettie's
room, asked ber If she knew me, sbe re-
plied *yes;” in jeply to my questions she
said 1 had never done har any harm;

AFTERN(MIN HESRION,
Cross-examlnation of Thompson con-
tinned: Got iny hands burned when per-
sons pulled Nettie from the blanket or
covering. 1t was abou! one hour befora
1 wan arrestod | epoke to Netile snd she
recogaized me.  In reply {0 my (uestion
she sald ahe did not blume me abuut the
buraing., Juat befora this she sald tho
same to Lizzle Howard.

Re-dlrect: When officers came in they
told me they were after me and one of
theom went with me in Nettle's room,
when she sald she and 1 had no quarrel,
nor d!d she belicve 1 or Lizzle had any-
thing to do with the burning: also that
she dld not know who dlid it.

Lizzle Howard: Am Thompeon's wife.
Nottto lived with me fonr dliferent timee,
She would not remain very long with me
at a time, The lsst time she had been
with me ab:u’ three or four months, I
never had a quarrel or trouble with her
in my life. She was the best girl that
was ever in my house. She had no
trouble with me or Thompson. Friday
night, just beafore dark, she filled two
lamps, one In my room, cne in hers. She
had been drinking some when Bloomfield
came for oil, I was In bed, and and becn
in bed rick for a month, Saw her last
before jshe was burned when she
losked the door after the eoldlers went
out. Just before their coming I had sent
Nettle out for baer and whisky to use
with our lunch. Thompson was not then
there. He came sf.crwards, Nettie lot
the zoldlers outand went to her room and
shut the door, Thompson sald to me
that if he liked moldiers as wellas I do
he would go and live with them. This
led to a quarrel between Thomp-
son and myself. Neltie waa in her room
with door closed. I heard 1 o'clock
whistle blow. Some unknown men came
to tha door, but Thompson sild: *“*Don't
open the door.” 1 called Nettle to go
and open the door, and  at that very mo-
ment | heard a scream, *‘Fire!" and saw
a flaeh of light undar the door, and cried
ont: ‘"Jesus Christ! the houseis on fire.”
[Witness corroborated the other testi-
mony in thls connection In a cool, aclear
and intelligent manner, graphically illus-
{rativg the exclting scepe ] 1 heard
Nettle tell Gilligan that sne ¢il not
know how it happened or who did it,
|Heran thrilling ecene between witness
and the burned girl was depicted, the
witness breaking down in tears and sobs
for & momcnt as she told of the poor
girls helplesinees and anxiety that her
frue name should not be known, and her
piteons appeals that witness should lie
beside her on her uniojured arm and
kiss Nettie's poor burned lips. The en-
tire court room wans aflected fora mo-
ment.] Nettie told her she knew witness
had nothing to do with the burnlog, nor
Thompson either. This repeatedly done.

Oross examlned: Firat knew Nettle
four years ago. I saw her fill the lampa
that nightin the front room. [Dlstrict
attorney skilifully put this witness on the
rick, but falled to shake her testimony
In any parifeular. Her teatimony was ns
clear a8 a bell,] The prosccution here
rested and the distrlct attorney announc-
od that the state had presented its case.
The attorneys handed in instructions
they desired and gave reference to eu-
thorlties.

“Peoceed, Gentlemen,” sald Judge Ne-
ville, and caulioned the thickly packed
audience to ba silent,

M. 'EETELLE
opened for the state by admitting that no
mouve for the crime had been shown by
the presacntion,  But, he c'aimed, seme
facts in these catey must be admlitted,
He procecded in a calm, rexsoning way
to show that the circumstances polnted
to defendants’ guilt. He denied that the
burning of the wenan can be sreoonted
for on the hypothests that it was an acci-
dent. 1t was, in thelight of the peculiar
circumstances detailed by the witnesses,
impoesible to havebeen the result of &c-
cilent. Here counsel analysed the teati-
mony and after forty minutes yielded to
ME, SHIELDS,
who cntered Into alogical examination of
| the suspleious circumstanc s relied upon
by the state, and with energy and fores
presented his vlews upon thelr lack of
tendency to convince any Intelligent
man, After forty minutes the court ad-
journed until this morning at 9 o'clock,

The andden development of a colonial
pollicy on the part of Germany has led to
some misonderstandings betweon that
power and Great Britain, and thore is o
suggeation that the United Etates may
even become lnvolved, bnt this is not
probable. The American ldea of attend-
Ing sirictly to home affalen snd paying
little sttention to what is going oa else
where may nst bring us colonies in all
parts of the varth, but it saves us s great
deal of tronble.

The only salzare made by Germany In
fts new born thelst for emplre In which
Amerlcans are spoclally intorested was
that of the Samoan lslands. There arc
nine or ten in number and are sitaated in
the Southern Paclfiz Ocean. Scme time

aftor the war many adventorers
from the southern sta'ex  found a
ledgment there, and ss the natlves

were teaotible, the soil fertile and the
climate ralobrlous, they concluded Lo re-
main. They found cotton p'anting »
very profitable business, and in time they
built up an extensive teade. Addi-
tional areiva's from the Ualted S:iates
and from Kngland soon gave the Ea.
glish spoaking colony a dostded numer-
leal advantage over all forelgners, and
as tho nativea were on partlenlar felend.
ly terms with the Amer.cane, the latter
pressntly cane to wleld a controlling in-
flugpes in the buslness and puﬁli.‘ml
aflnieas of the ialauds,

Twelve or thirteen years ags Preeident
Grant sent an ermy friend ot his named

Steinberger off on  one of thoas
ageeeablo tours for the in-
apactian cf consulates, which bhave

n.t been eo common of late as they used
to be, and to this fact the intereat of the
United States In the islands 18 chiefly
ue. Steinbargsr was a cltizen of Colo-
rado at the time, and kad great idens of
bonanzis and things. In pursulog his
jouraey be came at length to Samoa,
and, being favorably impressed with the
situation of affslrs, he resolved to ramain
thera and see what he could do for him-
salf. Before many months had elspsad
he saccesded in winniag the confidence
of the simple-mindod vatlves, and by his
calm assurance and fine addreas he soon
convineed the Americans and the Eng-
lish that ha wes jost the man thal they
needod to bring thelr far away 1elands to
the notica of the world. Of course the
relations ex’sting between bimself and
the then president ot the United States
loat nothiog In his reci'al, and the plaoei-
hla atory which he told was well ca'-
caleated to impress even bet'er posted
men. Upto that time the agricoltural
and commeretal operations of tho set:lers
had besn cirrled on In o primitive way,
but under Sgeinbergar's inflaence wharves
and warchonses wera bullr, machinery se-
cared, end other preparations made for
doing u more extanded bueiness, Wkhen
thess things wera well under way St in-
berger called a mreting of all the head
men cf the ieland and arravg.d a f.rm of
government, comprising a cab net and 8
patliament and a figarehead in the form
of a king, who had to te a native. He
then made ore ¢f the hereditary chiefs
whoimn he eculd easlly Infinence the mon-
arch aud bacame h'mself the prime min-
ister at & good living salary.

After all these things had been accom-
plished Stelnberger set cut for the
United Stateeon his long promised er-
rand to secure the patronage of the
president and to enlist several capltal-
ists in Samoan enterprises, which his
fertlle brain had  conjured ap.
Stelnburger’s Inflaencs had been so po-
tentlal that the patives had come to re-
gard the Unlled States as thelr natoral
frlend snd protscter, and the Amerlcan
ttag had baen adopted {o them In antici-
palion of futura urvion with this country,
as thelr own casign. The prime minister
found President (irant unprepared to
sanctlon further colonization achemes,
His expleit in San Domingo had re-
sulted disastrously and he had no dispo-
sltion to espouse any other euch cause,
Stalnbuorger pleaded In vain, therefare,
with the executive, and, after n eeries of
failures wlth as mavy of the prominent
statesmon of the time as he could find an

audience with, he withdrew
frcm Washington, In  the mat-
ter of enlisting the  asslstance

of caplta” he wes more suctessful. Sev-
oral moneyed men joined him, and on his
ratora he at lust had the satiafaction of
showing the natlves that he had done
something for the commerc!al, If not the
political, welfare of thelr conntry. The
fslands pro:pared amaz'ngly and in fime
Steinberger Secame very rich and power-
ful, Al the grest natlons of the eartl
established consulships there, and St :in-
berger, with the English aod American
representalives, tock the whole mapage-
ment of atfalrs,

A year ango & German max-of-war cruie-
Ing in those waters anctored in the prin-
clyal herber, snd findiug that the islanda
““belonged to nohedy'' its commander ran
up the Garman | ¢ and ¢'aimed them as
possessions of the c¢rown. The patives
and foreigners who had grown mora and
more American In their sympathies and
who had never qulte dismimsed the
{dea that they would some day be taken
under the wing of the grast rapublic, re
sented this performance most indignant'y
and thoee of the people who had been
British subject also made s  dlsturbance,
which was noon quelled. The foreign
consuls all filad protests and the matter
wai fioally referred to the British and
German governments, hatween which
some very pointed correspondence haa
been going on of late, The upshot of the
matter will probably be the recognition
of Germany'sclalms, for the is'ands do
not balooy to Eogland any more than
they do to the United Siates, which, uy
we have seen, once refused to accept
them. The s'ory of Stainberser avd Bam-
oa is loteresting sa lbuﬁiﬂ&lhlt only a
