The Prospect for the City's Growth
1his Year

Excellent in Every Particular—De-
talled List of Structutes to
be Erecoted,

Now that the bleak and chilllng blasts
of winter are so geacefully retlring before
the soft and balmy zephyrs of spring, the
searon of returning building activity is at
hand, The comlng year promises much
for Oniaha in the way of new struotures,
both of publie, business and residence
charaoter.

The followloy list will show partially
the extent of the hullding movement, A
numbar of architecta are figarivy on oth-
or atruotures, the partlonlars of which
cannot yot be dlsclcsed. Dut it s safe
to nassime st this early day that the
amounnt of building done th's year will
exceed thiat of Inst in every particalar,
PUBLIG BUILDINGS,

The largest and moat costly buildlng,
perhaps, the erectlon of which will be en-
tered upon the coming year will be the
chamber of commerce. As befora men-

tloned in theso columns, the board cf
trade has invited blds upon the building,
and on the 16th day of April, the con-
tract will be let, The plans declded upon
for the structure provide that its maln
featarea shall be conformed to the follow-

inqroutlina:

he building shall be constructed of
brick with stone trlmminge, with a front-
age of sixty feot on Farnam street and
thirtecn feet on Sixteenth. On the lat-
tor street, the maln entrancs will be es-
tablished, It Is to ba four atories in
helght, with basement. The following
is the arrangement of rooms as now con-
templated: Basement—dining room,
kitchen, ete., for usp «of the publle and
of the membors of the board, bar and
billiard rooms and offices to> rent. Firast
story—oflicea for rantal. Second, third
and fourth etories, to bs for board of
tradc rooms, not leas than 44xG0 feet
and offices,

In addition, the building s {0 have a
passenger elevator, with all accesslons of
comfort, convenience and elegant acco-
mcdatlons. The total cost s not to  ex-
ceed $70,000. This includes the parcen.
taga of the architect.

Next in lmportance, in  the shape of
public bulldings to be erected this sea:
son, are the twoschool houses, one on
Farnam and Twenty-eighth streets and
one on Eighteanth and Castellar, the cor-
tracls for which are now In the hands
of Mendelssohn & Fisher. Each build-
ing will have two atorles and a high base-
ment and the dimenslons of the ground
plan are 70x76 feet.
