OLD TELEGHRAIH WIRE,
What Becomes of the Miles of It
Wu?n Out Every Yoear,

Philadelphia Tines,

“We exchange at the rate of an clghth

of a cont por pound aboat 100 tons of old
and rejected telegraph wire cvery year,”
snid the superintendent of the construe-
tlondepartment of tlie Weatern Unlon
terday. **We buy nothlog bat the best
ix. B, B, galvanized telegeaph wire No.
8, which costs us from meven to eight
cents per pound six!cen fest to the pouud.
From five to seven years wecalonlate ans the
llfe of & wira, but oftentimes have been
compellod to replsce them in less time,
owing to being poorly pul up by the
¢limbers, and where the wires joins the
oross-bars rast will ensue, In a cllmate
like ours the wires will last much lorgor
than where the air is continually mowst,
s is the caec in the lake reglon or alorg
the sznconst. Wires strung along the
coatt nre often found encruosted with a
salt deposit, which in the course of a few
yoars will eause much trouble to the oper
atora, and if a storm occura the weight
upon the wircs will cause breakage to cn-
sue, which is often charged to the
anowalorma,
**A wlre whon once cat, aais often done
by the fire departinent to hasten the erec-
t'on of thelr ladders, is easi'y joined to
gother, but we always counslder such a
wire defectlve aud fo these ficst do we
look when trouble la repotted.”

Saperintondent Kennedy of the Baltt-
more and Ohio service said he coneidered
the climate of Philadelphia to ve ths best
for the preservatlion of overhead wires,
As P’et his company has not been com.
pelled to replace any of their wires, al-
though the branch company in Obicago
have replaced half thele wires, erected
but four ycars sgo. They usually ex-
change about forty tons of wire every
geu. The owners of wire mllls will not

uy it, bat, will exchange with us, allow-
Ing but an cigth of a cent per pound.
don't know what use they make of it,”
*‘The first wire crectod for telephone
orposes,”’ said Manager MoAleer of the
ell Telephone company, “*was No, 16,
or the thickness of the tnirty second part
of an lnch, and it wore well for about n
year,but being easily rosted was] replaced
with the ordinary telegraph wire. Yon
will, no doubt, find the former lylng up:
on the raofs of many houses throvghout
the clty, our workmen not taking the
trouble to remove it.
