FRIENDS OF THE INDIANS,

The redsking of the United States have
fourd ttapneh friends in the “Indian
Rights  Aracciation,” sn  organization
composed principally of eastern philan.
thropiats, whoss object in to olvilize the
American *‘savages,” and to ctherwise
protict and promote their interesta pre-
parstory to “thelr absorption Into the
eommun life of our own people.” Accord-
ing to theannual report of the executive
commlittes of the association there are v
the United States nearly three hundred
thourand Indlane, The aenociation aims
to recure for the Indian law, education,
and protected titles to land, It belioves
that these are the three fondamentsl
principles upon which the civiligatin of
the Indian reats, and to aseomplish the
desired results the afd and  co-
operation of econgress are nccessary,
and the sympathles of a large nomber of
eminent senatora and congressmen have
been enlisted intho causs, The associa-
tion has gone to work earnest.y and sys-
tomatically. Auxilliary atsociations are
being arganized in the principal cities and
towns of the country, and are kept in
close communication with the board In
Philadelphia, which furnishes them with
Information uponallimportant events and
questions concerning the work of the ua-
sociatlon, and thus they are en
abled to enlighten the poblic upon
Indian affairs,and to bring a diract influ-
eneca to bear upon thelr representatives in
congress.  Thirteen auxillary aesceln-
tions hava been formed within the past
year, The associaticn has been active
dutiog the past twelve months In the
great  work for which It has
made  [tself  reeporsible. Under
ita  ausplces  journeys  of In-
vestigation have been made to the In-
dian country, and larze numbers of pub.
licationa contalning valoable irformation
have been issued. 1In addition the aseo-
ciatlon hes glven much at'entionto legis-
lation and legel matters, In the way of
congreesional legielation the sssuciation
has been astive in urglng the pasiage of
a bill for the divislon of the Sisuxrasery:
ation in Dakota into separate reservations
and for the relicquisbmeant of the Indian
title to the remainder; als> in urging the
Coke blll, providing for the allotment of
lands In eeveralty to Indians on the var-
lous reservatlons, Tkia last bill received
the indorsement of Gen. Crook, the
great Indian pacificator, who sald of it
“‘Some saoch step muoat be tiken if we
bhope to sucseed In absorblry the In-
dian in the maes of the population,
and at some time, 88 & matter of justice,
we shounld place In his hinds hs best
weapon of defense, the ballot.” A bill
waa alto deawn under direction of the as-
soclatlon to provide for the establishment
of courts of crimlnal juriediction upon
Indlan reservations, to define their pow-
crs and the offenses of which they may
take cognizince, and to aflix penalties to
the commiesion of such offenees. The
matters [mentfoned merely outline the
wotk fperformed by the committes.
Thousands ¢f miles have been traveled
by agents of ihe associa'ion. Indian
agencies have been visited for the purpose
of galniog information, pamphlets and
documents of various kinda have been ia-
sued and a large correspcndence ecnduct-
ed with branch asscciations. The execn-
tive committee concludes ita report as fol-
lows:

In this Indian question, aa In all other

uestions, ihe fires atep s to understand
the premiees, It is the object of the
Indian Rights asscciation to make the
faots of the Indians’ present condition,
sccislly and legally, acceseible, to asslst
the formation of & right public senti-
ment, and, by means of an extended and
close organizatlon, to biing that senti
ment to bear most constantly and effec
tvely on the law-making power cof
the government. The results of the
past have most Incontrovertibly shown
that this method of work is In a marked
degree practical and succestful, that such
an organized and carefully dlrected force,
strong in the atrength of common sense,
of righteousness, of justice, andof mercy,
is a force that will net be galoeald. Bat
it is u force macde up of the individaal in.
fluence of individual men and women,
slimulated by a high sense of peracnal
responsibllity; and this personal re:pon.

sibility, whether felt or not, lies on every
man and woman in the United Slates,

PENSION FRAUDS,

Thore are undoubtedly wpin the pen-
eion rol's the names of thousands of par-
sons that are not honestly entitled to a
cént, Theee persons have been assisted
in their frauds by the avariclous pension
sgents. That frauds are commlitied is
exclusivaly shown by the exposures that

aro made from tlme to time,
el her  through acc'duntal dls-
covery or as the result of cara.

ful investigation in suspecied omses. 1t
was only quite recently that frauds to
the extent of $20,000, commtted through
& Philadelphis sharper, were discovered
and exposod, The enormous sums pald
out for penalons and the large number of
names on the penslon rolls afford an ex-
tenslve field for swindling, and unless
the pemsion burean is carofully guardoed
in all its detalls hundreds of
thousands of dollars will probably be
distrlbuted annuslly among those who
havo no legitima'e clalm to the money.
While the people are In favor of the 1ib-
eral polioy towards the Unioa soldlers of
the war, they cerlainly bave the right to
inalst that the pens'on money shall not in
any be diverted for the benefit of fiaudu-
lent pemsioners. It has been shown by
recent cases that the names of partles
married or deceas:d, as well as of otheis
whose right to draw penslons, has lapsed
for varlous reasons, could be kept on the
rolls for years without dlscovery. The
strictest mocountability shounld existin the
persion buresu, and thorough Inveatign-
tions should be made in tlme to dlecover
feaudulent pepsioners for the purpose of
having them dropped from the rolls, and
punlshed {f poesible, G eneral Black, tte
now commlssioner, will undoubtedly find

his hands full, If he gives to the burean

that attentlon which It Jdeserves. He
ennnot any too soon bogin the work of
weedlng out the fiaudulent penaicners,

S0 maxy bage ball players have been
black lsted by tlie different leagnes, that
it is now prepored to get up an Indepen-
dent league compossd principally of such
expelied players, nmonyg whom are a large
number of the very best In the land,

It
would seem, therefore, thata goodetzady
occupatlon or trada Is far preferabls to
the uncertainties snd dlsappcintments of
a literary life,

Somr one hundred citizens of St
Paul bave been  acting  while
othors have been  talklng, and

formed the nucleva cof a taxpayers’
astoclatlon, with a constitutlon which
they have slgued, the vbject of which Is
to bring the inflaencs of a numerous and
powerful organization to bear In effectiog
a more prudent, honest and econ-
omiecsl adminisiration ot city affalrs, and
in the election of clty ofticers who will
carry out their views., Buch an organiza-
tion will find plenty to do in almost any
oity. In Omaha perhaps ita most Im-
pertant du'y wonld be to bring about a
mora honest assessment, and to pat upon
the tax llst several hundred valaable lota
that are now exempted under the pre-
tense that they are Included in the rall-
road right of way. If all thls property
were taxed, as it shounld be, the income
of the city would be largely Increased,
and the burden of geuneral taxation pro-
portionately decreased.  OF courss a tax-
payers’ orgavizition in Omaka would in-
cidentally ficd plenty of other werk
to do.

“Arnonr Day,” which was first estab-
lshed in Nebrasks, kas borne good fruit,

onlist the youth of sn entira state in the
good work, When the school children
aio Invited each to plant at least *two
trees’ on the home or school grounds, the
aggregate number planted will be more
toasn twice that of the children enlisted,
for parcnts and thepublic will pa:ticipate
In the work." '

The Peabody Fund for the Poor,

The bullding fund of £500,000 left by Mr
Peabody for the benelit of the poor of
London has now been increased by rents
and Int:rest to £857.:320, The whole of
this great sum of money s in active ¢m-
ployment, together with £340,000 which
the trustees have borrowed. A total of
£1,170,787 has been expended during the
tlme the fund bas been in exfstence, of
which £80,003 was laid oot during 1884,
The results of these oparations sre eeen
in blocks of artitlans' dwellirgs bullt on
land purchased by the trustees and let fo
workingmen st rents within thelr means
cuntalning conveniences and comforts not
ordioarlly attalnable by them, thus ful-
filling the benevolent intentlons of Mr,
Peabody. At the prasent time 4,061 sep-
erate dwellings have becn erected, con.
tainlog 10,144 rooms, inhabited by 18,453
{mmm. Thirteen new blocks of bwla-
pys are now In course of ersction and
near completlon, Indeed, there ls no
ceasation in the work of fuifilling the lo-
tention of the nohle request.

#ow ¢ +Therain no use of dwalling on
my boyhood days or college sceapes,  When
the Franco-1'russian war waas declarad in 1871,
I waas livirg with my father in Hunover, Ger-
many, e puniched 'ma peverely for a fan-
cied misdemennor, und T coneluded to run
away from home, The Germsn government
ealled for men for the ambulauce corps, and 1
enrollod; although I had conmderable trouble
to pass on account of my extreme youth, but
with a few tears of persuasion I moved the
heart of the doctor and 1 started on the field
of adventure, After being nssistant nurse in
the hospitil at Hanover fora few weeks, |
volunteersd to accompany the Thizteenth reg-
iment of Lancers' and oue fine mornicg was
packed away to the front, Had several nar
row escapod ut Motz, Toulon svd SBedun, was
sresent when the haughty Fmperor of the
‘rench surrendered.

work I obtained was in a I'rench-German
restaurant.  After remaipiog  thers four
monthe I bought a threngh ticket for San
Francizco, but only went as far as Macon

leaving him is my only regret, aa my dearest
relative could not huve been kinder thon he.
Desairous of perfecting myself in the Foglish
tongue, | next learned the art of printing in
the office of the Daily Enterprise nv Moberly,
Mo A" roporter, Mr, 1., Browm, wns
stricken with paralywss, and I was pronoted
to his place,  After remnining in that capne-
ity for o vear, I was offerad a situation ss re-
porter on the St, Louis Globe-Demociat, ne-
cepted it, snd made quite o muciess a3 trioos-
lutor from German inte Eoglish.”

““In 1876 my desire to join the U, 8. army
and write descripticua of the eame induced
me to enlist.

My officer soon discovered my objoct
und profession and treated me with kindoeis
and respect. Dy articles on ‘Raids on Ticit
Distilleries.’ snd the ‘Ku Klux'in Louisisns
brotght iu & bandaome revenue,  In the early
art of 1876 we woere cedered to Dakota, and
arrived thore in Febiuary, at Dismarck we
